The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

March 3, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer, presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack, Rich Spaans.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer.

Absent: Chuck Von Eschen. 

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on February 18, 2008, were approved on a motion by Spaans, second by Womack, motion carried.

Department Head Reports

Kathy Moller: 

· 2006 Annual Report: Finance Officer, Kathy Moller, distributed copies of the 2006 Annual Report.  The information has been sent to the state.  The information in the report is very similar to what’s included in the Audit Report, and since the State has accepted the Audit Report, there shouldn’t be any problems with the Annual Report.  

· Mayor/Council Election: There will be no City Council election in April.  The three Council Member Incumbents will be seated, as there was no opposition to their petitions.  Those Council Members are: Chuck Von Eschen, Ward 1, Gary Lambert, Ward 2, and Rich Spaans, Ward 3.  Jim Fedderson will be our new Mayor as his was the only petition taken out for the Mayor’s position.  

· District 3 Meeting: Kathy reminded the Council that the District 3 Meeting will be held at the Bridges Event Center on April 3rd and that she will need a count of who will be attending.

New Business

Step Pay Increase per Union Agreement for Greg Bates: This discussion was moved to Executive Session.

Crosswalk Request for Highway 46: In order for the SD DOT to do a traffic count on Highway 46, the Council must make a request for a specific intersection.   After the City notifies the state where they would prefer to have the crosswalk placed, the state will do a traffic count to determine if that location warrants a crosswalk. A motion to request the State to put a crosswalk at the intersection of SD Hwy 46 North 6th St. was made by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried. 

Declare 1996 Luverne 1500 Gallon Tanker Surplus: The Fire Department has a 1996 1500 gallon tanker that they would like to surplus since they have ordered a new tanker that will be available the end of this year.  The council appointed Gary Lambert, Wayne Akland and Dan Cotton to the appraisal committee and they recommended that the tankers appraised value be set at $35,000.00.  A motion was made by Womack, second by Lambert, to accept the recommendation and declare the tanker surplus, motion carried.

Declare JD 4215 Fairway Mower Surplus: Golf Course Supt. Kelly Knutson would like to declare the JD 4215 Fairway Mower surplus.  The council appointed Gary Lambert, Wayne Akland and Dan Cotton to the appraisal committee.  The committee recommended setting a value of $1,500 on the mower.  A motion was made by Cotton, second by Spaans to accept the recommendation and declare the JD 4215 Fairway Mower surplus, motion carried.  

Pay Request #2 for Senior Citizens Remodel:  The City has received pay request and draw down request #2 for the Senior Citizens remodel project in the amount of $14,661.00.  The project is progressing nicely and is on schedule to be completed by June 1st.  Some of the Council Members commented on the good job Twite Construction is doing and that the facility will be very nice when completed.  A motion to approve pay request & draw down request #2 in the amount of $14,661.00 to Twite Construction was made by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Resolution to Authorize Waste Tire Grant: A motion to adopt Resolution 2008-08 was made by Akland, second by Womack, motion carried.

Property Tax Abatement Request for all of Block 9, Toomey’s Addition: City Administrator, Jerry Zeimetz, presented an abatement request for a portion of the taxes due on the old Clubhouse in the amount of $1,250.29 from May 24, 2006 to December 31, 2006.  The county did not have it recorded as being owned by the City.  A motion to approve the abatement request was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Disposal of Cart Shed Property: Jerry Zeimetz was approached by someone interested in purchasing the land that the Bridges golf cart shed currently occupies directly south of the old Clubhouse.  This entails approximately 275-300 feet that could be developed for single family or twin homes if the cart shed is removed.  If the land is sold, a new location needs to be found for the cart shed.   Jerry will get more information on pricing for moving the shed or building a new shed and bring the information to the Council.

South Dakota Legislative Update:
· Senate Bill 151: This annexation bill has stagnated in the House Local Government in the hopes that the rural electrics and municipals can get together and find a solution.

· Senate Bill 126: This bill will allow additional liquor licenses to be issued by each municipality, for restaurants that get more than 40% of their income from food.  This bill was introduced by some larger communities that are maxed out on liquor licenses but have restaurants that are interested in opening in their cities but will not do so without a liquor license.

Union Agreement/Conference Call Update: Jerry reported that the labor negotiation meeting has been set for March 27, 9:00 a.m. at the Bridges small conference room.

Gas Bid: A motion to approve the gas bid from Total Stop for 2.5 cents per gallon off the pump price was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

City Owned Vehicle: Councilman Womack noted that since the city-owned vehicle for the Clubhouse is just sitting in the parking lot and not being used, that it should be transferred to another department for use.  Mike Conklin does not need to use it so it should be used somewhere else.  Jerry will talk to the department heads to see where to transfer it.
