Beresford City Council

November 21, 2005

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on November 21, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on November 7, 2005, were approved on a motion by Womack, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:
Doug Adams & Ken Bonte – drainage issue: Doug & Ken were present to discuss the drainage ditch behind their houses that was put in place by the City 23 years ago.  It now has several low spots with standing water, which has a foul odor and attracts mosquitoes.  They would like to see the City possibly install 9” drain tile from Bonte’s property line to the end of the storm drain and also add dirt along the drainage ditch.  Both will maintain the ditch so the City won’t have to mow it in the summer.  Jerry will have our engineer from Banner Engineering look at the drainage ditch when he is here next week and see what can be done and what the costs will be.  Jerry will report back his findings at the next Council Meeting.

Unfinished Business:

Lewis & Clark Rural Water Amended & Restated Commitment Agreement: The resolution has been adopted and will be published in the Beresford Republic.

Nudity Ordinance update: Frieberg Law Firm just finished the revisions on the Nudity Ordinance; copies will be sent to all Council Members.  It contains a more stringent license procedure, and stricter requirements pertaining to location and alcohol sales.  The first reading for the ordinance will take place at the next Council Meeting on December 5, 2005.

New Business:

Set Hearing Date for Liquor License Renewals: The hearing date for Liquor License Renewals was set for December 5, 2005, on a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Winter Hours at Rubble Site: Jerry reported that the winter hours for the Beresford Rubble Site will take effect on Tuesday, December 6, 2005 as follows: Tuesdays and Thursdays 1:30 – 4:30 and Saturdays 9:00 – 12:00 and 1:30 – 4:30.

Declare Surplus Property – Telephone Dept. Equipment: The Telephone Department has some outdated equipment they would like to declare surplus, specifically the outdated fire bar and an old paging unit.  These items have minimal value.  Approval was given to declare said items surplus on a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Consider Solid Waste Bids: Sioux Falls Sanitation and Loren Fischer Disposal were both present regarding the solid waste bid.  Loren has been our carrier for the past six years.  The bids for a 3-year contract came in as follows:

Although the City has had excellent service from Loren Fischer, we are required to take the lowest responsible bid.  The bid from Sioux Falls Sanitation effective for a 3 year term beginning January 1, 2006 through December 31, 2008, was approved on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, with one nay vote from Spaans, motion carried.

Department of Energy (WAPA) Contract Revisions: Approval for the Mayor to sign the WAPA contract was given on a motion by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Lewis & Clark Planned Water Usage: LCWS would like to estimate our minimum water usage.  Right now the projection is 200,000 gallons up to 800,000 gallons and we pay only for what we use.  Dan Cotton will inform the L & C Board.

Review Fees for Building Permits, Variance, Conditional Use & Rezoning Requests: The Planning & Zoning Board has made several recommendations to change fees for building permits, etc. effective January 1, 2006.  The fee structure changes will be put in resolution form for approval at December 5th City Council Meeting.

Adopt Updated Codes for Building, Residential, Fire, Plumbing, Mechanical & Electrical: The Planning & Zoning Board has recommended the following codes: 2003 International Building Code, 2003 International Residential Code, 1997 Uniform Fire Code, 2003 Uniform Plumbing Code, 1997 Uniform Mechanical Code, 2002 National Electrical Code.  The codes will be discussed and adopted at the next Council Meeting.

Sidewalks in New Developments: The City’s Subdivision Ordinance requires sidewalks to be installed when new homes are built.  There is only one sidewalk on Dignity Drive.  The Planning & Zoning Board would like letters sent to subdivision property owners without sidewalks advising them that sidewalks will be needed within one year.  Tom Frieberg will be sending out the letters.

Resignation of Part-time Police Officer: On a motion by Cotton, second by Akland, the resignation of part-time officer Mike Palmer was accepted, motion carried.

Executive session – legal issues: At 8:30 p.m. on a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, Council moved to Executive Session to discuss legal issues.
