Beresford City Council

August 06, 2007

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on August 6, 2007, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent:  None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on July 16, 2007, were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Womack, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Daniels Construction – Community Center / Clubhouse:  Jim Daniels and Terry Gravette with Daniels Construction were present to discuss substantial completion date and penalties for the project.  It was agreed that when the final payment request is received a penalty would be discussed and deducted at that time.   

Helen Grace & Beth Grace Cruz – Proposed purchase of Depot Building:  Helen and Beth spoke with the council about their proposal to renovate the Railroad Depot into a place for community fellowship. Beth mentioned that they realize that it is a historical building. Currently the City has two years left on the land lease contract with the SD DOT. The building is in the name of the Beresford Community Depot Association. Helen and Beth agreed to allow the recycling center to stay there until another location can be found.  Von Eschen made a motion to support the Beresford Community Depot Association’s recommendation to sell the building to Beth Grace Cruz, seconded by Akland, motion carried.

Dept. Head Reports:

Kathy Moller: Kathy addressed the council with three suggestions from our auditing firm, Quam & Berglin. The first was to close out several of our old capital project and debt service funds. The second suggestion was to raise the capitalization policy from $1,000 to $5,000 retroactive to January 1, 2007. The telephone department would stay at $1,000, and third make the Beresford Republic the official legal newspaper and First Savings Bank of Beresford, First Federal Bank of Beresford, First National Bank of Sioux Falls and SD Public Funds Investment Trust the official depositories. The official newspaper and depositories will be voted on each year in January. A motion was made by Cotton to adopt the resolution, change the capitalization policy, and each year appoint a newspaper and depositories, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:

N. 1st Street Plans: Dan Andre visited with Bill Dolan and their engineer, Chris Lawrenson about the North 1st Street plans. It was questioned whether Bill Dolan and Harlan Tiedeman would be required to install sidewalks. It was determined that their lots were platted many years before the ordinance was in place, however Darlene Zweifel’s building permit was issued after an ordinance was passed to require sidewalks on all newly constructed buildings within the City of Beresford so she would need to install a sidewalk.  Jerry will also review the plans with City Engineer Pat Carey before going forward. A motion was made by Spaans to have Pat Carey and Dan Andre review the plans and if everything is ok have Dolan go forward with the improvements, second by Cotton, motion carried.

New Business:

Pay Request #12 Community Center / Clubhouse: A motion was made by Akland, second by Von Eschen to approve pay request #12 for $20,085.18.  Motion carried. 

Change Order 27R Community Center/Clubhouse:  Change Order 27R, a deduction in the amount of $4,723.40 was approved on a motion by Akland, second Von Eschen, motion carried.

Step Pay Increase: A motion to approve a step pay increase for Joe Knutson effective August 6, 2007, from $19.14/hour to $19.71/hour was made by Cotton, second by Womack, motion carried.

Renewal of Contract for Animal Control Services with Second Chance Rescue Center:  A motion to approve the renewal of the animal control services contract with Second Chance Rescue Center was made by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried. 

Appointment to Library Board: Kari Peterson has fulfilled her term on the library board.  Mayor Palmer recommended Nancy Thaler to replace Peterson.   A motion to appoint Nancy Thaler to a 3-year term on the Library Board was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried. 

Gas Quote: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.03 cents per gallon off the pump price. A motion was made by Cotton to accept the bid, second by Womack, motion carried. 

Pay Request #2 and certificate of substantial completion for North Industrial Park:  A motion was made by Spaans, second by Akland to approve the certificate of substantial completion as well as pay request #2 for $195,644.88.  Motion carried.  

Consider request to rezone property from single family to multi-family: Ryan and Becky Bear are asking to rezone the Sundstrom ground just north of the Catholic Church, from single family residential to multi-family residential.  They intend to build twin homes and four-plexes on the property that will be offered for sale.  The Planning & Zoning Board had a hearing earlier tonight for the rezoning and recommends approval to the City Council. Lambert made the motion to set a public hearing date for August 20th and authorize advertising for the rezoning of Lot 4 Tingles First Addition, Lot A of Sundstrom Tract 1 and Lot D of Dolan Tract 1 from single family residential (R1) to multi-family residential (R2), second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Recreation Trail Project Agreement: Jerry updated the Council on the grant to complete the bike path from 11th Street to the High School parking lot. The amount of the grant was $17,280, which is 80% of the estimated cost. A motion was made by Von Eschen to accept the grant, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Resolution to appoint SDMPA Representative and Alternate: The South Dakota Municipal Power Agency (SDMPA) requested a representative and/or alternate from the City. A motion made by Akland, to adopt the following resolution, second by Womack, motion carried.

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Beresford has entered into an agreement to establish the South Dakota Municipal Power Agency (SDMPA) and as a member thereof is entitled to a representative who shall represent the Municipal Utility in the business of SDMPA.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Gary Lambert be and is hereby authorized and appointed as the representative of the City of Beresford to represent the Municipal Utility in the business of SDMPA, with the powers, duties and responsibilities as provided in said agreement.  The alternate representative, Chuck Von Eschen, is hereby authorized and appointed with equal powers.
