Beresford City Council

November 3, 2008

The Beresford City Council met in regular session at 7:00 pm on Monday November 3, 2008 at the Bridges Community Center to review an issue the City has with the floor and carpet in the Community Center. At 7:30 pm they returned to the City Library Community Room to continue the meeting. 

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Pete Womack, Gary Lambert

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None

Community Center for floor inspection:

On a motion by Spaans second by Womack the Council accepted the repairs to the floor and carpet and agreed to pay the $15,000 that had been withheld from final payment. Motion carried. The Council will not reduce the $14,700 being withheld for liquidated damages because of delays in getting the building completed as required by the contract.

Appointment to City Council: 

At 7:35 pm Spaans made the motion to enter into executive session for legal issues, Womack second, motion carried.  

At 7:47 p.m. the council reconvened in regular session.

Mayor Fedderson announced that Teresa Kaltenbach has agreed to fill the vacant Ward 1 council position. Akland made the motion to appoint Teresa Kaltenbach to the Ward 1 council position, second by Womack, motion carried. City Attorney Freiberg swore her in and the council welcomed Teresa. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on October 20, 2008, were approved in a motion by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Public Forum and Visitors:
Community Outreach for Youth and Families (COYF): Amy Schaap and Shellie Sveeggen visited with the council about the past events held and future goals. They asked for continued support of the organization to reach out to individuals in the surrounding areas. All events are advertised on Cablevision channel 8 and posters are hung throughout the town. The council thanked them for all of their hard work.

125th Committee Representatives: Doug Adams spoke on behalf of the committee. He explained the status of the celebration and the need for funds to make deposits on events and purchase merchandise. Cotton made the motion to donate $10,000 additional at this time, Womack second, motion carried.

Council member Akland excused himself at 8:20pm.

Homeowners and Bank Protection Act of 2008: The representative that was going to present information on this called to cancel.  No action was taken.

Committee Reports:

Council member Womack stated that he spoke with Sheridan Swee regarding the Baseball Associations plan to install advertising signs attached to the fence. Womack explained the signs would be maintenance free and would be printed in good taste.
Unfinished Business:

Catholic Church Drainage Concerns: Councilman Spaans spoke with Steve Birgen to discuss a solution for the drainage issue. It was decided to have City Engineer, Pat Carey, Council Members Spaans, Lambert and Steve Birgen to get together to resolve the problem.

Identity Theft Program (Red Flags Rules): Finance Officer, Kathy Moller spoke about the meeting she attended. The Fair and Accurate Credit Transactions Act of 2003 (FACTA) requires all municipalities that operate utilities to have an Identity Theft Prevention Program in place by May 1, 2009. Kathy mentioned that Elaine Johnson and Beth Rasmussen would be attending this seminar on November 4, 2008.

Update on status of Burbach Aquatics Swim Pool technical evaluation: City Administrator Zeimetz stated that he received an e-mail notifying us that the technical evaluation will be delivered to Beresford City Hall no later than November 10, 2008.

Gas Quotes: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes. A motion was made by Cotton to accept the bid, second by Womack, motion carried.

Cablevision update: City Attorney, Frieberg explained that himself along with Todd Hansen are currently reviewing contracts with the local television stations. He stressed the importance of filling out the survey that was included in the November 2008 telephone bill.
