Beresford City Council

December 4, 2006

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on December 4, 2006, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Councilman Rich Spaans, presiding, Wayne Akland, Gary Lambert, Chuck Von Eschen, Pete Womack, Dan Cotton.

Members absent: Mayor Brent Palmer.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on November 20, 2006 were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.   

Public Hearing:

Liquor License Hearings: The Finance Officer has received all applications and payments for the liquor licenses as follows:

There have been no complaints and no one was present to oppose any of the applications.  The liquor licenses were approved on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors: 

Brad Peterson – Olson & Associates, Group Health Insurance: Brad Peterson of Olson & Associates out of Sioux Falls, was in attendance to provide information on group health insurance for city employees from Blue Cross Blue Shield.  The 2007 quote from DakotaCare increased 19.5% over 2006 so the Council decided to look at other companies.  Mr. Peterson quoted 4 different options through Blue Cross Blue Shield, all very similar to the DakotaCare policy currently in effect, but at a lower cost to both employees and the City.  It was decided to have Mr. Peterson have a meeting with employees within the next few days to go over the Blue Cross Blue Shield features and answer any questions they may have.  He did emphasis that all employees currently on DakotaCare would be able to transfer to BC/BS without any problems with pre-existing conditions.  The Council will then have a special meeting on December 11, at 6:30 p.m. to vote on whether or not to change to Blue Cross Blue Shield.

Department Head Reports:  

Wayne Akland - Policy Committee Report: The Council Policy Committee, consisting of Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, and Dan Cotton, met to discuss clothing allowance for City employees.  Wayne stated that the original intent of the clothing allowance was to provide a form of identification for employees as they work with the public.  The current benefit is $300/year for full-time employees and a separate allowance of $50/year for safety glasses and $30/year for steel-toe shoes.  The City also provides uniforms for all part-time police employees and fireproof shirts for all electric department employees.  There were still some questions on whether or not to provide an allowance for part-time employees.  Councilman Spaans asked all Council Members to think about this issue and bring recommendations back to the next Council Meeting on 

December 18th. 

Unfinished Business:

Rubble Site Fees for Lutheran Social Services: Jerry looked through previous Council Meeting Minutes and found that the school paid $25.00 per 12 cubic yard load of construction debris when they demolished the high school, and the Methodist Church paid $2.00/cubic yard when they demolished their church.  The Council will stand by their decision made at the Nov. 20th Council Meeting to charge Lutheran Social Services $2.00/cubic yard to dispose of construction debris at the Beresford Rubble Site.

Authorize Advertising for a Public Hearing on Hog Nursery Request Within 1 Mile of City Limits: a motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland to approve advertising for a public hearing regarding the request by Bob Andrews to build a hog nursery within 1 mile of City limits, motion carried.  The Public Hearing will be held at the high school vocal room at 6:30 – 7:20 p.m. on Monday, December 18th.  The regular City Council Meeting will be held as usual at 7:30 p.m. at the Public Library.

New Business:
Surplus Property: The Street Department has several additional items they would like to add to the surplus list, all valued at less than $500.  The additional items (aluminum extension ladder, tires, 3 pt. Cement counter weight, 3 chain link gates) will be added to surplus list that was approved at the last Council Meeting.  Approval to add the above listed items to the surplus list was granted on a motion by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.
Gas Quotes: One gas quote was received from Total Stop for $2.11 no lead and $2.13 super unleaded.  A motion to accept the bid from Total Stop was made by Lambert, second by Womack, motion carried.

Part-Time Police Officer Hires: As the police department is short on part-time officers, Chief Christensen would like to hire two more part-time officers to fill in as needed.  He has received applications from two certified officers that would like to work part-time.  Motion to approve hiring Robert Tinklepaugh and Claude Freeman as certified part-time police officers at $10.50/hour was made by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Pay Request #1 North Industrial Park Improvements: Motion to approve pay request #1 in the amount of $108,696.42 to Metro Construction for the North Industrial Park Improvements was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland, motion carried.

Change Order #1 North Industrial Park Improvements: Motion to approve change order #1 in the amount of $3,030.00 to Metro Construction for additional work and materials to stub sewer services to 3 future lots was made by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Bedco Sign: Jerry Zeimetz reported that the sign put up by the Beresford Economic Development Corporation (BEDCO) north of Beresford blew down about a year ago and hasn’t been fixed yet.  BEDCO paid for the sign and the City paid for the posts at that time.  All Council Members were in agreement that the sign should be repaired and agreed to pay for the posts.  The Electric Department will put the sign back up.
