The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

June 16, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Pete Womack, Gary Lambert.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Financial Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Chuck Von Eschen.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on June 2, 2008, were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Public Hearing:

One-Day Malt Beverage License for Beresford Tractor Pull: The application for a 1-Day Malt Beverage License for the Beresford Tractor Pull was approved in a motion by Womack, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Department Head Reports: 

Larry Christensen – Golf Carts on City Streets – This was tabled until more information can be gathered.

Kathy Moller – Audit Information and Finance Officers’ School Report: Finance Officer Moller reported that Quam & Berglin CPA firm finished their fieldwork for the 2007 audit and will be sending in their report to the Department of Legislative Audit.  They did make several recommendations for the City to consider which Kathy will be looking into.

Kathy also gave a detailed report on the recent Finance Officer’s School that she attended in Chamberlain.  

Dan Andre & Todd Hansen: Dan Andre was present to explain to the Council that the reason the Street Department did not do the new water service line project at the Telephone Office was because they did not have the proper machinery for the size of the project.  He also explained that his department does not put in new service lines, but they repair water main breaks.  The Street Department did provide the gravel for the project and the contractor supplied the pea rock.

Committee/Mayor Reports: 

Public Works Committee:  The Council Committee for the Public Works departments asked to table this report, as all of them had not had a chance to visit with those departments.

Lawrensen Field Ball Diamond Restrooms: Mayor Fedderson discussed the condition of the restrooms at the ball field.  He has spoken with Kelly Knutson and was told that the building has been power washed and is scheduled to be painted shortly.  The Mayor asked the Council to take time to look at different areas around town and if they see any problems, bring them to the appropriate manager.

I-29 Corridor: Mayor Fedderson spoke with the Brookings Mayor regarding the I-29 Corridor Project, but is still waiting for more information before any action is taken.
