June 1, 2009

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, June 1, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Minutes: Cotton made the motion to approve the minutes from the meetings held on May 18 and May 26, 2009, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Public Hearings:

One-Day Temporary Malt Beverage License – Beresford Volunteer Fire Department: A motion was made by Erickson, second by Akland, to approve the request by the Beresford Volunteer Fire Department for a temporary one-day malt beverage license on July 3, 2009, all members voted aye, motion carried.

One-Day Temporary Malt Beverage License – Beresford Pulling Association: A motion was made by Akland, second by Spaans, to approve the request by the Beresford Pulling Association for a temporary one-day malt beverage license on July 18, 2009, all members voted aye, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Roxy Johnson – Request to Close Portion of Street on July 2, 2009:  Roxy Johnson, owner of Bert’s Lounge, was present to request that her liquor license be extended to her parking lot and also requested to close a portion of the street next to Bert’s on Thursday, July 2nd because she is having a band that evening, and weather permitting, would like to have the band outside.  Only beer would be sold outside the building.  She also asked if it would be possible to use the City’s stage, picnic tables, and portable toilets.  Roxy was told to contact Kelly Knutson regarding the picnic tables – there may not be any available due to the other activities going on at that time, Jay Nordquist about the stage, and Jerry will talk to someone from the Fire Department about using the portable toilets that will also be used at the street dance.  Approval to extend Bert’s Lounge’s liquor license to the parking lot on July 2, 2009, was made in a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.  Approval to close a portion of the street next to Bert’s Lounge for the evening of July 2, 2009, was made in a motion by Akland, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Bill Radio – Missouri River Energy Services: Mr. Radio was present to speak with the Council about the possibility of a T-1 Transmission Service Agreement with MRES.  He did specify that he was not trying to sell or recommend this to the Council at this time – it is optional for all members.  The program is two-fold: one part is a T-1 Agreement and the other is a Facilities Lease Agreement.  The T-1 agreement would pool the costs between all the involved members and in the lease agreement MRES would lease our transmission facilities and pay us 14% of the value of our system; the City would still maintain and operate our system.  At this point it has not been determined what the cost would be to Beresford.  There are still many variables that will determine that.  MRES is meeting with some Minnesota electric companies this week and after that more will be known on costs, etc.  The Council asked Bill to let them know the outcome of their upcoming meetings and then will discuss this more at the next Council Meeting.

Dept. Head Reports:

Electric Department – Jay Nordquist: 

· Jay reported that he has found a baler for the Recycling Center in the Federal Properties catalog for $1,750.00 that appears to be in good shape and is bigger than the one we currently have.  He will get more information on this and report back to the Council.

· Rental Fee for Stage: The City has had a few requests to rent the stage and Jay is wondering if we want to develop a fee schedule for this?  The Council Committee for the Electric Department, consisting of Wayne Akland, Tom Erickson, and Dan Cotton will work with Jay on a contract/agreement for the stage rental.   Tom Frieberg will check on the insurance liability also.

· Energy Star Program: The City has the opportunity to become involved with the residential Energy Star Program that would include appliances, air conditioners, heating units, light bulbs, etc. The paperwork involved in the residential program is very time-consuming and the Council feels it is too labor intensive and not cost effective enough to be worth the time and expense.  The City will continue with the commercial program for now but opt out of the residential program.

· Jay will go to Madison on June 4th to participate in the MMUA (safety training) annual review & budget session to evaluate the City’s safety trainer.

· Vermillion Inter-Connect: Vermillion is very interested in working with Beresford on a T-1 that would go from Beresford’s sub-station 14 miles south at a cost of $3.5 million; the payback would be 14% over 35 years, approximately $500,000/year.  In the meantime, it will cost the City $50,000 to do the necessary studies, aerial photography, permitting, etc.  The Council would like to hold off on proceeding until they hear back from MRES after their upcoming meetings.

Telephone Department – Todd Hansen: Recently the Council approved an investment for the Telephone Department in Ciena and Fujitsu Equipment.  Todd was just informed that there was a change in the quote that the City had originally received.  The original quote was $179,150.00; however the one-time management discount of $20,000 was denied.  Todd also returned some of the equipment the department didn’t need so the difference from the original quote is $10,931.00.  A motion to approve the additional $10,9310.00 for the Ciena/Fujitsu equipment was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Public Works Committee: Tom Erickson & Dan Cotton met with Mike Conklin & Esther Zoss at the Bridges Clubhouse and reported that they are taking steps to increase sales at the Clubhouse/Community Center by increasing their advertising, having more specials, and more events.  They feel they are doing a good job and are definitely making strides to improve the business.  They also met with Kelly Knutson, Park Department Superintendent.  The pool drain was installed and the pool was thoroughly cleaned and painted and opened today.  Kelly would like a larger mower to use in the parks department and said that Vermillion will be selling their mower so he may look at that one to see what kind of shape it is in.  

Mayor Report: 

· Mayor Fedderson asked that the Education & Transportation Committee meet with their respective departments and report on that at the next Council Meeting.  He also asked the Council Members to be sure to let someone know if they can’t attend a meeting so that someone else can take their place.

· Tour De Kota will be coming through Beresford on Sunday and the 125th Anniversary Committee will be serving breakfast to the riders from 7:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. and will then open up to serve breakfast to the public at 10:00 – 1:00 at the fire station.  All proceeds will go to support the 125th celebration.  

· The Mayor also read a thank you card from Deb Christensen.

Unfinished Business:

Berm at Gun Club – City’s Liability: Councilman Erickson noted that the berm is not finished yet.  He will talk to Dan Andre about this.  Attorney Tom Frieberg talked to Mark Jensen regarding the insurance for the gun club and was assured that between the City and the Gun Club that they are fully insured.  Tom Erickson said that the purpose of charging membership fees for the club is to try to limit the number of people out there shooting because there is a large number of people that come from around the area to use the facility.  

New Business:

Serving Water Users Outside the Beresford City Limits: City Administrator Zeimetz was approached by a person living outside the City limits currently receiving water from the City, wondering about the possibility of getting water from the City once Lewis & Clark water is available.  Rural residents received a letter from Clay Rural Water System about a 2010 system-wide expansion project that they can get in on.  Jerry visited with Dan Andre about this and because of the limited users and the size & distance of the water line, and the fact that the line would not be looped, it probably will not continue to be an option for those people.  Jerry will send them a letter stating that the City will not be providing water to those customers served by that line as soon as Lewis & Clark water is available.  Several meetings ago Lewis & Clark representatives advised the Council that Beresford is scheduled for hookup late 2012 or early 2013.  

Part-Time Hire at Library: Jane Norling would like to hire Kayla Akland for part-time summer employment at the library at $7.50/hour.  A motion to approve hiring Kayla Akland at $7.50/hour was made by Lambert, second by Kaltenbach, motion carried.

Require Tracer Wire for All New Water, Sewer & Storm Sewer Lines With the City: 

Jerry Zeimetz discussed a notice from the SD Attorney General regarding utilities and private parties marking lines and using the SD One Call System.  Jerry explained that it is hard to find all the lines on private property because many are installed by the homeowner and consist of different types of materials.  He recommended that the City require tracer wire to be installed with buried lines on all new construction within the City of Beresford.  After a brief discussion, the Council voted in favor of amending the City’s Building Permits and require new construction to install tracer wires on all buried lines, in a motion by Cotton, second by Spaans, motion carried.  This will take effect immediately.

Bill Sebern – Certified Class I Stabilization Pond Operator: Jerry reported that Bill Sebern has passed the Class I Stabilization Pond Operator Certification exam and is now classified as such.  Congratulations to Bill!

Step Pay Increase for Bill Sebern: A motion to approve a step pay increase for Bill Sebern to $16.67/hour was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Gas Quotes: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes. A motion was made by Erickson to accept the bid, second by Akland. All council members present voted aye, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Striping of City Streets: Jerry was wondering if the City should stripe the streets prior to the 125th anniversary celebration, however, it would be covered up when the streets are chip sealed.  Jerry will talk to Dan Andre and Kelly Knutson to see if their departments can just stripe the curbs on 3rd Street prior to the celebration.

Dog Ordinance: Councilman Lambert was approached by a Beresford resident regarding some dogs in a fenced yard near the park that bark and lunge at the fence when people go by.  Tom Frieberg will look at the Dog Ordinance and discuss at the next Council Meeting.
