Beresford City Council

November 19, 2007

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

November 19, 2007, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen. Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent:  None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Womack, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on November 5, 2007, were approved on a motion by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Shellie Sveeggen – HURT Community Seminars: Shellie presented some information about Chap Clark, Ph.D., and the HURT Community Seminars which focuses on helping adults better understand how to communicate with youth today.  She, along with other interested community members, would like to bring this seminar to Beresford and just wanted to get the Council’s input.  The Council members feel that this is a worthwhile project and gave several suggestions on how to promote more interest in the seminar in the Beresford & surrounding communities.

Unfinished Business:

Aquatic Center Request for Proposals: At the 11/05/07 Council Meeting, the Swimming Pool Committee was present and recommended hiring Burbach Aquatics for phase I of the swimming pool project.  Phase I included a technical evaluation of the existing facility and the cost to renovate the existing facility to a state of good repair and code compliance.  Also addressed in phase I would be the development of a new construction program that includes the evaluation of proposed sites, determination of optimum size, determination of the community’s aquatic programming needs, probable construction and operating costs, determination of the design of an aquatic facility, either indoor or outdoor, to best meet the community’s needs.  After reviewing their agreement, City Administrator Zeimetz advised that the agreement addresses all of those items but also requires the City to commit to Burbach if the project would ever go forward into design development, preparing construction documents and providing for construction oversight which was not asked for in the original RFP.  Burbach states they will do phase one for $3,500 plus reimbursable if the agreement is signed.  If another firm were chosen for the final phases of the project, Burbach Aquatics would be entitled for up to 50% of the engineering fees based on the rates that they had stated in the agreement.   Councilman Cotton said that he had visited with someone from Pipestone, MN about Burbach and was told that Pipestone let Burbach Aquatics go in the middle of their project due to many problems they were having with them.  (Councilman Cotton requested it noted in the Minutes that he did not research this information but just mentioned the pool project at a meeting he was attending and was given this information.)  Jerry said that Sioux Center had problems with them also and that he talked to Dave Burbach about it and Dave was very upfront about it.  Jerry then talked with Pat Carey from Banner Engineering and found that their fees are quite a bit lower than Burbach.  The Council feels that we now need to look at the entire fee structure from all three companies; the committee had originally just looked at fees for phase I from each company they interviewed.  Jerry will contact the 3rd company, RSA Architects, to get their full proposal to review along with Burbach Aquatics and Banner Associates.  Jerry will also find out what each company will charge for phase I only, and will also ask Burbach Aquatics for the cost of the feasibility study only and if they will take out lines 4 & 5 of the agreement (which states the penalty if we do not use them for the remainder of the project).  Jerry will also contact the Pool Committee and have them attend the next Council Meeting to review this further.

Acceptance of North 1st Street Project: Street Superintendent Dan Andre has spent a lot of time with the North 1st Street project and feels that it is final and ready to be accepted.  Jerry will talk to Bill Dolan and get the remainder of the bills for the project so everyone can get paid.  A motion was made by Cotton, second by Womack, to accept the North 1st Street project, motion carried.

Community Bus Barn: Jerry reported that Jason Engbrecht with the State is assisting with the design of the building, and that Milbank had recently built one that was 56’ x 32’.   The City is responsible for 20% of the cost of the project.    The Council felt that the plans were acceptable and we should proceed with the project.  A motion was made by Spaans, second by Akland, to go approve the design of the bus barn and move forward with the project, motion carried.

CDBG Agreement for Senior Citizens Center Remodel: Jerry received the agreement for the Mayor’s signature.  The total cost of the project is estimated at $118,639.  Funding for the project includes a $70,000 CDBG grant, plus funds from the Senior Citizens, as well as in-kind work from the City.  A motion to approve the Mayor to sign the agreement was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Recycle Center – Options for Relocation:  Jerry and Jay Nordquist walked through the Salberg building to see if it would work for the Recycling Center.  Tom Frieberg is trying to get a purchase price if we are interested.  Jerry will also look at the former M & M building.

New Business:
Part-Time Hire for City Hall: Kathy Moller reported that there were 9 applicants for the position at City Hall.  She recommends hiring Patti Bickett at $9.50/hour.  A motion to approve hiring Patti Bickett for 10-20 hours per week at City Hall at $9.50/hour was made by Spaans, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Set Hearing Date for 2008 Liquor License Renewals: On a motion by Womack, second by Lambert, the liquor license hearing date was scheduled for Monday, December 3, 2007 at the City Council Meeting to be held at the Beresford Library at 7:30 p.m., motion carried.

Winter Hours for Rubble Site:  A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Womack, to change to the winter hours at the Rubble Site effective December 4, 2007, as follows:


Tuesdays & Thursdays 1:30 – 4:30


Saturdays 9:00 – 12:00 and 1:30 – 4:30

Motion carried.

Supplemental Budget Appropriation: Jerry and Kathy are still working on the supplemental appropriation and would like to wait on this topic until the next Council Meeting.

Combined Board of Equalization: Jerry reported that Milbank recently combined their local Board of Equalization with the county board so that residents would only meet with the combined board and not have to meet with both the city and county boards when trying to determine a fair value for their property.   All Council Members agreed that this would be a good change.  Jerry will submit a letter to Lincoln & Union Counties informing them of our request to change.  

Plat BEDCO 1st Addition: The Planning & Zoning Board recommends that the City Council approve the resolution to plat BEDCO’s 1st Addition.  A motion was made by Cotton, second by Spaans, to approve the Plat of BEDCO 1st Addition to the City of Beresford, motion carried.
