January 18, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Tuesday, January 18, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Dan Cotton, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, and Gary Lambert. 

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator.

Absent: Wayne Akland and Teresa Kaltenbach.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Cotton made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on January 3, 2011 second by Doeden, motion carried. 

Public Hearings:

Fire Dept. one-day malt beverage license hearing: Council member Lambert made the motion to approve the temporary one-day malt beverage license for the Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. located at 301 N 10th St. for January 29, 2011. Second by Doeden, all council members present voted aye, motion carried.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Beresford Police Dept: Erickson updated the Council on the current condition of the Police Departments firearms and a cost estimate to trade in 5 guns with Jack’s Uniforms in Sioux City, Iowa. Erickson made a motion to declare 5 guns surplus, Lambert seconded, motion carried. 

Mayor Fedderson asked the Public Works Committee to work on reviewing the current sewer and water rates.

Old Business

2nd Reading Ordinance 02-2011 to rezone Gambergs tracts 1 and 2: Lambert made the motion to approve Ordinance 02-2011, amending the zoning regulations from single family residential (R1) to General Business (GB) District, seconded by Cotton. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Request for property tax abatement: Erickson made the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign a tax abatement request in the amount of $530.97 for Craig Rye’s structure described as W ½ Lot 6 Bergren & Erickson Beresford City. Lambert seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.

Subsidy Draw Down Request: Erickson made the motion to approve the subsidy request from Community Outreach for Youth and Family in the amount of $5,000, seconded by Doeden. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Authorize Advertising for Electric Dept.: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist informed the Council that he had included the switch gear and box pads in the electric budget for 2011. Erickson made the motion to approve advertising for bids for switch gear and box pads, Doeden seconded. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Authorize Advertising for Summer and Seasonal Help: Lambert made the motion to approve advertising for seasonal and summer help, Cotton seconded the motion. All present council members vote aye, motion carried. 

Bridges Event Center: Zeimetz informed the Council that the lift station pump panel at the Bridges Event Center continues to have problems with moisture and condensation getting in the panel. Options to fix the problem were discussed. A flashing light at the site along with an alarm that calls the Beresford Dispatch Office has been installed. Council discussed different solutions and decided to table the decision.
