Beresford City Council

July 19, 2010

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, July 19, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach. 

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Troy Doeden & Gary Lambert.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, second by Kaltenbach, motion carried.

Minutes: Kaltenbach made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on July 6, 2010, second by Cotton, motion carried.   

Public Forum & Visitors:

Butch Reit: Mr. Reit came to the meeting to tell the Council what a great job he sees all the City Employees doing, but specifically, he commented on the Swimming Pool employees.  He stated that in the 30 years that he has lived across the street from the pool, he has never seen it run so well and feels the Swimming Pool staff should be recognized for their efforts.  He also stated that we as a City should take the time to thank the employees for jobs well done and realize that the employees are working hard at their jobs, not just collecting a paycheck.  The Council thanked Mr. Reit for his comments.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Public Works Committee – update of Street, Water, Sewer Superintendent Position: Councilman Erickson reported that 4 individuals will be interviewed this week for the Street, Water, Sewer Department Superintendent position.

Old Business

Jay Nordquist - Review Bids for 2500 KVA Transformer: Bids were received for the 2500 KVA Transformer from 5 vendors and ranged from an evaluated price of $83,911.04 to $70,071.50.  A motion to accept the evaluated price bid from RESCO in the amount of $70,071.50 was made by Cotton, second by Erickson, motion carried. All bids are on file at City Hall.
Jay also gave an update for the Street, Water & Sewer Department:

· The chip sealing was finished last Wednesday.

· Had more problems with the lime silo at the Water Plant but they repaired where needed and ordered more parts.

· Banner Engineering went through the Water Plant again and is putting the final touches on their bid.  The bid should be available for the next Council Meeting.

· No response was ever received from Oak Plains Farms regarding cleaning the lime pit so another person has been hired for that and hopes to start next week.

· There were problems with one of the fire hydrants during the carpet store fire last week that needs to be check out.

· Starting hauling dirt today to try to finish the berm at the Gun Club.  This project should be completed this week.

Bonds Available for Early Payoff: City Administrator Zeimetz reported that the electric bond and the golf course bond are not eligible for early payoff until December 2012.  He and Finance Officer Moller will continue to research other options and bond/loan payoffs.

New Business

Step Pay Increase for Aaron Jurgensen:  Police Office Aaron Jurgensen is due for his final step pay increase.  On the recommendation of Chief Christensen, a motion was made by Erickson, second by Akland, to approve the step pay increase for Aaron Jurgensen from $16.79 to $17.22/hour, motion carried.  

Declare Fire Department’s 1990 Suburban Surplus: Jerry reported that the Fire Department would like to declare the 1990 Suburban surplus in order to sell it to another South Dakota fire department at the highest offer. Council member Cotton made the motion to declare the Fire Dept. 1990 Suburban surplus, Kaltenbach seconded, motion carried.

Kathy Moller – Finance Office: Kathy reported that Elaine Johnson is now back from her maternity leave and will be taking the Council Meeting notes beginning in August.  She also thanked Beth Rasmussen for filling in for her at the meetings during her leave.

At this time Jerry Zeimetz congratulated Kathy Moller for completing the course to become a Certified Municipal Clerk.  She is now 1 of 15 Certified Municipal Clerks in South Dakota.  This was achieved over three years of classes in the subject.
