Beresford City Council

April 18, 2005
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on April 18, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Larry Bork, Merlyn Brosz, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on April 4, 2005, were approved on a motion by Spaans, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Ben Delay – Dumping Fees at Rubble Site: Ben DeLay is in the process of demolishing the trailer house next to his house on S. 3rd Street and was present to request the City waive the dumping fees since he is cleaning up an eyesore in the neighborhood.  The total fees will probably reach around $150.00.  Mayor Palmer stated that while we appreciate the work being done, we aren’t sure what has been done in the past and need to research this to make sure it is fair to all.  

On a motion by Bork, second by Von Eschen, more research will be done to see if fees have been waived in the past, and then Ben will be informed of the decision.

Unfinished Business:

Hire Baseball Coaches: On a motion by Bork, second by Womack, Teener coaches have been hired as follows:

Tom Keiser and Nick Peterson will coach the 2 younger Teeners Teams together, each being paid $1,000.00.  The remaining $500.00 in the Teeners Coach budget will be given to the Baseball Association for miscellaneous expenses.  Motion carried.  On a motion by Brosz, second by Spaans, Jason Carlson will be hired to coach the Legion Team and will be paid $1,500.00 for the season, motion carried.

Hire Summer Help in the Park: Todd Hill will not be taking the summer park job as originally planned so there is a need to hire one more.  This will be tabled until Jerry and Kelly can look over the current applications.

Request for Donation for Community Marketing Fund:  At the previous Council Meeting, Jerry discussed the meeting between the Chamber, BEDCO, City, and Ministerial Association regarding marketing of the community.  To date, BEDCO is donating $5,000.00, Bridges Committee is donating $3,900.00, Chamber $2,000.00.  Brent stated that this is intended to be an annual marketing plan, not just a one time event, and that all the money donated will be used for marketing.

The group is thinking of using the word “lifestyle” in the tag line and logo but haven’t determined yet exactly what the line will be.  Cheryl Crase was hired to help with the slogan and is currently working on it.    Hopefully the first brochure will be finished and ready to distribute by the end of May or first part of June.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Bork, approval was given to donate $5,000.00 to the community marketing campaign.  Motion carried.

Review Executive Summary from 2005 Planning Session: Jerry distributed copies of the City of Beresford – City Council 2005 Leadership – Planning – Team Building Workshop Executive Summary and asked everyone to look through it.  Copies will also be given to all City department supervisors and employees.  Pete Womack commented that many of the goals set have already been reached.
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New Business: 

Consider Video Taping of Council Meetings: Many people have requested that Council Meetings be video taped and played for the public on Beresford Cablevision Channel 8.  Mayor Palmer agrees and would like to see this implemented.  Jerry will check into pricing of video equipment and bring the information to the next Council Meeting.

Part-time Hire for Liquor Store: Two part-time liquor store employees recently resigned making the liquor store short-handed.  Dee Akland, Liquor Store Manager, requested to hire Anne Johnson on a part-time basis.  On a motion by Bork, second by Spaans, approval to hire Anne Johnson part-time at the Liquor Store at a rate of $7.00 per hour was granted, motion carried.

Resolution of Authorization to apply for Land & Water Conservation Fund Grant: If awarded, this grant would be used to construct restrooms at the new ball fields.  Funds will not be awarded until August so construction will not begin until we have received notification that we received the grant.  On a motion by Lambert, second by Spaans, authorization to apply for the grant was approved, motion carried.

RESOLUTION 2005-05

WHEREAS, the United States of America and the State of South Dakota have authorized the making of grants from the Land and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) to public bodies to aid in financing the acquisition and/or construction of specific public outdoor recreation projects:

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

1. That Jerry Zeimetz is hereby authorized to execute and file an application on behalf of the City of Beresford with the National Park Service, U.S. Department of the Interior, through the State of South Dakota, Department of Game, Fish and Parks, Division of Parks and Recreation, for an LWCF grant to aid in the financing of new restroom, concession and storage facility at the Grace V. Nelson Fields for the City of Beresford, South Dakota and its Environs.

2. That Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator is hereby directed to furnish such information as the above mentioned federal and/or state agencies may reasonably request in connection with the application, which is hereby authorized to be filed.

3. That the City of Beresford shall provide a minimum of 50% of the total cost of the project; and will assume all responsibility in the operation and maintenance of the project upon completion of construction, for the reasonable life expectancy of the facility.

4. That the City of Beresford shall dedicate for park and recreation purposes in perpetuity the real property identified in the authorized application.

Bridges Trespassing Ordinance: It has been brought to the Council’s attention that an ordinance is needed to prevent people from riding snowmobiles, ATV’s, bikes, etc. on the Bridges Golf Course, and the existing golf 
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course and parks for that matter.  This ordinance should also include no fishing or swimming in any of the ponds 

on the golf courses.  Ordinance 01-2005 An Ordinance Prohibiting the Unauthorized Entry Into and Operation of Motorized Vehicles Upon City Parks and Golf Courses was given its first reading.  

Request to Plant Flowers & Shrubs at Grace V. Nelson Memorial Ball fields: Marge Sippel contacted Mayor Palmer and requested that the GF Progressive Study Club plant flowers and shrubs at the new ball fields.  She included in her request a detailed sketching of the plan.  The group will pay for the plants but the City will provide the wood chips to use as ground cover.  All Council Members agreed that this would be a nice addition to the ball field.

Bridges Golf Course Construction Update: Jerry gave a brief construction update on the Bridges Golf Course project.  Kelly has marked 30 trees from the existing course that will be moved onto the new course.  It is possible that more trees may be moved in the fall.
