The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, December 21, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, and Rich Spaans.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Erickson, motion carried.
Minutes: Cotton made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on December 7, 2009 second by Erickson. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.   

Public Forum and Visitors:

Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission: Tom Diefendorf, representing the Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission, updated the council on the construction of two twin homes located on South 8th Street. The construction is currently delayed due to the weather, however the contractor stated that the completion date is set for March 31, 2010, and able to occupy the homes by May 1, 2010. The Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission asked the council to keep the communication open with them regarding the appointment of a board member. The council thanked Mr. Diefendorf for the update. 

Committee / Mayor Reports

Finance and Utility Committee: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist addressed the council on an electric rate increase. Mr. Nordquist also stated that he is looking to do a rate study, half of the expense would be paid for by our wholesale electric supplier, Missouri River Energy Services. The rate study takes 4 – 5 months to complete. Council member Erickson made the motion to adopt Resolution 2009-17, Akland seconded. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:

Review Ordinances requiring owner or lessee to be liable for utility charges: Finance Officer Kathy Moller, City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz and City Attorney Tom Frieberg met to discuss delinquent utility accounts. The council discussed different ideas, and decided that the subject would need more research and work on it before an ordinance could become effective. The utility committee consisting of council members Akland, Erickson and Lambert were asked to get together and discuss. The subject was tabled until the January 19, 2010 Council Meeting.

Amended Sioux Falls / Lewis & Clark Second Amendment to Amended and Restated Commitment Agreement: Council Member Cotton stated that the board met to discuss the agreement. All twenty Lewis & Clark members agreed not to shut down work on the phase 3 treatment plant to assist Sioux Falls. When all twenty members receive their water, then they will look into supplying the City of Sioux Falls with additional water. No action taken.

Safety Benefits Loss Control Survey Update: City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz stated the Electric Department, Street/Water/Sewer Department along with the Police Department are all reviewing the recommendations for each of their departments. Mr. Zeimetz stated that he is waiting on some information from the Safety Benefits people and will present it to the council at the January 4, 2010 Council Meeting. No action taken.  

New Business:

Engagement letter from East, Vander Woude, Grant and Co.: Finance Officer Kathy Moller stated that she received an engagement letter for the annual financial statements of government activities, the business type activities, and each major fund, and the aggregate remaining funds along with the management discussion and analysis statements from East, Vander Woude, Grant and Co. Mrs. Moller explained to the council the City audit procedures and answered any questions they had. Council Member Spaans approved the signing of the letter, Akland seconded. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.

Set Date for Special Council Meeting: Council Member Akland made the motion to set Wednesday, December 30, 2009 at 5:30 pm as a Special Council Meeting to pay year-end bills and authorize contingency fund transfers. Council Member Spaans seconded, all present council members voted aye, motion carried.
