The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, September 21, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton.
 
Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Erickson, motion carried.
Minutes: Cotton made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on September 8, 2009, second by Erickson, motion carried.   

Public Hearing:

Transfer of Alcoholic Beverage License from Bert’s Lounge, Inc. to Bertz Sports Bar and Grill, Inc.: Finance Officer Moller reported that the application for the liquor license transfer and the applicable fees have been received in the Finance Office and that no one has come forward with any comments against the transfer.  A motion to transfer the liquor license from Bert’s Lounge, Inc. to Bertz Sports Bar and Grill, Inc. effective October 1, 2009, was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:

Recreational Vehicle Parking Ordinance:  The draft of this ordinance was given to the Planning & Zoning Board for their review.  The Council tabled this discussion until they receive the Planning & Zoning Board’s report and/or recommendations.

2009 Budget Review – Second Reading 2010 Appropriations Ordinance: City Administrator Zeimetz reported that based on projections, the City should have a positive cash flow of approximately $46,000 after the bills are paid at the end of this year.  He also pointed out that each department made cuts in their respective 2010 budgets.  The Council discussed various ways the City can plan ahead to be able to purchase large ticket items as the needs arise, including using some of the City’s money to purchase equipment as the interest earned on that money is very low right now, with the stipulation that it must be paid back.  The Council also feels that they would like to start working on the budget process earlier in the future.  

Fiscal Year 2010 Appropriations Ordinance 01-2010 was given its second reading and adopted on a motion was made by Lambert, second by Spaans.  All councilmen present voted yes.  Motion carried.

The Council also discussed dollar amounts to be given to various subsidies in 2010:

Community Education: A motion was made by Kaltenbach, second by Akland, to give Beresford Community Education $15,000 plus an additional $5,000.00 designated specifically for scholarships for children unable to afford any of the programs, all voted aye, motion carried.  It was determined that Community Education would handle the scholarship applications, turn the applications into the City and would then be reimbursed for each scholarship.  The Council also wanted it noted that they are totally in support of Community Education and would like to continue working together to help them succeed.  

Community Outreach for Youth and Families (COYF) & Beresford Baseball Association: A motion was made by Akland, second by Kaltenbach, to give COYF a $5,000.00 subsidy and at the Beresford Baseball Association’s request, add $5,000 to the parks budget for ball field improvements, all voted aye, motion carried.

New Business:

Part-Time Hire for Event Center: Council members Kaltenbach, Erickson & Cotton recently visited with Mike Conklin at the Bridges Event Center.  Mike reported that several of the part-time employees are leaving and he would like to hire one additional part-time employee.  A motion to approve hiring Angela Saugstad part-time at the Bridges Clubhouse/Event Center at $7.25/hour was made by Erickson, second by Kaltenbach, motion carried.

Declare Surplus Property: Electric Department Superintendent Jay Nordquist was present to report that the Electric Department has 2 used 14 x 12 overhead doors and a radiant heater that came from the old recycling center that he would like to declare surplus. A motion was made by Erickson, second by Akland, to declare 2 overhead doors surplus with a value of $300.00 each and the radiant heater surplus at a value of $200, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Thank You to Sue Evenson for Serving on Library Board: Sue Evenson’s 3-year term on the Library Board has ended and the Council thanks her for her service.  A motion to approve Resolution 2009-14 thanking Sue for her service to the Library was made by Cotton, second by Erickson, motion carried.
