Beresford City Council

July 21, 2008

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

July 21, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Pete Womack, Gary Lambert, Chuck Von Eschen.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on July 7, 2008, were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Brad Antonson – Beresford Economic Development Corporation: Mr. Antonson reported that three separate development groups are interested in purchasing the property that currently holds the golf course cart shed to put multi-family housing on.  BEDCO is requesting that the City deed the property to BEDCO, they in turn would sell it to one of the groups, have the shed and concrete removed, and the proceeds from the sale would be used to construct a new cart shed near the new clubhouse.  At that point, BEDCO would deed that cart shed and land to the City.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, to giving the City approval to deed the land housing the cart shed to BEDCO, motion carried.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Public Safety & Energy Committee: The Public Safety & Energy Committee, consisting of Wayne Akland, Gary Lambert, and Dan Cotton, met with the heads of the police department, electric department and fire department.  They reported on several issues that each department has and projects they are working on.  They also reported that again, each department welcomed and appreciated their visit.

Mayor Fedderson assigned the Education & Transportation Committee to visit with their respective departments and report to the August 4th Council Meeting.  This committee consists of Chuck Von Eschen, Pete Womack, and Rich Spaans.

Elected Officials Workshop – Jim Fedderson: Mayor Fedderson also reported that he and Councilman Cotton attended the Elected Officials Workshop in Pierre recently, and that he felt it was very beneficial for both of them.

Banner Engineering reviewed all the bids and recommends that the City accept the bid from Shegrud Backhoe.  In a motion by Akland, second by Von Eschen, the low bid of $161,833.50 from Shegrud Backhoe Services was accepted, motion carried.

Fraud Policy: Jerry asked to table this topic until the next meeting so Finance Officer, Kathy Moller, could go over some of the highlights with the Council.

Community Bus Barn Update & Pay Request #1:  Pay Request #1 for the Community Bus Barn was received in the amount of $21,424.00, with the City’s share being $4,284.80.  No motion was needed for this payment.

New Business

Dog Defecation Ordinance: Jerry Zeimetz stated that the City currently does not have any ordinance in place regarding dog defecation.  Attorney Frieberg will put this in Ordinance form and bring to the next Council Meeting.

City of Beresford Insurance and Workers Compensation Package: The City’s insurance package is up for renewal on Sept. 8, 2008.  There was discussion on whether or not the City should open this up to get quotes from other insurance carriers.  A motion was made by Cotton, second by Akland, giving the City approval to review quotes from other insurance carriers for the City’s insurance and workers compensation package, motion carried.

Letter from GFWC Pleasant Study Club: Mayor Fedderson received a letter from the GFWC Pleasant Study Club requesting the City install a 3 way stop sign at the intersection of 5th & Maple Streets.  They also requested that parking lines downtown and at the new Senior Events Center be painted.  Jerry will ask Police Chief Larry Christensen to look into the issue of putting a 3 way stop in at the above-mentioned intersection.  Jerry will also talk to Street Superintendent Dan Andre about painting parking lines, in addition to painting lines along the bike trail.  There was also discussion about painting parking lines on the curbs instead of the streets since paint on the curbs will last longer.

Discussion & Information Items:

Burbach Aquatics Visit to Pool:  Jerry reported that a representative from Burbach Aquatics was here last week to do a site inspection and will have their report to the City within 6-8 weeks.  This report will contain their recommendations of how to proceed along with costs on both repairing the existing pool or building new.
