ORDINANCE 02-2008

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 03-2004 OF THE MUNICIPAL ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF BERESFORD, SOUTH DAKOTA AND REQUIRING DOG AND CAT OWNERS TO PROPERLY DISPOSE OF DEFECATION.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF BERESFORD, UNION AND LINCOLN COUNTIES, SOUTH DAKOTA:

That Ordinance No. 03-2004 of the municipal ordinances of the City of Beresford, South Dakota be amended by adding thereto a new Section to read as follows:

Defecation Disposal: No owner, keeper, caretaker or attendant of a dog or cat shall allow that animal to defecate on public or private property other than their own.  If such dog or cat does defecate upon such public or private property, the owner, keeper, caretaker or attendant must immediately clean the fecal material from such property.  Any violation of this Section shall be punishable by a fine of no more than $100.00.  Each failure to comply with this Section shall be deemed a separate offense.

New Business

Ordinance to Establish Rural and Urban Districts Within the City of Beresford: Attorney Tom Frieberg has been working with the Thompson brothers to annex the land for the new Casey’s store and asked them about annexing the rest of the farm also.  They are interested in doing this provided a rural service district can be set up.  The first reading of proposed Ordinance #2008-03, An Ordinance to Establish Urban and Rural Service Districts was held.

Request from Booster Club to Shoot Fireworks after the Homecoming Football Game, Sept. 26th: A motion to allow the Beresford Booster Club to shoot fireworks after the Homecoming football game was made by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried. 
Resolution for East Street Water Improvement Reserve Account: As part of the requirements for the East Street Water Main grant, the City is required to have a water reserve account set up by Resolution.  A motion to adopt Resolution 2008-16 was made by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.

WATER REPAIR & REPLACEMENT RESERVE RUND

WHEREAS, the City of Beresford, South Dakota, is a recipient of a Consolidated Water Facilities Construction program grant from the State of South Dakota, Department of Environment and Natural Resources:

WHEREAS, The City of Beresford must establish a reserve fund within the water utility fund for future repair and replacement of water utility infrastructure;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that a reserve fund called the Water Repair & Replacement Reserve Fund be established within the water utility fund as an interest bearing account for the purpose of providing sufficient funds to purchase and install equipment, accessories and appurtenances necessary to maintain the capacity and performance for which the facility was designed and constructed.
