The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, December 15, 2008 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans, Pete Womack.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Minutes: On a motion by Lambert, second by Spaans, the December 1, 2008 minutes were approved, motion carried.

Public Forum and Visitors:

Lewis and Clark Representatives: Dan Zulkosky and Troy Larson from Lewis & Clark Regional Water System were present to update the council on the construction status and the timeline for Beresford to receive the water. They presented an official letter to the Mayor requesting permission to place communication devices on the water tower. The Council thanked Dan and Troy for all of their hard work. 

Dept. Head Reports:

Mike Conklin – Bridges At Beresford: Mike discussed with the council the 2009 budget and future goals for the Clubhouse/Event Center. He mentioned advertising and memberships ideas. No action was taken.  
Committee Reports:

Alan Austin – Emergency Management: Alan informed the council on projects he has been doing to stay on top of any emergency needs that the City of Beresford may have. He stated that he keeps in contact with both Lincoln and Union County Emergency Managers. 

Beresford Municipal Telephone Company: The committee consisting of Council Member Lambert, Akland and Spaans recently met with Telephone Superintendent Todd Hansen. Lambert commented that the telephone office is looking to redesign the network, and the fiber ring investment from last fall has paid off profusely. Todd has been working very hard on investment opportunities.     

Finance & Utility Committee: Council Member Lambert and Akland met on December 5, 2008 with Finance Officer Moller and City Administrator Zeimetz to review the enterprise funds for the 2009 budget and current rates for water and sewer. No action was taken.
