Beresford City Council

September 19, 2005
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on September 19, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Pete Womack.

Members absent: Rich Spaans, Gary Lambert.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Womack, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on September 6, 2005, were approved on a motion by Cotton, second by Womack, motion carried.

Department Head Reports: 

Kelly Knutson – Golf Course & Parks Update: Kelly reported that the pool and bathhouse have been cleaned out and winterized.  The park restrooms have also been closed for the winter.  There are still piles of ag lime on the ball fields that needs to be smoothed out and should be finished this week.  Golf Course update: work in continuing on the driving range.  Tee boxes have been laser leveled.  Water for sprinkler system will be turned on this week; Kelly has dug out 17 sprinkler heads from the existing course to use on the new course.  There will be an extra row of irrigation on hole #2 because it is so wide.  The greens are coming in pretty good but there are a few bare spots due to the heat & wind.  Next week Kelly will be going from hole to hole to seed in all bare spots.  The roughs have been seeded with Fescue (no rye grass) and needs 25-30 days of ideal conditions to sprout.  The rain last weekend has really helped that.  Kelly emphasized to the Council that the course will not be “perfect” the first year – it takes time and ideal conditions.  He also reported that the weeds that are seen in clumps on the course are serving a purpose – they shade the seedlings while growing, hold moisture in the ground, and when mowed, they will serve as mulch.  Plans to add on to the maintenance shed are still in the works and should get done yet this fall.  

Kelly has been testing a sand rake that can be used for the sand traps, the ball fields, and the sandy playground areas in the park.  The new course will have 19 sand traps approximately 100 – 200 ft. long vs. 2 traps on the old course and it would take one employee all day just to rake them out each day.  This rake will cut that down to just a couple hours.  This is a used piece of equipment with warranty selling for $10.487.00, and can be purchased with money that was set aside from the lot sales for this purpose.  Approval to purchase the sand rake was given on a motion by Womack, second by Akland, motion carried.

On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, approval was given to accept the insurance package quote from Jensen Insurance and the workman’s comp quote from SDPAA, motion carried.

Consider 2nd Reading Fiscal Year 2006 Appropriations Ordinance: Jerry stated that this will be completed by Friday and will be sent to the Council Members then.  He is still working with department heads on revenue projections.  There will be a special City Council Meeting held on Wednesday, Sept. 28 at 5:30 to review the 

Appropriations Ordinance.  At that time the Council will also discuss increasing the Community Education donation.  Councilman Womack will try to get more specifics on what the increase in donation funds would be used for.

Water Heater Rebate Program: Jerry brought a copy of Vermillion’s rebate program.  Tom Frieberg will draw up a new ordinance and it will be discussed at the next Council Meeting.  

Nuisance Properties: Tom Frieberg will be sending letters to owners of 9 properties that have been declared nuisance properties.  The letter will state that if the property owner does not comply with the terms of the letter, the city will take legal action.  Those letters should be sent out by Friday of this week.  

13th Street concerns from last meeting: Speeding: The Police Dept. has been heavily patrolling 13th Street and have ticketed several people for speeding.  After doing some research, it was found that state ordinance prohibits stop signs from being used for speed control.  Also, both intersections at 13th & Maple and 13th & 298th are not classified as dangerous intersections so they don’t require stop signs.    Sewer Drains: The reason the sewers are 8” wide is so debris can wash down the drains after a rain.  If we put a grate on them, they will continually clog and water will be backed up on the street.   Since this topic was brought up, the Council has looked at sewer drains in other cities, such as Sioux Falls, and found they are identical to ours, with no grate over the opening.  Jerry will contact Beth & Clint Ellis to let them know of the decisions to make no changes on 13th Street regarding stop signs or sewer drain grates.

Cost Estimates for new Community Center/Clubhouse: Jerry received an estimate for construction of the new Community Center/Clubhouse from RS Architects.  The estimate they gave us for the 9,200 square foot building is $1,150,000.00, which does not include final landscaping, engineering fees, architects fee.  Jerry and Toby from SECOG will be working on grant applications.

New Business: 

Appointment to BEDCO to replace Wayne Semmler: As Wayne Semmler has moved and resigned from the BEDCO Board, Mayor Palmer recommends Scott Kruse to replace him, and Scott has agreed to the appointment.  On a motion by Womack, second by Von Eschen, approval to appoint Scott Kruse to the BEDCO Board of Directors was given, motion carried.

Cut in EDA Funding to SECOG:  Jerry received notice from Lynne Keller of SECOG that the Economic Development Administration (EDA) is in the process of implementing rule changes that will negatively impact the planning districts’ ability to provide services to their members.  She has requested that members submit written comments expressing strong opposition to the proposed rule changes.   A motion to draft the letter requesting that funds not be cut was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland, motion carried.

Part-time hire for Liquor Store: Dee Akland has requested to hire another part-time employee.  She recommends Amber Crisher.  Approval to hire Amber Crisher for part-time employment at the Liquor Store was given on a motion by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.  It was stated that all new employees should undergo a background check by the Police Chief. 

School Fingerprinting: Mayor Palmer was approached with the request that the City waive the $10.00 fee it charges to the School for fingerprinting.  Whenever the school hires a new employee, that person must be fingerprinted by the Police Department.   On a motion by Akland, second by Cotton, the City will waive the fee to the Beresford School System to fingerprint new employees, motion carried.

Safety Compliance Group Contract with MMUA:  MMUA has sent a contract renewal for monthly safety meetings for City employees.  The yearly cost is $8,439.87, which is divided among all the departments.  This contract also helps lower our workman’s compensation insurance costs.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, approval was given for the Mayor to sign the contract, motion carried.

Free Dumping of Yard Waste Sept. 27 – Nov. 19: Jerry will be placing an ad in the paper stating that the Beresford Rubble Site will accept yard waste at no charge from Sept. 27 through Nov. 19th.  
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Beresford Area Foundation Annual Meeting: The Beresford Area Foundation Annual Meeting will be held on Friday, Sept. 30th at the Public Library, and all Council Members are invited.

HRC Apartments: The Housing & Redevelopment Commission reports that they have 40+ people on their waiting list for apartments.  They are discussing building a new 12-16 unit apartment complex and are looking at the area that is currently holes 8 & 9 on the existing golf course.  The apartments would face the ball field.  Jerry will let them know what the land price would be and what road improvements need to be made.

Building Permits Update:  Jerry reported that Beresford is having another banner year with 82 building permits issued year-to-date that total $4.8 million.  This includes 14 new homes with several more still in the planning stages.  Showplace Wood Products is adding an 11,500 square foot addition to their building this year, and Al Zweifel is adding 13,500 square feet to Starlite Plaza.

Lewis & Clark Report: Councilman Cotton distributed a report from Lewis & Clark entitled: Reasons Why Amended and Restated Commitment Agreement with Each Member is Good for Lewis & Clark and Good for Each Member.  This report noted the latest changes in the project, the biggest change being that the City will now longer be billed for 800,000 gallons of water, but will be billed for just what is used.  The water will belong to Lewis & Clark until it goes through our meter.  Any questions on this may be directed to Dan Cotton.

Approval of Travel Requests: A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland, to approve the following travel requests.  Motion carried.
