Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.
Minutes: Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on December 21, 2009 second by Erickson. All present council members voted aye, motion carried. Cotton made the motion to approve the minutes from the special meeting held on December 30, 2009 second by Spaans. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.   

Committee / Mayor Reports

Resignation Letter: City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz stated that he received a resignation letter from Housing Redevelopment Commission member Larry Bork. The council was asked to look for an individual to fill his term to November 2012. The council thanked Larry Bork for his service. 

Unfinished Business:

Missouri River Energy Services (MRES) electric rate study proposal: Missouri River Energy Services sent a proposal to complete a rate study for Beresford Municipal Electric.The study costs $11,000.00; MRES and the City of Beresford will each pay $5,500 for the study. Council member Lambert made the motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement, Cotton second the motion. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.   

New Business:

Declare legal newspaper and official depositories for 2010, and assign Election date: A motion was made by Erickson, second by Akland, to declare the Beresford Republic as the legal newspaper for the City of Beresford for 2010. All council members present voted aye, motion carried. A motion was made by Spaans, second by Cotton to declare First Savings Bank, Bank 360, Wells Fargo and SD FIT as the 2010 depositories of city funds. All council members present voted aye, motion carried. Council member Lambert, made the motion to set April 13, 2010 for the election date, Akland second. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.

Request for 2010 subsidy draw down from Beresford Community Education Board: Beresford Community Education Director, Brent Palmer sent a letter requesting the draw down monetary subsidy. Council member Akland made the motion to approve the $15,000.00 subsidy for FY2010. Spaans second the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Gas Quotes: One gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes. A motion was made by Erickson to accept the bid, second by Lambert. All council members present voted aye, motion carried.
Set hearing for 1-day malt beverage license: The Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept is requesting a 1-day malt beverage license for January 30, 2010. Council member Cotton made the motion to authorize advertising for a hearing to be held at the City Council meeting on January 19, 2010 at 7:30 p.m., Lambert seconded the motion, all present council members voted aye, motion carried.
