Beresford City Council

April 6, 2009

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, April 6, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans, Pete Womack, Teresa Kaltenbach.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Womack, motion carried.

Minutes: Cotton made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on March 16, 2009, second by Akland, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Community Education – request subsidy draw down: Community Education Director, Brent Palmer, was unable to attend the meeting.  However, he did request an additional draw down from the 2009 subsidy.  The motion that was made from the January 5, 2009 Council Meeting was read as follows:

A request from the Beresford Parks, Recreation and Community Education 

Board asking for the $30,000 subsidy was reviewed.  After some discussion 

Cotton made a motion to donate $10,000 now and $10,000 once P.R.C.E 

raises matching funds. Cotton stated that 2 members of the Community 

Education board support the subsidy split. Council member Akland seconded 

the motion. The following council members voted aye, Akland, Cotton, 

Kaltenbach, Lambert and Spaans. Voting nay, Womack. Motion carried.  

P.R.C.E. has currently raised $15,000.00 matching funds.  Dan Cotton made a motion to approve the $10,000 draw down request and review this again when Community Education requests the final $10,000, second by Spaans.  After discussion, Spaans made an amended motion that Community Education must raise an additional $5,000 before the third $10,000 draw down request is considered, second by Womack.  The first motion was approved as amended, both motions carried.
Dept. Head Reports:

Kelly Knutson – Swimming Pool Hires: Kelly first made a correction to wages that he stated at the last Council Meeting: Tyler Lewison should be $9.00/hour and Bill Muller should be $7.75 per hour.

Kelly recommended the following hires for the swimming pool: Brooke Bonte, Manager, $10.25/hour.  

Returning lifeguards: Sara Carlson $7.50/hr., Stephanie Carnes $7.25/hr., Sam Hansen $7.25/hr, Tony Jensen $7.25/hr., Nicole Kruse $7.50/hr., Zach Orr $7.25/hr., Emily Palmer $7.25/hr.  New lifeguards will be paid $7.00/hr. until the minimum wage rate changes on 7/24/09, at which time they will be paid $7.25/hr: Brooke Adams, Kyle DeLay, Dan Frieberg, Jenna Frink, Collin Peterson, Samantha Zoss.  A motion to approve the above listed swimming pool hires and wages was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Kelly also reported that the drain guard should be installed in the pool prior to the opening day.

Larry Christensen – Police Department: Larry requested promoting Dave Steckelberg to the Police Sergeant position now that Sergeant Savey has retired.  A motion was made by Womack, second by Lambert, to promote Officer Steckelberg to Sergeant and increase his pay to $18.40/hour, motion carried.

Chief Christensen also reported that the police Tahoe has needed several repairs recently and the total is getting near $5,000.  He is wondering if he should continue to get the repairs or if he should look into a new vehicle for the Police Department.  A new vehicle has not been budgeted for this year so the Council said the police department should continue to use and fix the Tahoe until next year when the issue of a new vehicle can be revisited and put into the budget.  

Mike Conklin – Bridges Event Center fee changes: Mike Conklin was present to discuss various fee changes for the Event Center:

· Kitchen/caterer fee from $25 to $75 for weddings & large groups over 150 people

· Room rent for weddings from $400 to $450

· Linen fee from $.75 to $1.00 per person

· Tablecloth only rental from $3.00/table to $4.00/table

· Keep kitchen rental/catering fee at $25 for small groups (up to 150 people) with a $15 additional charge for use of coffee pots

· Projector rental fee of $25

· 16 gallon keg from $200 to $225

· Eliminate $2.00/place setting fee

These changes will take effect with any new bookings.  The events that are currently booked will not be affected by these changes.

A motion to approve the above-listed fee changes was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Mike also requested hiring Jan Antonson just as a fill-in when Dave & Marsha Nelson are not available for cleaning at the Bridges.  Motion to approve hiring Jan Antonson for fill-in custodial duties at $10.00/hour was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Kathy Moller: Finance Officer Moller clarified the wages and hours for Larry Pravecek, meter reader.  She informed the Council that Quam & Berglin will be starting the annual audit on June 16th and will be at City Hall all that week.  For the first time, the City will now be required to pay unemployment taxes, however, each quarter the amount will be reduced.  She also requested to close City Hall at noon on Good Friday as was done last year, with employees using personal leave or vacation for the time off – no holiday pay will issued.  A motion to close City Hall at noon on Good Friday was made by Womack, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:

Consider Full-Time Hire for Golf Course: Bridges Clubhouse Manager Mike Conklin reported that four interviews for the position of Assistant Clubhouse Manager were held.  The committee, consisting of Jim Fedderson, Teresa Kaltenbach, and Dan Cotton, along with Mike Conklin, conducted the interviews and recommend hiring Esther Zoss for this position.  The position will pay $12.00 for 40 hours a week, no overtime, and will be reviewed at the end of the golf season to determine if it will become a permanent position.  A motion to approve hiring Esther Zoss at $12.00/hour for the Assistant Clubhouse Manager, with the condition that the position will be evaluated at the end of the golf season to determine if it will become permanent, was made by Akland, second by Kaltenbach, motion carried.

Consider Bids for Ciena Equipment: Todd Hansen discussed the request for bids for the Ciena/Fujitsu equipment that will upgrade the SDN ring that runs throughout South Dakota.  The City Council was advised that there were no bids received for the Ciena equipment.  Pursuant to SDCL 5-18-9.4, it was verified in writing that SDN is the sole source of the equipment, which must be compatible with SDN’s fiber ring to be utilized as part of the ring.  On behalf of the City of Beresford, SDN negotiated a very favorable price from the manufacturer of the equipment.  Written verification that SDN is the only source is being placed in the bid file.  Upon motion made by Akland, second by Spaans, the Council unanimously approved the purchase of the Ciena/Fijitsu equipment from the sole available supplier, SDN.

Kathy Moller - Investment Policy: Finance Officer Moller presented an Investment and Deposit Policy for the City of Beresford, that was adapted from the SD Municipal League.  She also asked the Council for more input on where they would like to invest.  A motion to adopt the proposed Investment & Deposit Policy was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

New Business:
Appoint Representative to Sioux Valley Regional Railroad Authority: Each year the Council appoints a representative to the Sioux Valley Regional Railroad Authority.  Beresford’s current representative is Brad McCoy.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Cotton, to appoint Brad McCoy again as the Sioux Valley Regional Railroad Authority representative, motion carried.

Gas Quotes: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes. A motion was made by Womack to accept the bid, second by Spaans. All council members present voted aye, motion carried.

Summer Hours at Rubble Site: A motion to change to summer hours at the Rubble Site, effective

Discussion & Information items:

Safe Trails Grant: City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz met recently with Kevin Nelson, Elementary School Principal, to review the Safe Route to Schools grant application.   After reviewing the information, they feel that there is not enough time to get all the required information together since the deadline is April 8th.  Both Kevin & Jerry feel that at least 6 months is needed to gather information, set up committees, contact various entities, etc. in order to submit the application.  They will submit an application at the next opportunity.

2008 Excellent Operation and Maintenance Award for Beresford Wastewater Treatment Facility: Jerry Zeimetz announced that the City of Beresford has been awarded the 2008 Excellent Operation and Maintenance Award for the wastewater treatment facilities.  The Council noted that the Street/Water/Sewer Department do a great job maintaining the water treatment plant and also do a great job with the record-keeping required for the plant.  Congratulations to the Street/Water/Sewer Department!

Landscaping Project South of Library: Jerry reported that Jane Norling is working with Linda Farley on some landscaping ideas for the area next to the Library.  The proposed plan contains shrubs, tables and lighting.  The estimated cost is $5,000.00.  Jane is working on getting donations and would also like to use $2,500 from the Library’s budget.  Linda Farley is donating her time on this and getting the plants for us at cost.  A long-term maintenance plan also needs to be developed for upkeep of the area.  

Cameron Voegeli – Class 1 Certificated Stabilization Operator: Cameron Voegeli has passed his class on Stabilization Pond Operator and is now fully certified. Congratulations to Cameron on this achievement!

Mosquito Control Grant: The State of South Dakota does have some funding for mosquito grants available this year, however, we budgeted $5,000 because it was originally thought there wouldn’t be any funds available.  The chemicals have already been purchased for this year, but we will apply for the grant and any chemical not used in 2009 will be saved to use in 2010.  Jerry stated that we anticipate using more chemical this year because of the 125th celebration.
