Public Forum & Visitors:

Daniels Construction Representatives – update on Community Center/Clubhouse Project:

Jim Daniels of Daniels Construction reported that all the 14’ walls are up and they are currently working on the 12’ walls.  He stated that they are aware of the May 1st deadline and said they are doing their best to keep on schedule.  They had four big projects come up at once which put them behind right away.  Jerry Zeimetz told Mr. Daniels that the first booking for the Community Center is June 15 and we intend to keep that date.  He stated that things haven’t been done when they where scheduled to be done and people notice this and are asking questions.  Mr. Daniels responded that there are many things that need to happen before they can even get started and if any of those fall behind it affects the entire project.  He said that they will make every possible effort to make the May 1st deadline, but emphasized that a lot depends on the weather and no one knows what the weather will do January through March.  There is a crew here now that will be staying until the project is done and will be working overtime if necessary to complete it.
