Beresford City Council

July 6, 2009

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, July 6, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Cotton made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on June 15, 2009, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Beresford HRC – New Twin Homes: Tom Diefendorf and Sheridan Swee were present on behalf of Beresford Housing Redevelopment Corporation to discuss their plans to construct two new twin homes south of the existing twin homes on 8th Street, facing west.  They also said that they are no longer planning to sell the north units.  They currently have 30 people on the waiting list for these homes.  They have considered purchasing existing buildings in town and refurbishing them, but this land is paid for and the infrastructure is already in place so it makes sense to put up new homes in this location for now.  The board came to this meeting to get the Council’s blessing on this project.  In the past, the City guaranteed 25% of the construction costs.  When the HRC begins working on the financing portion of this project, the City will issue a resolution guaranteeing 25%.  The City Council members were all in agreement that HRC should move forward with this project.

Banner Engineering – Steve Ramos, Jim Hagedorn & Pat Carey – GIS Information, and Engineering Contract for Bike Trail Construction: The City has received a grant from the D.O.T. in the amount of $192,000 for the continuation of the bike trail from the Methodist Church corner East along 298th Street then North thru the Bridges Phase II housing area and will end up on the East side of the High School terminating at Maple Street.  The total length of the path is estimated at 4900 feet.  The grant does not cover engineering services that will be done by Banner Engineering.  A motion to approve the Professional Services Agreement from Banner Engineering in the amount of $22,000.00 for construction of the bike trail was made in a motion by Erickson, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Steve Ramos then spoke on the G.I.S. (Geographic Information Systems) from Banner.  This is a collection of comprehensive hardware and software, including electronic maps & databases.  It could be used for all departments in the city as a tool to analyze & manage data.  The cost of the program varies widely, depending on how much information Banner puts in the system or if the City does the work.

DGR Engineering – Proposed Beresford/Vermillion Joint Transmission Line: Dennis Hafelhoff of DGR Engineering was present to discuss the proposed Beresford/Vermillion joint transmission line.  Vermillion’s deadline is 12/31/10 for their portion of the project to be completed.  If Beresford is going to build a line, the preliminary work needs to start in the next week or two.  The Council Members feel that they should wait and find out the outcome of MRES’ project, as that will affect how to proceed with the Beresford/Vermillion line.  Jerry & Tom Frieberg will set up a meeting with some of the Vermillion Council Members to discuss the details in the next week so a decision can be made at the next Council Meeting.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Education & Transportation Committee: No report – will report at next meeting. 

Unfinished Business:

2nd Reading Ordinance 03-2009 – An Ordinance to Make Provision with Respect to the Aggregation of Demand Response on Behalf of Retail Customers in the City of Beresford: The second reading for Ordinance 03-2009 was given in a motion by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.

New Business:

Gas Quotes: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes.  A motion was made by Lambert to accept the bid, second by Erickson. All council members present voted aye, motion carried.

City Council Representative on Community Education Board: Mayor Fedderson recommended Council Member Tom Erickson as the City Council Rep on the Com Ed Board.  A motion to approve Tom Erickson as the City Council Representative on the Community Education Board, was made by Cotton, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Request for Draw Down from Community Education: The stipulation for Community Education to receive a $10,000 draw down was that they raise an additional $5,000.  The Council does not feel that the financial report they received has enough information to show that $5,000 has been raised, and would like a more in-depth report before the draw down is granted.   A motion to hold off on paying the $10,000 to Community Education until a more complete accounting statement is received was made by Erickson, second by Cotton, all council members voted in favor.

Letter from Lewis & Clark Regional Water System Regarding Inflation Indexing: The City received a letter from Lewis & Clark about the inflation indexing affecting the payments due.  The Council had previously decided to wait to make payment until the final true-up and did not change that decision.  Jerry will send them a letter to that effect.

Representative & Alternate to SD Municipal Power Agency: Mayor Fedderson recommended Jay Nordquist as the City’s representative and Dan Cotton as the alternate to the SD Municipal Power Agency.  A motion to adopt Resolution #2009-10 appointing Jay Nordquist as representative and Dan Cotton as alternate to the SDMPA was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

DESIGNATION OF AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATION

WHEREAS, the governing body of the City of Beresford, South Dakota has entered into an agreement to establish the South Dakota Municipal Power Agency (SDMPA) and as a member thereof is entitled to a representative who shall represent the Municipal Utility in the business of SDMPA.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Jay Nordquist be and is hereby authorized and appointed as the representative of the City of Beresford, South Dakota, to represent the Municipal Utility in the business of SDMPA, with the powers, duties and responsibilities as proved in said agreement.  The alternate representative, Dan Cotton, is hereby authorized and appointed with equal powers.
