Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Erickson, motion carried.

2-Day Temporary Malt Beverage License – Beresford Volunteer Fire Department: A motion to approve the 2-day malt beverage license for the Beresford Fire Department to be used June 18 & 19, 2010 was made in a motion by Cotton, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Department Head Reports:
Electric Department – Jay Nordquist:


· Jay spoke with Banner Engineering regarding the Lime Feeder at the Water Treatment Plant.  Banner is hoping to get prices for the machine by the next Council Meeting.

· Lime Pit – Oak Plains has not returned the contract yet and Jay has been unable to reach him by phone.  The Council suggested getting someone else next year to haul away the lime from the pit.

· Working with Michaels Fence on new fencing at the ballfield and repairing the fence at the landfill that was damaged by snow.  Jay should have cost estimates this week

· Would like to hire the part-time employee for the Electric Department – he will work for 1,040 hours (6 months).

· Three applications were received for the Rubble Site Attendant.  Jay recommends hiring Tom Cotton for this position.

· Delinquent accounts disconnects were done on Friday, June 4th.  After discussion, the Council recommends that disconnects be done earlier in the week.  Jay said they will make every effort to do the disconnects on Wednesdays & Thursdays.

A motion to approve hiring Andrew Eiden for 1,040 hours at the Electric Department at $15.00/hour was made by Erickson, second by Cotton, motion carried.

A motion to approve hiring Tom Cotton as Rubble Site Attendant at $10.00/hour was made in a motion by Doeden, second by Erickson, motion carried.  Councilman Dan Cotton abstained from the vote.

Park Department – Kelly Knutson: 

· LWCF Grant: Kelly would like to apply for the Land & Water Conservation Fund grant, which is a matching grant anywhere from $10,000 to $50,000.  Before applying, he wanted to see if the matching funds from the City would be available if we are awarded the grant.  If the grant were received, it would be used to construct a playground facility at the north ball field.   There is a 2-3 year time frame for using the money, so it could be put into next year’s budget.  The Council feels that there is definitely a need for a playground in that area and recommend applying for the grant.  A resolution for this will be voted on at the next Council Meeting.

· The pool is now open, the needed repairs have been made.

· The Police Department is now locking the bathroom doors in the evenings so it has cut down on vandalism in the park bathrooms.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Education & Transportation Committee: Councilman Akland met with Brian Field and discussed different areas of Community Education as it relates to the school and the city.  They discussed all three of the boards – Community Education Board, School Board and City Council, have a joint meeting to discuss all the options.  Wayne will try to set up a meeting with the Council and the 2 boards for June 21st.

Mayor Fedderson assigned the Public Works Committee to meet with their departments and report at the next Council Meeting.

New Business

Street Closure Request for Wheels & Squeal Event: 

The Wheels & Squeals committee is asking for closure of several downtown streets beginning at 7:00 p.m. on June 17th and continued through the community dinner on June 20th.  Third Street from City Hall to Ace Hardware will be closed June 17-20, and 3rd Street down to the Library and Main Street from the Post Office to the Liquor Store will be closed on Saturday..  If needed, more streets may be closed during the event.  Approval to close the necessary streets for the Wheels & Squeals event June 17-20 was given in a motion by Erickson, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Gas Quotes: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes.  A motion was made by Lambert to accept the bid, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Authorize Advertising for Street Lighting Project: As part of the Energy Conservation Grant that the City received earlier this year, 180 of the street light heads will be replaced with those that put out the same amount of light but use less than ½ of the electricity.  Approval to advertise for bids for new street light heads was given in a motion by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Fireworks Contract for July 4th: Approval for the mayor to sign the contract with Premier Pyrotechnics for the July 4th fireworks display in the amount of $2,700.00 was given in a motion by Erickson, second by Akland, motion carried.

Lease Agreement with Post Office for Storm Shelter: The City has a 5-year lease with the Post Office to use their basement as a storm shelter during severe weather, at a cost of $175.00 (for 5 years).  A motion giving the mayor approval to renew the lease with the Post Office to use their basement as a storm shelter at a cost of $175.00 was made by Erickson, second by Akland, motion carried.
