December 6, 2010

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, December 6, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Dan Cotton, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, and Gary Lambert. 

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on November 15, 2010 second by Doeden, motion carried.

Annual Meeting – Beresford Economic Development Corporation Members: At 7:33 pm the council recessed for the Beresford Economic Development Corporation annual meeting.

Dept. Head Reports

Electric Dept. S-1 Rates 2011: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist passed out a spreadsheet explaining the electric rate tiers with Missouri River Energy Services and a projected cost for 2011. Cotton made the motion not to increase electric rates for 2011 but to review each quarter. Erickson seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye; motion carried.  
Committee / Mayor Reports

Public Safety and Energy Committee: Erickson updated the Council on his review of the Police Policy Manual. He suggested hiring a company that works on these types of policies. Erickson also stated that the Chief of Police Larry Christensen is working on a grant for some security equipment. The Council also discussed the handguns, ammunition, and bulletproof vests. No action taken

Comm Ed Update: Due to Kaltenbach being absent the update was tabled to the December 20, 2010 Council Meeting.

Thank-you’s: Mayor Fedderson read two Thank-you’s to the council from the family of Joyce Peterson and The Community Thanksgiving Dinner Committee.

Second Reading Ordinance 03-2010:  An ordinance to allow off-sale wine and liquor sales on Sunday’s was given its second reading and adopted on a motion by Erickson, seconded by Doeden, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

New Business

Gas Quote: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes.  A motion was made by Lambert to accept the bid, second by Cotton, motion carried.
Lewis and Clark Regional Water: The City received a request from the Lewis and Clark Regional Water System asking for a reduced water rate in order to flush the new water line. They are requesting to purchase approximately 1.8 million gallons of water. Lambert made the motion to offer a reduced rate of $3.10/1000 gallons. Erickson seconded the motion, all present council members vote aye, motion carried. 

Abatement Request: Lambert made the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign a tax abatement request from Beresford Baptist Church in the amount of $675.42 for the property described as lots 1 thru 7 block 6 original Beresford City, less lots A B & C. Doeden seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.
Second Chance Rescue Center: A contract with Second Chance Rescue Center was discussed. The Council would like to get some information from the Sioux Falls Humane Society also. The Council decided to table a decision until more information could be obtained. 

Engagement Letter from East, Vander Woude, Grant & Co. for annual report: Finance Officer Moller stated that she received an engagement letter from East, Vander Woude, Grant & Co. to prepare the annual report for year ending December 31, 2010. Erickson made the motion authorizing the Finance Officer to sign the engagement letter and hire East, Vander Woude, Grant & Co. to prepare the 2010 annual report. Lambert seconded. All present Council Members vote aye; motion carried.
