The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, October 19, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton.
 
Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
 
Absent: Teresa Kaltenbach.
 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Erickson, motion carried.
Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the Minutes from the meeting held on October 5, 2009, second by Spaans, motion carried.   

Mayor Reports: Mayor Fedderson said that it looks like the H1N1 flu vaccine is in short supply already.  He will be going to a meeting on the subject in Vermillion later this week and will report on it at the next Council Meeting.

Unfinished Business:

Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission: The HRC Board was present to again discuss building the two twin homes.  They are also asking the Council to approve the 2009 Housing Plan, the Bond Purchase Agreement, and the Debt Service Agreement.  Councilman Erickson researched the situation and stated that the HRC does have to comply with the SD bidding laws by accepting the lowest responsible bid.  The board felt that there was some question regarding the quality of work done by some of the low bidder’s sub-contractors.  After meeting with the low bidder, Distinctive Homes, the HRC board was guaranteed that they would be on the job site throughout the entire project.  It was also noted that insulation was not included in the original bid that was accepted but that the contractor will add the insulation at their cost.  After lengthy discussion on this matter, the Council feels that Distinctive Homes is the lowest responsible bid and should be awarded the bid for the new twin homes.  A motion was made by Erickson, second by Lambert, to approve Resolution #2009-12, Resolution Giving Approval to the Housing and Redevelopment Commission Housing Plan for the City of Beresford, all members voted aye, motion carried.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland, to approve the HRC Debt Service Agreement in the amount of $325,000; all members voted aye, motion carried.  Councilman Erickson made a motion to approve Resolution #2009-15, Resolution Giving Preliminary Approval to the Issuance of Revenue Bonds by the City of Beresford Housing and Redevelopment Commission for the Housing Project, second by Lambert, all members voted aye, motion carried.

Review Event Center Full-Time Position – Mike Conklin & Esther Zoss: Mike Conklin and Esther Zoss were present to discuss making Esther’s position as Assistant Clubhouse Manager a permanent position.  When she was originally hired for this job in April 2009, it was stated that there would be a review at the end of the golf season to see if it would be feasible to continue.  Mike & Esther presented several financial reports showing that revenue did increase in large part due to the addition of this position.  The Council thanked them for their report and feel that they are moving in the right direction.  A motion to make the Assistant Clubhouse Manager position permanent was made by Lambert, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Recreational Vehicle Parking Ordinance – 1st Reading: Jerry brought the proposed ordinance to the Planning & Zoning meeting and reported that the board had very little input on this.  They have not had any contact with any residents either in favor or opposition to the Ordinance.  Some of the Council Members are concerned about the number of new complaints this might generate.  Attorney Frieberg will narrow the Ordinance down and bring it to the next meeting.  No first reading was held.

Burbach Aquatics Invoice: Mayor Fedderson, Jerry Zeimetz & Kathy Moller spent two hours meeting with Dave Burbach regarding the invoice the City received from Burbach Aquatics.  They were concerned over the billing for “computer time” in the amount of $3,927.50.  At the end of this meeting, Mr. Burbach agreed to reduce that charge to $1,000.  A motion to approve payment of the Burbach Aquatics invoice in the amount of $3,769.43 (reduced from $6,989.68) was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

New Business:

Authorize Advertising and Set Hearing Date for Casey’s Malt Beverage License Transfer to New Location:  A motion to authorize advertising and set the hearing date of November 2, 2009, for transfer of Casey’s malt beverage license from 803 W. Cedar to 910 W. Cedar was made by Spaans, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Probation Review and Step Increase: Police Officer Mike Schurch is due for his six-month step increase and to be taken off probation effective October 20, 2009.  Chief Christensen was unable to attend the meeting but sent a letter stating that Officer Schurch is a great asset to the department and feels he has earned this increase.  A motion to increase Officer Schurch’s pay from $13.38/hour to $13.79/hour was made by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Rubble Site Winter Hours & Staffing Levels: Jerry Zeimetz reported that during the winter months the number of people coming to the Landfill averages 2-3 per day during the week.  The question has been raised as to whether the Landfill hours should be reduced further in the winter months.  There was discussion of possibly just opening the Landfill all day on Saturdays, and also adding one weekday afternoon.  Jerry will discuss this with the Landfill Attendant and report back at the next Council Meeting.

Appointment to Lincoln County Economic Development Board: Dan Cotton’s 3-year term on the Lincoln County Economic Development Board is up in December.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Erickson, nominating Dan Cotton again to a 3-year term on the Lincoln County Economic Development Board, motion carried.  There is no term limit for this board.

Discussion & Information Items:

Letter from Beresford Area Radio Flyers: The Beresford Area Radio Flyers sent a letter of appreciation and thanks to the City for all their work in maintaining the Beresford Flying Field.

City Land Transfers – Dan Cotton: Councilman Cotton has been approached by several Beresford residents regarding the transfer of City property to the Beresford Economic Development Corporation.  They would like to see something published when these transfers occur.  Any transfer of City owned property has to be done at a City Council Meeting with approval of the Council.
