Beresford City Council

August 4, 2008

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

August 4, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson, presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Gary Lambert.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Von Eschen, second by Womack, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on July 21, 2008, were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:
125th Anniversary Committee – Junelle Hansen & Jane Norling: Junelle & Jane were present at the meeting to discuss the plans for the 125th Anniversary celebration and to request assistance from the City with funding the celebration.  The planning committees have had several meetings and have many events in the planning stages.  They are asking the City to commit to $20,000 – up to $5,000 to be paid this year and the remaining balance in 2009, if needed. The Council members would like to think about this request and make a decision at the next Council Meeting.

 

Department Head Reports: 
Larry Christensen – Request to Hire Part-time Dispatch & Police Officers: Chief Christensen requested permission to advertise to hire 3 part-time dispatchers and 3 part-time police officers for his department.  Most of the part-time employees have full-time jobs so it is hard to find someone to fill in when needed.  A motion to authorize advertisement of 3 part-time dispatchers and 3 part-time police officers was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Larry Christensen – Request for 3-way stop sign: Larry reported that Howard Kennedy has also requested a 3-way stop sign or possibly crosswalks and/or flashing lights at the corner of 5th & Maple near the Middle School/High School.  Larry recommended starting first with just a marked crosswalk as it could be a problem for drivers that turn right out of the school parking lot and then having to stop so quickly for another stop sign.

Committee/Mayor Reports:
Education & Transportation Committee Report: The committee members will report on their meetings at the next Council Meeting.

Unfinished Business:

Authorize Mayor to Sign Agreement and Notice to Proceed on East Street Water Main Improvement Project: A motion was made by Cotton, second by Womack, authorizing the Mayor to sign the Notice to Proceed on East Street Water Main Improvement Project, motion carried.

Amendment to Beresford Waste Tire Sub grant Agreement: Due to the increase tonnage of waste tires at the Rubble Site and diesel fuel costs to remove the tires, Councilman Cotton requested that the SD DENR increase the grant money to the City for this purpose.  The original grant was for $6,976 with the City responsible for 50% of the costs ($1,340.00).  The DENR agreed to increase the grant amount to $8,316 with the City responsible for 50% of those costs, which has been reduced to $670.  A motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the new sub grant agreement was made by Cotton, second by Womack, motion carried.

Update on Recycling Center: Jerry reported that the Recycling Center is now officially operating in the new location.  There is still landscaping work that needs to be taken care of.  Several parties have already indicated they would like to donate toward that project.

Fraud Policy: Kathy Moller highlighted some areas of the Fraud Policy that has been drafted for the City.   A motion to accept the Fraud Policy for City use was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland, motion carried.

Copies of the Fraud Policy are available at City Hall.

Dog Defecation Ordinance Review: The first reading of Ordinance # 2008-02 was held.  This ordinance requires dog and cat owners to properly dispose of defecation; any violation shall be punishable by a fine of up to $100.

Beresford Tractor Pull: Due to rain, the Tractor Pull was rescheduled for August 16, 2008.  A motion to extend the One Day Malt Beverage License for August 16 was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

New Business

Vacate Public Right of Way at Cart Shed Property: The Council will conduct a public hearing at the Council Meeting on September 2 to consider a request made by the City of Beresford to vacate a portion of Birch Street which runs under the existing cart shed.

Resolution to Oppose Initiated Measure 10: A motion to adopt Resolution 2008-15 to oppose Initiated Measure #10 was made by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Be it resolved by the City of Beresford

 

Whereas, Initiated Measure #10 would prohibit any city from paying dues to any association that lobbies;

 

Whereas, it is far more efficient and cost effective to join together with our fellow cities through the SD Municipal League for coordinated communication with the Legislature than to have each city stand alone;

 

Whereas, the costs to the taxpayers of having each city monitor, report, and travel to Pierre to participate in the Legislative Session would be much greater than any dues to the SD Municipal League;

 

Whereas, coordinated communication with Legislators leads to more efficiency in the Legislative process and has saved millions of dollars in taxpayer funds;

 

Whereas, restricting the ability of South Dakotans to support candidates and communicate with their elected public officials is a violation of their rights to freedom of speech;

 

Whereas, the measure will be challenged in court and will most likely be found to be unconstitutional, costing millions of dollars in taxpayer money;

 

Whereas, Initiated Measure #10 does not limit State government-paid lobbyists, out-of-state lobbyists, or corporate lobbyists, but only stifles coordinated voices for local control;

 

Whereas, the City of Beresford finds that municipal officials throughout South Dakota are dedicated, honest and ethical people with the best interests of their cities in mind and that cities take great pride in providing open, honest government to our citizens;

 

Whereas, the thousands and thousands of South Dakotans who do business with the State, Cities, Counties, and other governmental entities should not be penalized for providing such services;

 

Whereas, civic groups who work to better their community, and often require local funding to provide their services should not be prohibited from communicating their needs to local public servants;

 

Whereas, the forces supporting Initiated Measure #10 will not reveal the source of their funding, leaving reasonable assumption that out of state special interests are once again attempting to hijack the South Dakota ballot and abuse our initiative process;

 

Therefore let it be resolved that the City of Beresford strongly opposes Initiated Measure #10 and urges the citizens of South Dakota to vote “NO” on the measure.

Planning & Zoning to hold Hearing August 11 on Revised Zoning Ordinances: Jerry reported that the Planning & Zoning Board will hold a hearing on Aug. 11 for the revised Zoning Ordinances.  After their hearing and approval, the Council will review the ordinances and hold another public hearing.
