Beresford City Council

May 18, 2009
 
 
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, May 18, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert.
 
Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
 
Absent: Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton (Cotton arrived at 9:27 p.m.)
 
Oath of Office for Teresa Kaltenbach, Ward 1: City Attorney, Tom Frieberg, administered the oath of office to Council Member Teresa Kaltenbach for Ward 1.   
 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.
 
Minutes: Akland made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on May 4, 2009, second by Erickson, motion carried.
Public Forum and Visitors:
Brandy Wurth – Swimming Pool Committee: Brandy Wurth attended the meeting on behalf of the Swimming Pool Committee.  The committee would like to see plans more specific to the community of Beresford and would like to be able to show these plans to visitors during the 125th Anniversary celebration.  The committee is working on different fundraisers and a raffle and would like to be able to involve people in these activities during the anniversary celebration.  City Administrator Zeimetz will contact Burbach Aquatics to request a larger, possibly 24” x 36” board showing plans for the pool, including the estimated costs.  
 
Mayor Reports: Mayor Fedderson requested that the Public Works Committee meet with their respective departments and report back to the Council at the next meeting.
 
Unfinished Business:
Request for Funding for New Fire Truck: Fire Chief Tarz Mullinix addressed the Council regarding funding for a new fire truck.  Finance Officer Kathy Moller stated that the City had budgeted money for a new truck however at this time there are no funds available and that no money was set aside in a separate account for the truck.  Chief Mullinix again stated that the current pumper truck is in good working order, but it is 21 years old and any parts that are needed are re-manufactured because parts are no longer made for this old of a vehicle.  Several Council Members stated that budgeting for this truck should be a priority for the City.  The Council will take serious consideration of this when they work on the 2010 budget.
 
Berm at Gun Club: Councilman Erickson toured the Gun Club recently and also spoke with Jensen Insurance.  The Gun Club is covered with liability insurance.  At this time, the 25-yard pistol range has been removed, and the City will add a berm on the west side of the club.  Attorney Frieberg will get more information regarding liability of the City for the next meeting.
Stimulus Funding for Summer Jobs: The City applied for 5 full-time summer helpers and 5-8 part-time summer helpers with the SD Department of Labor and has now been told that there are no more funds available.  There is a remote possibility of funding for one position, but no further information is available at this time.  If more stimulus money becomes available, Jerry will apply for funds again.
 
Review Price for Surplus 1996 Chevy Pickup: The 1996 Chevy Pickup was previously surplus priced at $3,600.  There have been a few lookers, but all felt it was over-priced.  The Board of Appraisal, consisting of Council Members Lambert, Erickson & Akland discussed the price and set the new surplus price at $2,500.00.   A motion to accept the surplus sale price for the 1996 Chevy pickup was made by Lambert, second by Erickson, motion carried.
 
Library Garden Area:  Council Member Kaltenbach spoke with Jane Norling about the garden area that is planned for the spot just south of the Library.  The Library’s budget will cover the cement and plants, but they are looking for funds for the tables, benches, and garbage cans.  There is still the possibility of receiving grant money that will be used for this project.  The Council advised the Library to finish what they can with the exception of purchasing tables, etc., and then see how much more money is needed.  They would like Jane to keep the Council updated on costs, etc.   
 
New Business:

Set June 1 as Hearing Date for Malt Beverage Licenses: Finance Officer, Kathy Moller, reported that all applications and payments have been received for the Malt Beverage License renewals. A motion was made by Erickson, second by Lambert, setting June 1, 2009, as the hearing date for Malt Beverage License renewals.  All members voted aye, motion carried. 
 
Set June 1 as Hearing Date for 1-day Malt Beverage License for Fireman’s Street Dance and Beresford Tractor Pull: A motion was made by Akland, second by Kaltenbach, setting June 1, 2009, as the hearing date for the 1-day Malt Beverage License for the Fireman’s Street Dance and the Beresford Tractor Pull, all members voted aye, motion carried.

 
Request to Hire Student for Summer at Library:  Jane Norling requested permission to hire a student for the Library for the summer months for approximately 10-20 hours/week.    A motion to hire a high school student for part-time hours during the summer at the Library was made by Lambert, second by Erickson, motion carried.

 
Request to Hire Additional Lifeguard: Jerry reported that another lifeguard is needed at the pool since one of the applicants did not pass their Lifeguard Training test so will not be able to work at the pool.  A motion to approve hiring Brittny Gannon at $7.50/hour as a pool lifeguard was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

 
At 8:25 p.m. the City Council recessed in order to attend the CATV Annual Meeting.
 
The Council reconvened at 9:13 p.m. 
 
Discussion & Information items:

Request to Chip Seal Gravel Streets:  Councilman Akland was approached by a Beresford resident & asked about chip sealing a gravel street adjacent to a residential district. The City Ordinance calls for new streets to have curb & gutter with asphalt and a properly installed gravel base.  The cost is split between the homeowners that abut the property.  The City pays for anything over 32’ and the last 1” of asphalt.  It also needs to be determined if any sewer lines, water lines or storm drains would need to be included.  The extensions of these lines are also partly shared by the City and owner of the property adjacent.   One option to control dust is to put down calcium chloride, however this can be very costly and it must be done annually.  If the resident would like to go forward with a street that meets city specifications they will need to put in a request to the Beresford City Council.  Cost estimates could then be prepared to show how costs would be shared between the City and the property owners. 
 
Baseball Update – Tom Frieberg: Tom gave a brief update on happenings with the Baseball Association:
      Fence-line advertisements are going well – 12-20 have been sold to date.
      The concession stand at the south field was expanded to the east (work was done by volunteers).
      The Park department is currently working on the north fields and getting them prepared for the season.
Tom did put in a request that if the City ever has playground equipment that they would like to replace or remove, to think about donating it to the north ball field for the younger children to play on.


4th of July Holiday:  With the 4th of July falling on a Saturday this year and the 125th Celebration being observed from July 2-5, several departments have asked about changing the observed holiday for city employees from July 3rd to July 6th.  With the activities scheduled on the 3rd many of them will be needed for a variety of reasons.  The Council agreed that each department head could make the decision of how to staff their department in relation to that holiday weekend.  Tom Frieberg felt the union should be contacted to make sure they have no issues with this.  This will be done before the next City Council meeting. 
 
Tour De Kota – Jim Fedderson: Mayor Fedderson reported that the 125th Anniversary Committee will be serving breakfast to approximately 800 Tour De Kota bike riders at the fire station on June 7, from approximately 6:00 a.m. – 10:00 a.m.  They will continue serving local residents until 1:00 p.m. with all proceeds going to the 125th celebration.
 
Kaltenbach Woodpile:  Mayor Fedderson received a letter from an individual concerned about the woodpile at Ken Kaltenbach’s rental house.  The individual feels that there has been no change with the woodpile and that rats have been seen in the area.  The code enforcement officer will be sent to do an inspection of the property.
