Beresford City Council

August 7, 2006

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on August 7, 2006, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on July 17, 2006 were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission – Tom Diefendorf: Tom Diefendorf was present on behalf of the BHRC reporting that the HRC is proposing building more housing units on the Lot 1 of the Clubhouse Addition.  The BHRC is planning to build 4 twin homes and would like to build 4 more twin homes in the next 5 years.  They currently have a waiting listing of 32 people.  BHRC will be securing their own financing, but requested the City to guarantee up to 25% of the indebtedness.  The City did this previously when BHRC built the 8-plex and the 4-plex apartments.  They are now ready to go to bids for the 4 twin homes. 

A motion to adopt Resolution 2006-14 A Resolution Giving Approval for an Amendment to the Housing Plan for the City of Beresford was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland, motion carried. 

RESOLUTION 2006-14 (published separate of Minutes)

A motion to approve Resolution 2006-15 Approving a Debt Service Agreement with the Housing & Redevelopment Commission to guarantee 25% of BHRC’s indebtedness for the four twin homes was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried. 

RESOLUTION 2006-15 (published separate of Minutes)

 At this time, Finance Officer Kathy Moller stated that the Legislative Audit requires the BHRC to file an annual financial report with the Department of the Legislative Audit and with the City by the first of March of each year, and that the 2005 report is due now.

Unfinished Business:

Consider Ordinance on Installation of Sidewalks for All New Construction: The revised Ordinance states that all new construction in the City of Beresford will require a plan for installation of sidewalks.  In some instances the Planning & Zoning Board may recommend to the City Council that sidewalks not be required.  If no sidewalk plan is included in the Building Permit, the permit will not be issued.

The second reading and approval was given to Ordinance 2006-04, An Ordinance Amending Ordinance No. 05-2004 Regulating Sidewalks Within the City of Beresford, on a motion by Womack, second by Lambert.  On roll call all present voted aye.  Motion Carried.

There was also discussion on enforcing unsafe areas of sidewalks within the City, including City owned sidewalks.  Jerry Zeimetz will make a list of what is needed, along with the costs involved, for City property.  This topic will be put on the agenda for the next Council Meeting.

Update on Community Center/Clubhouse: Jerry reported that he should have all the necessary information by Thursday, August 10th.  Until we bid the structure, we won’t know for sure what the cost/foot will be. The design committee made several changes to save money but also increased the size of the structure to accommodate larger gatherings.  Councilman Cotton asked if the committee looked at bringing sewer North through the Phase II housing area.  Because of costs this wasn’t considered.  Zeimetz will get cost estimates from the city engineer to consider this option.

North First Street Cost Estimate: The estimate for curb, gutter & pavement for North 1st Street is approximately $68,000.00.  As of now there is only $40,000 in the budget for this project.  The City will incur substantial costs for the intersections of this street.  We need to determine how we will allow the residents to pay.  Jerry will send a letter to the landowners with payment options to get their responses.

New Business

Gas Quotes: No gas quotes were received again this month.  City employees will be instructed to purchase gas at Jet this month.

Authorization to advertise for Bids for New Industrial Park: A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, to authorize the advertising of bids for the new Industrial Park, motion carried.

Authorization for Bids to Advertise for New Community Center/Clubhouse: Authorization to advertise for bids was given in a motion by Von Eschen, second by Womack, motion carried.

Request to Abandon 60’ of Right-of-Way on West Hemlock between 14th & 16th Street: A petition to vacate a 60 ft. right-of-way on W. Hemlock Street between S. 14th Street and S. 16th Street was received.  A motion to set the public hearing date of September 5, 2006 to abandon the 60’ of the right-of-way on W. Hemlock Street was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Step Pay Increase for Joe Knutson: Joe Knutson, electric lineman, has satisfactorily completed the six-month probation and is due for a step increase to $18.04/hour.  A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Cotton, to increase Joe’s wage to $18.04 and end the probation period.  Motion carried with one nay vote from Womack.

At this time, there was discussion on the overtime hours put in by the Electric Department.  At the time Joe was hired, it was stated that overtime would be kept to a minimum – no more than 5%, but this amount has been exceeded.  The Council would like the Electric Department Superintendent, Jay Nordquist, to provide a detailed report of the overtime hours incurred at the next Council Meeting.

Temporary Employee for City Hall: Since City Hall and the Telephone Department are short-staffed for the next couple of months, Jerry Zeimetz & Kathy Moller requested hiring a temporary employee to assist the staff as needed.  They recommended Tanya Moller since she is currently a City employee (lifeguard) or possibly Teresa Kaltenbach, who volunteered to step in if needed.  Tanya Moller will fill in for the next couple of weeks and if needed, Kathy will see if Teresa Kaltenbach can help out.

Insurance Bid: Councilman Cotton stated that a year ago when we bid the City insurance, we didn’t get a true picture.  He feels that the bidding should be opened to everyone.  Mr. Cotton spoke with Gaylord Schenshied from the State Dept. of Revenue & Regulations Division of Insurance and was told that we should bid the insurance annually vs. every 3 years as we have done in the past.  Councilman Von Eschen stated that he spoke with the Executive Director of the SD Insurance Agency and he feels that having one agent over a length of time is valuable.   Mr. Cotton feels that he now can bid it all.  Jerry will invite both Mark Jensen and Dave Kostboth to the next meeting to discuss this issue.

Discussion & Information Items:

Weeds: Councilman Akland has had a complaint about the number of Creeping Jenny weeds in the City.  Several Council members stated that the best time to kill them is after a frost.

NIMS Books: Jerry distributed NIMS information & testing books to all the Council members and stated that they are required to complete the enclosed tests by September 30, 2006.

Sales Tax Report: Finance Officer Moller distributed a Sales Tax Report for 2004-2006.  In 2006 so far we have received sales tax revenue as follows: 

1st Cent: $159,083.81

2nd Cent: $159,143.61

3rd Cent: $19,809.62

SD Municipal League Meeting: Jerry stated that any Councilman intending to go to the SDML meeting to please let him know by the next Council Meeting.
