Beresford City Council

July 17, 2006

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on July 17, 2006, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Councilman Rich Spaans presiding, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer.

Absent: Brent Palmer, Dan Cotton.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on July 3, 2006, was approved on a motion by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Gary Lambert reported that the Board of Adjustment met at 6:30 p.m. and approved the variance request for Curtis and Joanne Wagner.

Pete Womack asked if the Insurance Committee is supposed to meet regarding securing bids for the City insurance.  He remembers that it was decided at a previous Council Meeting and recorded in the Minutes that the city would bid the insurance every three years, not every year.  Kathy Moller will get a copy of those Minutes for Pete.  It was noted that Councilman Cotton is looking into this and should be scheduling a meeting for the Insurance Committee.

Unfinished Business:

Lewis & Clark prepayment request and additional water allocation available: We have sent a letter of intent to Lewis & Clark regarding the pre-payment.  We don’t have to make the decision now but at least they know we are interested.  Jerry asked Woody Woodsend to put some Debt Service Schedules together, one at 1.8 million and one at 1.6 million.

There was discussion on accepting Lewis & Clark’s offer of an additional 75,000 gallons of water per year for the City.  If we don’t use what we are allocated, we can sell it.  This may be the only chance we get to reserve additional water.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Womack, to take the additional 75,000 gallons of water per year offered by Lewis & Clark, motion carried.

Approve Pay-Off of 13th Street Project: Pay-off of the 13th Street project in the amount of $581,354.43 was approved on a motion by Womack, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.  This will come out of the Sprint investment income.

Consider Ordinance on Installation of Sidewalks for All New Construction: Jerry recommended tabling this discussion until the next meeting since the city attorney was not in attendance.  Motion to table the sidewalk ordinance discussion was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Update on Community Center/Clubhouse: City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz reported that plans should be ready to show the Council at the August 7th Council Meeting and at that time get authorization to start the bidding.  It is hoped that construction will start the week of September 18th, pending the bids meet the financial specifications.  The intention is to keep the cost at $1.15 million or less.  This cost does not include the architect’s fees.  Councilman Lambert feels that 9’ ceilings are too low for that big of an area and suggested that we look at 10’.

Second Reading Ordinance 03-2006, A Zoning Amendment for the City of Beresford: The second reading for Ordinance 03-2006 to rezone from residential district to multi-family residential district the following property: Lot 1 of Clubhouse Addition in the NW ¼ of Section 5, Township 95 North, Range 50, West of the 5th P.M., City of Beresford, Union County, South Dakota.  The second reading was approved on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, motion carried.  The Ordinance will be effective August 15, 2006.

ORDINANCE 03-2006 (Published Separate of Minutes)

New Business:

Hire Full-Time Patrol Officer for Police Department: Jerry Zeimetz, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton and Larry Christensen conducted police officer interviews and recommended hiring Aaron Jurgensen for full-time employment.   Aaron has been working for the City of Beresford part-time, and also works part-time in Alcester.  A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland, to hire Aaron Jurgensen as a full-time patrol officer at $12.11/hour, with a six-month probationary period.  He will also be required to live within five minutes of the City of Beresford.  Motion carried.

Wage Increase for Larry Christensen: At the time of Department Head pay increases, Police Chief Christensen was told he would receive a $.50 pay increase upon the completion of a required course, and has since completed that course.  On a motion by Lambert, second by Akland, the $.50/hour pay increase effective July 1st was approved, motion carried.  

Review Garbage Rates: The Lincoln County Transfer Station just informed the Finance Office that the tipping fees will be increasing by 50%.  In order to compensate for that increase, we will need to increase our garbage rates by $2.00.  A motion to adopt Resolution 2006-13, Garbage Pickup Rates, which will increase monthly garbage rates for the City of Beresford effective September 1, 2006, was made by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

RESOLUTION 2006-13 (Published Separate of Minutes)

Contract with RSArchitects: Randall Stanley Architects, Inc. sent a contract for the Community Center/Clubhouse Project, for professional services in the amount of $92,000.00.  Approval for Mayor Palmer to sign the contract was given on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Review Bids for Trailer Mounted Sewer Cleaner: Bids were again received for the trailer-mounted sewer cleaner as the first bids were higher than the budgeted amount. One bid was received from Sanitation Products, Inc. in the amount of $55,061.00 with no trade in.  They will allow $2,000.00 for the trade-in of our old sewer cleaner.  A motion to accept the bid of $55,061.00 was made by Lambert, second by Womack, motion carried.  The Council suggested trying to sell our old machine or possibly keep it for a spare.  

Discussion & Information Items:

Senator Johnson at High School, August 10, 12:00 noon: Jerry announced that Senator Johnson will be in Beresford on August 10th and told all Council members they are invited to attend.  He will be speaking at the high school chorus room.

M & M Building for Sale: Mike McIlvenna with M & M Manufacturing will be moving his business to Viborg and wanted to offer his building to the City first.  He would like to have the Council look at the building and see if there is any interest.  If any Council members are interested they should contact Mike at M & M Mfg.

Sprint PCS Notice of Nonrenewal and Bond Disclosure: Jerry gave all the Councilmen a copy of a letter and notification received from Brookings Municipal Utilities stating that Sprint is giving BMU notice that they do not wish to renew the Affiliation Agreement beyond June 8, 2008.  BMU can renegotiate a contract with Sprint, sell out, find another carrier or provide cellular service themselves.

Old Laundromat: Jerry will schedule a time to get together with Thure Swanson, Building Inspector, to walk through the old Laundromat next to First Insurance.  The owner has promised to repair the roof but to date, nothing has been done. 

Safety Loss Control Survey: Finance Officer Kathy Moller reported that the recent Safety Loss Control Survey recommends that all police officers and dispatch personnel receive shots for Hepatitis B (3 shots per person at $57.00/shot).  The City will pay for these employees to receive the shots.

First Street: Jerry reported that no one gives away asphalt chips anymore as they recycle them on-site.  He asked Dan Andre to try to find an alternative for paving First Street.

Gas Prices: Councilman Womack noted that with the price of gas, we should remind City employees that the City vehicles are to be used for City business only.  Jerry will bring that up at the Department Head Meeting on Tuesday.

One-Day Liquor License: The tractor pull held on July 15th ended early because the equipment broke, and the remainder of the tractor pull was rescheduled for July 21st.  Motion to extend the liquor license to July 21st was made by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.
