Beresford City Council

October 5, 2009

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, October 5, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Teresa Kaltenbach, Rich Spaans, Tom Erickson.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Akland made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on September 21, 2009, second by Kaltenbach, motion carried.   

Public Forum & Visitors: 

Beresford Housing & Redevelopment Commission – Housing Plan Update & Guarantee: Tom Diefendorf reported on behalf of the Beresford HRC stating that the HRC will be building 2 new twin homes on south 8th Street.  All the required paperwork is finished, including their updated 2009 Housing Plan.  The HRC board would like to ask the City to sign a Resolution to Guarantee the Bond Purchase which states that in the case that the HRC cannot pay the debt, the City is responsible for 25% of that debt, which would be approximately $85,000.00.  At this time the board foresees no financial problems – they have a current waiting list of 30 people for these homes.

At this time there was discussion regarding the bid letting for the new twin homes.  The 3 lowest bids received were $264,218.00, $275,094.00, and $296,782.00.  At the time of the bid opening, the board chose the 3rd lowest bid of $296,782.00.  However, after that time, they did discover that they are required by state statute to take the lowest responsible bid.  So at a subsequent meeting, the bid was awarded to the low bidder, and the HRC board is confident that there will not be any problems with the construction.  A motion was made by Spaans, second by Erickson, to approve the Beresford HRC Housing Plan.  Discussion followed the motion; the Council Members in attendance felt that they would like to hold off on this until all Council Members are at the meeting, and they would also like more information on the bidding process.  At this time all Council Members voted nay, motion failed.

Department Head Reports:

Electric Department – Jay Nordquist: 
· Recycling Center Applications: Jay, Tom Erickson & Dan Cotton met & looked over the 5 applications for the Recycling Center position.  Jay would like to recommend Ray Hisel.  Jay visited with Ray and said that Ray is willing to load the semi and also knows how to drive a forklift.  A motion was made by Spaans, second by Akland, to hire Ray Hisel part-time at the Recycling Center at $10.00/hour with a review in six months, motion carried.  Jay also was asked by the school if the City would allow one of the special needs students to work in the Recycling Center, the student would always be monitored by a teacher.  Jay will talk to Ray and see how he feels about doing that and will then contact the school with a decision.

· Surplus Overhead Door: One surplus overhead door was sold for $300.  Jay has had an offer of $150.00 for the other door.  A motion was made by Erickson, second by Spaans, approving the sale of the overhead door for $150.00, motion carried.

· Pump House Next to Water Treatment Plant: Jay reported that the pump house on the west side of the water treatment plant needs to be resided and insulated.  He got a bid from RJ’s Toolbox for $4,890.  This would include a steel service entry door, cement curb around the building, metal siding and insulation.  A motion was made by Kaltenbach, second by Erickson, to approve hiring RJ’s Toolbox to repair the pump house west of the Water Treatment Plant, motion carried.

· Jay also reported that the City Hall roof has a leak and Guarantee Roofing is coming to look at it.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Public Works Committee – Event Center Full-Time Position: Councilman Erickson requested that this discussion wait until all Council Members are in attendance.  Discussion will be tabled until the next Council Meeting.

Mayor Report: 

· Mayor Fedderson reported that he, Larry Christensen & Dan Cotton went to a meeting in Pierre with the E911 Commission.  The Commission is trying to mandate that all 911 centers always have 2 dispatchers on duty at all times.  There were approximately 80 people at the meeting and only one person spoke in agreement of this change.  Another meeting will be held later this month and the final decision will be made at that time. 

· The Community Conversation group will be meeting on Thursday, Oct. 15, 7:00 – 8:30 p.m. at the Bridges.  Jim encouraged all Council Members to attend the meeting.

· Mayor Fedderson also informed the Council that there will be a benefit soup & pie lunch for city employee, Patti Johnson, at the Catholic Church, on Sunday, Oct. 11, 10:30 – 2:00.  He encouraged everyone to attend.

· COYF will have a program on “Sexting” on Tuesday, Oct. 13 at 7:00 p.m.  This would also be a good event for everyone to attend and learn more about this growing problem.

New Business:
Arbitration Agreement City of Beresford and Daniels Construction: Jerry reported that instead of the Daniels Construction dispute going to litigation and costing a lot of money, the dispute will be brought to arbitration conducted by retired judge Rodney Steele.  The agreement states that both parties must comply with the arbitrator’s final decision.  A motion to approve the Mayor’s signature on the Arbitration Agreement was made by Spaans, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Consider Allowing Free Dumping Year-Round for Grass, Leaves, and Branches to City Residents: Jerry brought up the possibility of allowing free dumping of grass, leaves & branches year-round, only to city residents.  This would only be for residents and will not include hired removal of grass clippings, leaves or branches/trees.  A motion was made by Erickson, second by Akland, to allow year-round free dumping of leaves, grass clippings and branches for Beresford City residents, motion carried.

Part-time Hire for Dispatch: Chief Christensen would like to recommend hiring Michael (Chet) Borah as a part-time dispatcher.  He stated that he is always in need of part-time dispatchers and would actually like to hire 2-3 more if possible.  A motion to approve hiring Chet Borah part-time at Dispatch at $10.50/hour was made by Akland, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Gas Quotes: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for 2.5 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes.  A motion was made by Akland to accept the bid, second by Kaltenbach. All council members present voted aye, motion carried.

Approval of Travel Requests:

A motion to approve the following travel request was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.
