2008 Budget Review:

At this time the council reviewed the proposed revenue and expenditure General Fund budgets for 2008. Health insurance rates will not be available until late September or October. Union and Lincoln Counties reported that the CPI will be set at 3% and growth is 6%. Union negotiations will be starting soon. Adding a monthly street improvement fee to the utility bill was discussed.
