The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, June 15, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton.
 
Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
 
Absent: None.
 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.
Minutes: Cotton made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on June 1, 2009, second by Spaans, motion carried.
Department Head Reports:

Liquor Store – Dee Akland: Dee requested permission to have new laminate countertops, doors & hardware installed in the Liquor Store.  She has a quote from Beck’s Custom Cabinets for $4,923.54.  The work will be done on Sunday, June 28th so the bar will not have to close for the construction.  In addition, Dee has received a quote from Jay Nygaard to paint the exterior of the Liquor Store for $1,800.  The exterior painting will also be done prior to July 1st.  A motion to approve the new countertops, bar doors, and exterior painting for the Liquor Store was made by Akland, second by Erickson, motion carried.  The Council encouraged Dee to have the Liquor Store employees pick up any trash left by bar patrons in the new Bank 360 parking lot each night or morning.  It was also suggested that the police department check the parking lot after the bar closes each evening.

Electric Department – Jay Nordquist: Missouri River Energy Services recently sent a memo to it’s members regarding local control of demand response and asked that their members pass an ordinance or regulation designating the local utility as the sole authorized demand response aggregator.  If this regulation is not passed, it could increase costs because MRES members and their customers could be paying for future power supply resources that might not be needed.  A first reading for Ordinance #03-2009 was given.

Jay also reported that the light poles along the south boulevard need to be replaced as they are quite old and many of the bases are getting rusty.  The quote for 12 new lights & poles and concrete foundations came to $15,600.  If Jay orders the poles with outlets it would be $16,800.  There is still $26,000 left in the pole budget for 2009.  A motion to approve the 12 new light poles with outlets was made by Erickson, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Jay spoke with a MRES representative and was told that the Minnesota groups were pretty much all in favor of the T-1 Transmission Service Agreement, but he hasn’t heard yet if MRES voted to go forward with the project at their board meeting last week.  There was discussion about drawing up an agreement with the City of Vermillion but the Council feels we should get more information, including financing information, from MRES before going any further.  

There will be no rate increase from MRES in 2010, however, WAPA still plans a 10% increase.

City Administrator – Jerry Zeimetz:  Jerry was recently notified by the Department of Transportation that the City has been approved for a $192,000 grant to be used for the City’s bike trail extension.  The bike trail will be extended from the Methodist Church to the High School.  The City will be responsible for engineering fees, approximately $22,000.  This will be included in the 2010 budget.

Zemetz advised the Council that community access grants are due by August 1st.  Discussion followed.  It was decided not to apply for this grant at this time.

Jerry is planning to attend the Governor’s Office of Economic Development workshop in Sioux Falls on July 22nd.  The workshop is intended to help economic development groups in responding to requests for information from prospects interested in South Dakota.  Jerry invited any Council Members to attend.

Jerry attended a meeting at the Union County Assessor’s office regarding a position responsible for the geographical information system within the county.  This position would be located in Elk Point and would co-exist with the 911 system.  It would be able to map hydrants within the city, transformers, water lines, etc.  Right now the county is just trying to find out if other cities are interested.  The costs would be shared by all the users; they are still working on costs.  Banner Engineering also work with cities on setting up GIS.  They will be invited to the next council meeting to discuss what they offer.

Prior to and during the 125th anniversary celebration, there will be numerous documents & releases for the Mayor to sign that won’t be able to wait for approval at the Council Meetings.  A motion to approve a broad release for the Mayor to sign releases & documents pertaining to the 125th Anniversary Celebration was made in a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Finance Officer – Kathy Moller: Kathy thanked the Council for sending her to Finance Officers School in Pierre.  She said they had a good session on code enforcement, information on stings, and that liquor license fees will be going up $50 next year.  

Kathy also inquired about the need for scheduling additional garbage pick-ups during the 125th celebration.  Jerry Zeimetz said that the 125th committee is talking about renting 2 roll-offs and placing large garbage cans around town.

Kathy will not be at the July 6th Council Meeting, as she will be attending the SD Municipal League Meeting.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Public Safety Committee: Council Members Tom Erickson, Dan Cotton, and Wayne Akland met with Jay Nordquist regarding renting out the city-owned stage.  The committee recommends that the stage not be rented out as it is too cumbersome and labor intensive to be moving around.  They discussed selling it after the required 18 months from purchase date has been reached.

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Fedderson said that he, Jerry Zeimetz and Dan Cotton attended a meeting at the school concerning using the football field during the 125th anniversary activities.  They were told that they will be able to put the stage on the field and that there will be gravel on the track so it will also be able to be utilized.  

The Secretary of Ag will be speaking at the Ag Day Dinner on Thursday; the committee is expecting around 1,500 people at that dinner.

The Tour De Kota breakfast fundraiser for the 125th celebration went well.  Jim thanked all the volunteers, and said they raised approximately $2,500.00.

Unfinished Business:
Electronic Recycling: Jerry explained to the Council that he is still working on getting an electronics recycling day in Beresford, but it won’t be done before the anniversary.  He will try to get it scheduled sometime in August.
New Business:

5-Year Appointment to Planning & Zoning Commission: Brian Peterson’s term on the Planning & Zoning Board expires this month, and he has agreed to serve another 5-year term.  Cotton, second by Akland, made a motion, appointing Brian Peterson to a 5-year term on the Planning & Zoning Board, motion carried.

Part-Time Hire at Bridges Clubhouse/Community Center: Mike Conklin has requested to hire Jackie O’Connell at the Bridges on an as-needed basis when there are a lot of things going on and more help is needed.  She has worked with Esther Zoss in catering in the past so she knows what to do and won’t need additional training.  A motion to hire Jackie O’Connell on an occasional, part-time basis at $7.00/hour was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.
