April 7, 2008

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

April 7, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer, presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack (arrived at 8:00), Chuck Von Eschen.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on March 17, 2008, were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Public Hearings:

CDBG Public Progress Hearing on Senior Citizens Center Remodel: Angie Hilton with Southeast Council of Governments was present to conduct a public progress hearing on the Senior Citizens Center remodel project.  It was reported that the interior work is almost complete and everything is going as scheduled.  No additional persons were present to bring forward any concerns.  

Department Head Report:

Todd Hansen, Reed Project: Todd Hansen was present, along with Mark Shlanta of SDN Communications to discuss the REED Project.   REED  (Research, Education, Economic Development) network is a public-private fiber optic network information superhighway that will closely following I-90 and I-29 linking universities and research institutions to offer bandwidth of 50,000 mega bits per second.  It is designed for collaborative research efforts.  The Council was all in agreement that this is a project that we should pursue.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland, to proceed with negotiations on the REED project, motion carried.

Evening Hours at Rubble Site: There has been previous discussion about having the Rubble Site stay open into the evening one night per week.  Dan Andre visited with Jim Wiese, the rubble site attendant, about this and he did not have a problem with staying open later 1 night a week.  There was also discussion about changing the hours on Saturdays as Jim reports that he has few customers after 3:00 on Saturdays.  On a motion by Womack, second by Cotton, the Rubble Site summer hours will be revised as listed below, motion carried.

Community Bus Barn: The State Department of Transportation opened bids for the Community Bus Barn on April 4th with Twite Construction of Beresford as the low bidder at $119,836.  The City had also considered adding 16 feet to the building.  The City is responsible for 20% of the $119,836 plus all of the addition if it is included.  The Council decided that the addition on the Bus Barn would not be needed.   

New Business

Recycling Center: Jay Nordquist reported that work is progressing on the recycling center – the holes have been patched in the brick and the Street Department dug up the sewer so the line can be reused.  Jay received one bid for installing footings, steel roof, and tin on the library from Greg Zweifel Construction in the amount of $40,288.80.  Kathy & Jerry want to look at the budget to determine what funds are available for this project.  This discussion was tabled until the next Council Meeting.  

CDBG Draw Down Request #3 and Pay Request #3 on Senior Citizens Building Remodel: A motion to approve CDBG Drawn Down Request #3 and Pay Request #3 in the amount of $14,902.20 was approved in a motion by Cotton, second by Akland, motion carried.

Gas Bid: A motion to approve the gas bid from Total Stop for 2 cents per gallon off the pump price was made by Womack, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Daniels Construction Request for Final Payment: Jerry received a letter from Daniels Construction stating that they feel they addressed the City’s concerns and requested their retainage.  The final payment they are requesting is $39,754.93.00.  The City will deduct $14,700 in penalties as well as $15,000 to repair concrete flaws in the main community room from the amount requested.  A motion to authorize the payment in the amount of $10,054.93 subject to confirmation that all liens are paid was made by Lambert, second by Womack, motion carried.

Review Plat of Lots 1A, 1B, 1C, 2A, 2B and 2C of Aeriwick Village Addition: The Planning & Zoning Board approved the request to replat the Aeriwick Village Addition in their meeting earlier this evening.  A motion to adopt a Resolution to replat the Aeriwick Village Addition was made by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Mosquito Control Grant: Jerry Zeimetz reported that Mosquito Control Grants are available this year with a different funding formula.  Beresford will receive $1,802.00 toward the purchase of mosquito control chemicals.  A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland, to authorize the Mayor to sign the Mosquito Control Grant Application, motion carried.

Part-Time Hire & Pay Increase at Library: Library Director, Jane Norling, requested to increase Annie Crist’s pay from $8.49/hour to $10.00 as she has not had an increase since she was hired in October 2006.  She also would like to hire Judy Ward for 20 hours per week during the summer months only at $9.00 hour.  A motion to approve the pay increase for Annie Crist to $10.00/hour and hiring Judy Ward for 20 hours per week at $9.00/hour during the summer months was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

After Prom Donation: The After Prom Committee has requested that the Bridges Golf Course donate one student membership for their After Prom party this year.  A motion to approve the donation to After Prom was made by Akland, second by Womack, motion carried.

Property Tax Levies for 2008: Jerry put together a comparison of tax levies for 2008 for each of the municipalities in Union and Lincoln Counties for the Council’s review.

Consolidated Water Facilities Construction Program Grant Award for East Street Water Main Replacement: The City of Beresford received a $100,000 grant from the Consolidated Water Facilities Construction Grant for the East Street water main replacement project.  The total project cost is estimated at $212,000.

Paint South Dakota Campaign: The Council received information on the Paint South Dakota Campaign.  Jerry stated that it would be nice if a group or organization in Beresford would be willing to take this on.  He asked the Council to pass this information on to various groups & organizations in Beresford.
