SPECIAL MEETING

 

The Beresford City Council met in special session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, September 8, 2008, at 6:00 p.m.  

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson, presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Gary Lambert, Dan Cotton, and Pete Womack. 
Members absent: Chuck Von Eschen.
 
Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer.
 
Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by  Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Old Business:

Review Insurance Quotes:  The insurance committee met with Jensen Insurance prior to the Council Meeting to get more details regarding their quote.  After discussion the Council feels that there are advantages to both companies, but there are more advantages to staying with Jensen Insurance for the City’s insurance coverage.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Womack to accept the insurance quote of $58,485 from Jensen Insurance Agency for the City’s Property and Casualty Coverage, motion carried.  Both agencies, as well as the Council, agreed that bids on the insurance package be done on a minimum 3-year basis. Jerry will also check into the cost of increasing the umbrella policy.

Budget Discussion: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, distributed an updated expenditure budget worksheet.  Mayor Fedderson had previously asked each department head to see if there are any more cuts that can be made in their departments’ budgets.  The Council will work on the budget again at the next meeting, which will start at 6:00 p.m.    

New Business:  
Burbach Aquatics Request to Pay Expenses on a Monthly Basis: Burbach Aquatics has now requested that the City pay only their expenses on a monthly basis until such time as the swimming pool report is ready to submit to the City.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, to approve paying Burbach Aquatics monthly expenses only until the report is submitted, motion carried.

Step Pay Increase per Union Agreement: Greg Bates, golf course assistant superintendent, is due for a step pay increase effective September 6, 2008 to $13.48.  A motion was made by Spaans, second by Akland, granting the step pay increase for Greg Bates to $13.48, motion carried.
