Beresford City Council

January 3, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, January 3, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach and Gary Lambert. 

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Kaltenbach, motion carried.

Minutes: Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on December 20, 2010 second by Cotton, motion carried. Erickson made the motion to approve the special meeting minutes from the meeting held on December 30, 2010 second by Doeden, motion carried.

Public Hearings:

Hearing to rezone: The first reading was held to rezone Gambergs Tracts 1 & 2 from Single Family Residential (R-1) to General Business (GB). Luverne Carlson, Alan Zweifel, and Mitch Latendresse were present to talk about this land. Mr. Zweifel and Mr. Latendresse were not opposed to rezoning the property but were concerned of water drainage and the road. The Council informed them that Lincoln County maintains the road and right of way. The Lincoln County public works dept. will be down this spring to determine what they can do to help the drainage in the area.   

Public Forum and Visitors:

Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept: The Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept is requesting a 1-day malt beverage license for January 29, 2011. Akland made the motion to authorize advertising for a hearing to be held at the City Council meeting on January 18, 2011 at 7:30 p.m., Cotton seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.
Old Business

Contract for Services for Animal Control: The Humane Society has not responded to the City’s request of a contract. A decision for animal control services was tabled at this time.

Policy on repair or replacement of mailboxes during snow removal: Lambert made the motion to adopt the following mailbox replacement policy, Erickson seconded. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.    
MAILBOX REPLACEMENT POLICY

It shall be the policy of the City of Beresford that if any mailbox or post, is damaged as a result of snow removal operations, the responsibility for making repairs shall be borne by the property owner. The City of Beresford will not be responsible for mailbox damaged from snow being discharged from snow removal equipment.

When a mailbox or post is damaged by direct contact from our snow removal equipment, the following will occur.

1. Inspection of mailbox and post to determine the cause of damage.

2. Inspector will determine who is at fault (improper installation of mailbox, or plow operator error.)

3. Following investigation, the mailbox or post will be repaired or replaced if the plow operator is at fault.

Decorator mailboxes and posts that receive direct contact from snow removal equipment will be replaced with a standard mailbox and post.

Burbach Aquatics Invoice: Council discussed the Burbach Aquatics invoice. Burbach has agreed to prepare a corrected invoice and will send it to the City as soon as possible; they have agreed not to bill phase II of the swimming pool project. Zeimetz stated that an e-mail was sent to Burbach questioning the invoice. No action taken. 

Snowplow: The Council discussed replacing one of the existing snow plows which can no longer be repaired. Erickson made the motion to purchase a Falls PR 1143 Reversible Plow from Sanitation Products Inc. for $8,935.00 and an installed hydraulic component for $1,150.00. Lambert seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. The plow will be delivered mid-February 2011. 

New Business

Declare legal newspaper and official depositories for 2011: A motion was made by Kaltenbach, second by Doeden, to declare the Beresford Republic as the legal newspaper for the City of Beresford for 2011. All council members present voted aye, motion carried. A motion was made by Lambert, second by Cotton to declare First Savings Bank, Bank 360, Wells Fargo and SD Public Funds Investment Trust as the 2011 depositories of City funds. All Council members present voted aye, motion carried. 

Request for 2011 Subsidy draw down for Beresford Community Education: Beresford Community Education Director, Brent Palmer submitted a letter and financial report, requesting a draw down of the full amount of the 2011 subsidy in the amount of $30,000.00. Erickson made the motion to approve the $30,000.00 subsidy for FY2011, Kaltenbach second the motion. Akland, Doeden, Erickson, Kaltenbach, and Lambert voted aye, Cotton nay, motion carried. 

Gas Quotes: One gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes. A motion was made by Doeden to accept the bid, second by Cotton. All council members present voted aye, motion carried.
Set Election Date for 2011: Lambert, made the motion to set April 12, 2011 for the election date, Doeden second. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.

LWCF Grant Agreement: Akland made the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson and Jerry Zeimetz to sign the Land Water Conservation Fund Grant for $12,000 to purchase playground equipment for the Grace V Nelson ball fields. Kaltenbach seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
