Beresford City Council

June 5, 2006

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on June 5, 2006, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Womack, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on May 15, 2006 were approved on a motion by Cotton, second by Womack, motion carried.

Public Hearing: 

Malt Beverage Hearings: Kathy Moller reported that all applications and payments have been received for malt beverage license renewals.  The following On/Off Sale Malt Beverage licenses and Off Sale Malt Beverage licenses were approved on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Cotton, motion carried.  

On/Off Sale Malt Beverage Licenses: Bridges at Beresford, Jet Truck Plaza, VFW/Legion, Beresford Convenience Inc. (Total Stop).

Off Sale Malt Beverage Licenses: Casey’s General Store, Fiesta Foods.

Department Head Reports: 

Jay Nordquist – Football Field Lighting: Jay Nordquist, Electric Department Superintendent, reported that he recently met with Beresford Schools Superintendent Vince Schaefer regarding the lighting for the football field.  Mr. Schaefer had asked Jay for information on different lighting options and about the possibility of the City Electric Department donating the labor to install new lights.  Jay believes it will take about 3 days of work to get the project completed.  A motion was made by Akland, second by Spaans, for the City Electric Department to donate the labor to install the lights at the high school football field, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:

Long-Term Parking of Trucks in Central Business District:  After visits from 2 councilmen and the chief of police requesting the trucks in the Furniture & More parking lot be moved, they are still there.  The first reading of Ordinance #2006-02, An Ordinance Prohibiting the Parking of Trucks in the Central Business District was held. A letter will be sent to Furniture & More advising that the second reading of the ordinance is June 19.

Kaltenbach Woodpile: Since the last City Council Meeting, the wooden fence along the woodpile between Frank Denton Jr.’s property and Kaltenbach’s has been cut down.  The Council did not feel that Mr. Kaltenbach should have to replace the entire fence since it was not his choice to cut down the section that was there.  He has made some progress in lowering the pile and there is someone interested in purchasing the entire woodpile.  The Council will continue to monitor the situation and make sure the pile has been completely removed within one year as was originally agreed upon.

Contract for Animal Control Services: Tom Frieberg put together a contract that we will send to the Second Chance Rescue Center in order to use their services when needed.  A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, to authorize the Mayor to sign the contract with Second Chance Animal Rescue, motion carried.

New Business: 

SD Department of Legislative Audit – Letter of Acceptance of 2004 Audit: Finance Officer, Kathy Moller, received the letter of acceptance for the City’s 2004 Legislative Audit, and reported that it is now time to start the next audit.

Kathy also gave Council Members information on a workshop for elected officials that will be conducted by the Southeast Area Finance Officers group.  The workshop will be held in Brandon on June 28th.  Any Council Members wishing to attend should let Kathy know by the next Council Meeting.

Gas Quotes: One gas quote was received from Total Stop in the amount of $2.58 for no lead and $2.63 for premium unleaded.  Motion to accept the gas bid from Total Stop was made by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Transfer of Lot One of Clubhouse Addition to the Beresford Economic Development Corporation: Tom Frieberg prepared a warranty deed to transfer the recently platted Lot 1 of the Clubhouse Addition from the City to BEDCO so they can in turn sell the property to the Beresford HRC for the construction of up to 16 new housing units.  Motion to approve the transfer was made by Von Eschen, second by Womack, motion carried.

Set Hearing Date for One Day Malt Beverage License for Beresford Tractor Pull: The first reading to set the hearing date for the One Day Malt Beverage License for the Beresford Pulling Association on June 19, 2006, was made on a motion by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Bridges Ribbon Cutting: Jerry reported that many invitations were sent for the ribbon cutting ceremony for the Bridges at Beresford Golf Course and 48 of those golfed after the ceremony.  Approximately 100-150 people attended the ribbon cutting and KSFY was there and featured a story on the 10:00 p.m. news.  The course was busy all weekend and Jerry has received many good comments on the course.

Updated Costs for Community Center/Clubhouse – consider setting public hearing date on use of second penny sales tax revenue: Jerry provided copies of an updated Community Center/Clubhouse plan with recommendations made by the committee.  The committee suggested adding a vestibule to the entrance, expand the clubhouse area to accommodate more people, reconfigure the bar/kitchen/storage area, and add another stall in each bathroom.  These additions added 980 sq. ft. to the design.  They also asked that the architects consider a more conventional roof design in the hopes of saving some costs there to account for the additional square footage.  This would save $146,000.  Jerry will ask Woody Woodsen from Dougherty and Co. to attend the next Council Meeting and present a proposal on the best way to proceed with this.  A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, to set the hearing date as June 19th regarding the usage of the second penny fund, motion carried.  

Usage of Debit and Credit Cards at Bridges Golf Course: Several people attending the ribbon cutting at the Bridges Golf Course last week commented on the fact that they do not accept credit or debit cards.  Jerry & Kathy have been gathering information on the costs for us to do this and found that the cost has decreased since they first looked into this.  After some discussion the Council decided that it would be in the best interest of the Bridges Golf Course to accept credit cards.  Jerry & Kathy will make the appropriate arrangements for this.

July 3rd Council Meeting: Since the July 3rd Council Meeting falls right before the July 4th holiday, Jerry inquired if any of the Council Members would like to change the meeting date.  No one on the Council had any problem with keeping the date as originally scheduled.
