April 21, 2008

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

April 21, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Financial Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on April 7, 2008, were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

A & A Engraving, Mark Smith: Mark Smith, from A & A Engraving Company, showed the Council a rifle finished in 24 carat gold that could be used as a fundraiser for the 125th Anniversary celebration.  A & A Engraving sells collectable and memorial firearms to counties, cities, and individuals and for special occasions.  Raffle tickets are then sold to win the gun and the earnings will be kept by the organization.  He said they have done guns for many cities throughout South Dakota for centennials and special occasions.  Since there is not currently a committee formed for Beresford’s 125th Anniversary, no action was taken.  When a committee is formed, this information will be given to them.

Unfinished Business

Recycle Center Funding: Jerry reported that the City budgeted $45,000 for the land and building for the recycling center and it now looks like the cost will be around $61,000.  There is $6,000 in reserves that can be used, leaving a shortfall of $10,000.  Revenues and expenses will be watched closely for any additional funds that can be used.  If necessary, reserves from another utility can be used.  A motion to proceed with the building of the Recycling Center as planned was made by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, motion carried.

A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, to accept Brant’s bid in the amount of $42,050, motion carried.

After Prom Thank You: Scott Kruse was present at the meeting and thanked the City for allowing the After Prom party to be held at the Bridges Clubhouse.  

Draw Down & Pay Request #4 on Senior Center Remodel: Draw Down #4 and Pay Request #4 in the amount of $14,577.30 was approved for payment in a motion by Womack, second by Akland, motion carried.

Lewis & Clark Rural Water System Payment Request: The first payment from the GO Bond Fund for the Lewis & Clark project is due by May 1, 2008.  A motion to authorize payment from the GO Bond funds in the amount of $917,258.00 was made by Cotton, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Consolidated Water Facilities Funding Agreement: A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland, to authorize the Mayor’s signature to the Consolidated Water Facilities Funding Agreement, motion carried.  The total cost of the project will be approximately $212,000.00 and the grant received is in the amount of $100,000.00.   

Contract with Banner Engineering to Provide Services for East Street Water Main Project:  Jerry received a contract from Banner to provide the engineering services for the above-mentioned project in the amount of $18,000 for design and bidding services, and $14,000 for construction services.  A motion was made by Akland, second by Lambert, to authorize the Mayor’s signature to Banner’s contract, motion carried.

Waste Tire Grant: A motion was made by Cotton, second by Spaans, to approve the Mayor’s signature for the Waste Tire Grant Application in the amount of $3,488.00, motion carried.

Discussion & Information items:

Committee for 125th Celebration: Jerry reported that City Hall has been receiving numerous calls from people regarding the formation of a 125th Anniversary Committee.  Several names were listed of people who have expressed interest in the project.  Mayor Palmer will contact those listed to see if they would like to serve on the committee.  Jerry will also run an ad in the paper asking those interested to contact City Hall.

Sanford Leadership Luncheon, April 25: All Council Members received an invitation from Sanford Health to attend a leadership luncheon in Beresford on Friday, April 25th.

DENR Safe Drinking Water Award to City of Beresford: Last month the Department of Environment and Natural Resources recognized the City of Beresford’s outstanding wastewater treatment system, and now the City is being recognized for their outstanding water treatment system as well.  Congratulations to Dan Andre and his staff for a job well done!
