July 2, 2007

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on July 2, 2007, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present:  Rich Spaans presiding, Wayne Akland, Gary Lambert, Dan Cotton, Chuck Von Eschen.

Members absent: Mayor Brent Palmer, Pete Womack.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on June 18, 2007 were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.   

Public Hearings: 

One-Day Malt Beverage Hearings – Beresford Pulling Association: Finance Officer, Kathy Moller, reported that Beresford Pulling Association has filed their application and $50 fee for a one-day malt beverage license for the Tractor Pull to be held on July 21, 2007.   The application was approved in a motion by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:

Community Center/Clubhouse Update: Jerry Zeimetz reported that the Clubhouse officially opened last Tuesday (6/26).  The outside work is nearing completion and the final asphalting of the cart paths & cart-parking area will begin tomorrow.  The final punch list is not done yet.  Daniels Construction is still being charged $300/day until the work is completed.  Jerry is also getting some information and pricing for an irrigation system and sod and said there has been $30,000 budgeted for landscaping.  The road leading into the Community Center will be chip sealed sometime this summer.  Every Saturday through mid-August is booked at the Community Center.  Mike Conklin would like to hold an open house in the near future, when more of the outside work is completed.

Purchase Agreement/Southeast Area Cooperative Lot: Kathy Moller has received the Purchase Agreement for the community bus barn lot in the amount of $17,500, with $100 down at closing.  The closing will be held on or before July 15th, contingent on ROCS receiving the grant money.  The City will also pay closing costs and title insurance.  A motion was made by Cotton, second by Lambert, giving Mayor Palmer approval to sign the Purchase Agreement, motion carried.
