Beresford City Council

May 1, 2006

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on May 1, 2006, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Members absent: Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on April 17, 2006 were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:

Long-Term Parking of Trucks in Central Business District: Councilman Lambert went to Furniture & More to talk to the manager about the trucks parked in the parking lot next door, but the manager wasn’t in that day.  He was told, however, that one truck would be gone that day and another within a month.  Gary would like to try one more time before we change the ordinance.  He will show the manager the plans for revising the ordinance and explain to him that this is the next step if this isn’t resolved.  If the trucks are not moved after that, the City will proceed with revising the Ordinance.

Beresford Area Radio Flyers Request for Additional Land: Jerry spoke with Curtis Jensen about the Radio Flyers request for an additional 75’ x 455’ piece of land for their area.  Curtis had no objection to the request.  His rent will be adjusted on the next payment.  

Wages for Bill Muller and Michelle Bierle: Jerry would like to increase the wages for Bill Muller and Michelle Bierle from $6.00/hour to $6.50/hour.  They do not fit under the same classification as the high school summer employees.  They will start working now and probably work through September or October, and will not be paid the bonus at the end of the summer.  A motion to approve raising wages for Bill Muller & Michelle Bierle to $6.50/hour with no year-end bonus was made on a motion by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

PCS Investment with City of Brookings:  A motion was made by Spaans, second by Von Eschen, to approve Resolution 09-2006 authorizing the Mayor to sign Amendment No. 1 to the Joint Powers Agreement Between the City of Brookings and the City of Beresford to Provide Personal Communications Services, motion carried.

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved that the City Council for the City of Beresford approves of Amendment No. 1 to Joint Powers Agreement Between the City of Brookings and City of Beresford to Provide personal Communication Services;


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Finance Officer are authorized to execute said Amendment No. 1 on behalf of the City of Beresford and deliver the same to the City of Brookings for approval, ratification and signature.

This agreement states that the City of Brookings will pay the City of Beresford $1,000,000.00 on June 1, 2006, and after this payment, the ownership interest levels in the Sioux City Joint PCS Fund will be 73.5% for Brookings and 26.5% for Beresford.  In addition, interest will continue to accrue on the remaining sum of $2,372,987.41.

Resolution 2006-08 Establishing the Cost Recovery for the Installation of Underground Residential Electric Service: A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland, to adopt Resolution 2006-08 to establish costs to recover the City’s costs of installing underground electric service, motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 2006-08

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE COST RECOVERY FOR THE INSTALLATION

OF UNDERGROUND RESIDENTIAL ELECTRIC SERVICE.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE CITY OF BERESFORD, UNION AND LINCOLN COUNTIES, SOUTH DAKOTA AS FOLLOWS:


In order to recover a portion of the costs associated with the conversion of residential and small commercial secondary service to underground electrical service, the City of Beresford shall recover costs from the property owner under one of the two following options:


OPTION 1: The owner can pay the City of Beresford a one-time fee of $300 payable within 30 days of mailing of a statement from the City of Beresford.
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OPTION 2: If the owner occupies the property and is an electric customer, the owner can pay the City of Beresford $15 per month for 30 months payable with their monthly City electric bill.  If the owner elects to pay under this option, the full payment must be received before electric service can be changed to a new customer.

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Handicap Parking in Central Business District: Mayor Palmer has had a request to place a handicap parking spot at Lewis Drug.  There was also discussion on the possibility of adding more handicap spaces in other areas downtown.  Jerry will talk with Chief Christensen and Street Superintendent Dan Andre and determine where handicap parking spots should be designated.  Approval to add one handicap parking spot alongside Lewis Drug was given on a motion by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Speed Limit on 298th St. from Methodist Church to S. 3rd Street: Mayor Palmer has also had a request to install “Children at Play” signs along 298th Street from the Methodist Church to S. 3rd St. There was discussion on lowering the speed limit along this street, but for now, “Children at Play” signs will be installed.

Community Transportation Committee (community bus): Mayor Palmer reported that the Community Transportation Committee met recently and from now on will meet just once a year.  He thanked the City for the $5,000 donation and also said that 900 rides were given on the Community Bus last year.  Now that we have the van, the majority of rides are given in the van vs. the bus, which helps greatly with fuel costs.  Beresford was put on the list for a new 2-stall bus barn to be built within the next 2-3 years.  Financially the community bus is doing well and the vehicles are in good shape.  It is hoped that another part-time driver will be added soon, preferably someone who lives in Beresford.

Part-time Hire for Police Department: Chief Christensen would like to hire Mark Barto Jr. as a part-time police officer to fill in when needed.  Mark is a certified officer and currently resides in Elk Point.  A motion to hire officer Barto at a rate of $10.50/hour was made by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Set June 5 as Hearing Date for Malt Beverage Licenses:  Monday, June 5th was set as the hearing date for malt beverage licenses on a motion by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Gas Quotes: There were no gas quotes.  City Employees will be purchasing gas at Jet Service during the month of May.

Discussion & Information Items:

RSArchitects to meet with Bridges Advisory Committee & Design Group-May 4: RSArchitects will meet with the Bridges Advisory Committee to begin work on plans for the Community Center/Clubhouse.  The Advisory Group will bring information to the Council Meeting when they have it.

Bridges Golf Course Kick-Off Party May 6:  The golf course kick-off party will be held on May 6th with tours of the course starting at 4:00.  

Lewis & Clark Annual Meeting: The Lewis & Clark Annual Meeting will be held in Sioux Falls on June 1st.  Dan Cotton was nominated to fulfill the position of director from Beresford on a motion by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.  Dan Cotton was nominated as the delegate and Chuck Von Eschen was nominated as the alternate to the Lewis & Clark Rural Water Annual Meeting on a motion by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.  Jerry asked Council members to let him know by the next Council Meeting if they will be attending the Lewis & Clark Meeting.
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Council Meeting Agendas: Mayor Palmer reported that the upcoming City Council agendas will now be printed in the Beresford Republic the week prior to the meeting.

Acceptance of Credit Cards at Bridges Golf Course: Finance Officer Moller asked the Council for their opinion on accepting credit card payments at the golf course.  In order to do this, the City will have to purchase a credit card encoding machine, be charged up to 25 cents per transaction, make a journal entry for each charge, and all transactions would be recorded in the Minutes.  There is nothing in the budget this year for this.  The members of the Council feel that credit cards should be accepted at the golf course, but we will wait until next year and budget for the expense.
