Beresford City Council

September 5, 2006

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on September 5, 2006, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Rich Spaans, presiding, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Members absent: Mayor Brent Palmer, Chuck Von Eschen.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on August 22, 2006 were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.  Minutes from the meeting held on August 28, 2006, were approved on a motion by Womack, second by Akland, motion carried.

Public Hearing:

Vacation of Public Right of Way – West Hemlock St. from S. 14th St. to S. 16th St.:  No one was present to oppose the Vacation of Public Right of Way.  A motion to vacate 660.38 feet of W. Hemlock St. from S. 14th St. to S. 16th St. with the provision that the City will maintain the easement for existing utilities, was made by Womack, second by Akland, motion carried.  

Committee Reports:

Missouri River Energy Systems Meeting: Gary Lambert, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen and Dan Cotton all attended the MRES meeting in Sioux Falls recently.  They reported that MRES would be looking at 5% to 7% increase in rates in 2007 because of the drought and higher costs to produce electricity.  

Unfinished Business:

A brief discussion was held regarding the need for a fire sprinkler system.  All agreed with a one story building and a good fire detection system in place, a fire sprinkler system would not be needed.  The kitchen will have a good smoke suppression system and the building will have several exit doors.  The projected completion date is May 1, 2007.

A motion was made by Lambert to accept the base bid and alternate #1 from Daniels Construction in the amount of $1,316,865, subject to the bond sale being completed and the City Attorney’s approval of the contract document, second by Womack, motion carried.

The Council then discussed management of the Community Center/Clubhouse and specified that it is critical that we are careful how we fill the management position – marketing is a must.  

It was also specified that it is extremely important that this building be completed on time.  The Council will have to approve any request for delays from the contractor.  The contractor will be fined $300.00 per day past the completion date.  Tom Frieberg will make sure this is spelled out in the contract.

Community Education Request for Additional Funding: While the Council feels that Community Education is an important part of our community, they feel that we need more time to plan for the expenditure to include it in the City’s budget.  

A motion was made by Cotton, second by Lambert, to delay action on Community Education’s request until the Council can meet with the School Board to discuss the topic, motion carried.  Pete Womack will talk to the President of the School Board and the Com Ed Board about a joint meeting.

First Reading Fiscal Year 2007 Appropriations Ordinance: A first reading of the Fiscal Year 2007 Appropriations Ordinance was given.

At this time there was discussion regarding what should be done with the Sprint investment refund.  The Council feels that it should be in an account that will generate maximum interest but has flexibility and can be withdrawn without penalty.  Kathy Moller suggested placing it in the SDFIT account as it has a better interest rate.

There was also discussion on the dispatch/E911; it will cost $52,000.00 to upgrade the dispatch to incorporate the E911 system.  Cotton, second by Womack, made a motion to to move ahead with the E911 system and use this year’s money from the Sprint investment for this project, motion carried.

Building Purchase: The former Messler Appliance building, now owned by Leon Lease, is for sale and Telephone Superintendent Todd Hansen would like to look into purchasing the building for office and storage space for the telephone and cable TV departments.  There is $50,000 in the 2006 budget for building purchase.  Jerry will let Todd know that the Council is in favor of moving forward on the purchase.

Insurance Bidding: The Council still needs to decide if the insurance will be bid next year.  A motion was made by Womack, second by Cotton, to bid the City’s insurance package and workers compensation coverage in July of 2008.  Motion carried.  The City will look at bidding each of these packages every 3 years unless renewals come in at higher than expected levels.  

New Business

Consider Transfer of Lots 1, 2 and 3 of Tract 2 in Bridges First Addition to Beresford Economic Development Corporation: A motion was made by Cotton, second by Akland, to approve the transfer of Lots 1, 2 and 3 of Tract 2 in Bridges First Addition to Beresford Economic Development Corporation, motion carried.  These lots will be sold as single-family lots, with a 40’ easement on the front side for water and sewer lines.  

Gas Quotes: No gas quotes were received again this month.  City employees will be instructed to purchase gas at Total Stop this month.

Step Pay Increase for Greg Bates: Greg Bates, golf course maintenance technician, has satisfactorily completed the six-month probation and is due for a step increase to $11.40 /hour.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland, to increase Greg’s wage to $11.40 and end the probation period, motion carried.

Part-Time Bartender Hire for Liquor Store: Dee Akland would like to hire Scott Schurch as a part-time bartender for the Liquor Store.  Approval to hire Scott Schurch at $7.00/hour was given in a motion by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Minnesota Municipal Utilities Association Safety Compliance Group Contract: 

A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland for the Mayor to sign the contract for next year with MN Municipal Utilities Assoc. Safety Compliance Group, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Beresford Area Foundation Meeting: Jerry reminded all Council Members of the Beresford Area Foundation Meeting to be held following the Homecoming Parade on Sept. 15th.  All Council Members are invited to attend.

South Dakota Municipal League Conference: THE SDML conference will be held in Spearfish Oct. 3-6.  Council Members were asked to let Jerry know if they plan to attend.

Welcome Home for 147th Charlie Battery Unit from Yankton: Jerry received a letter inviting the community to join the community of Yankton in welcoming home the 147th Charlie Battery Unit from their tour of duty in Iraq as Beresford has one returning guardsman who will be in the parade.  Dan Cotton will talk to Bud Girard to see if he would be interested in driving his antique military vehicle in the parade to represent Beresford.

Nuisance Properties: 

· Old Laundromat: Jerry has been in contact with the owners who say they plan to start repairs September 15th.  They will be installing a metal roof on the building along with some other repairs.

· Dupay house on 13th St: Jerry reported that the owner has been working on the house and plans to continue working on it to finish it.

Joint Meeting with School Board & City Council: Tentative plans were made to set up a meeting with the School Board and the City Council to discuss the Community Education subsidy request on September 18th at 6:30.
