Beresford City Council

April 20, 2009

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, April 20, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Rich Spaans, Pete Womack, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Minutes: Akland made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on April 6, 2009, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Public Forum and Visitors:

Scott Munsterman – I-29 Corridor: Mr. Munsterman, Mayor of Brookings, gave a short presentation on the I-29 Corridor project.  The purpose of this project is to promote the development of industry clusters along I-29 among communities on or near the interstate, and develop specific strategies for regional economic development.  He said the amount of money that various communities have contributed has varied from $200 up to $25,000.  In order to get off the ground, the project will need a minimum of $150,000 - $200,000.  They are moving ahead with the approval of a Request for Proposal for consultants to undertake a cluster study analysis of the I-29 corridor region.  The outcome of the analysis will determine the direction the group will take.

Dept. Head Reports:

Kathy Moller – Finance Office: Kathy Moller talked about reinvesting a portion of the funds currently held with SD FIT.  They have a new Fixed Rate Account services provider (PMA Financial Network, Inc.) that will search for and get the best quotes for the City.  The Council suggested that Kathy see what rate SD FIT can get for $1,000,000 and report back at the next meeting.  

Kathy also presented an Identify Theft Prevention Program to the Council.  A motion to adopt the Identity Theft Prevention Program and also naming Kathy Moller as the program administrator with Beth Rasmussen and Elaine Johnson as the committee members, was made by Lambert, second by Womack, motion carried.

The City sales tax for the first quarter of 2009 was also discussed.  Kathy reported that the 2nd penny fund was at 24.63% through March and the 3rd penny fund was at 22.7% of budget.  

Jay Nordquist – Electric Department: Jay recently attended a WAPA (Western Area Power Association) meeting and said that they are planning a 13% increase in January 2010.  He also brought an article recently published by the PUC stating that electric rates statewide will increase 48% by 2015.  Jay feels it is time to consider additional income options for the City.  Loop feeding our transmission line is being considered, which may provide additional revenue. 

Jerry Zeimetz – City Administrator: Jerry reported on his recent meeting with Pat Carey from Banner Engineering.  Together they looked at several issues in the City:


Tendaire Drainage – Jerry, Pat and Dan Andre met with Leon Lease to discuss drainage away from his building.  He would like to see the road between him and the new Casey’s lowered about 2 feet.  It was noted that the township owns the road and that they would need to give the approval to proceed with any lowering of the road.  The recommendation was made that Leon should get together with the township and Casey’s to look at all options available. 


Bank 360 – new parking lot:  Jerry and Pat met with Jay Frink to determine which direction the cars will enter & depart from the parking lot and made sure it is constructed so the water runoff is appropriate there.


North ball field drainage: determined a plan to drain water from the ball fields.  The Parks, Street and Electric Departments are working together on this project.


New golf course cart shed: the area around the cart shed is being cleaned up – the Street & Electric Departments are working in this area.  We are also working with the school to re-use some of the asphalt and gravel that is being torn out from the track.

Jerry also reported that the City will be getting more aggressive with nuisance properties, especially with the anniversary celebration approaching.  Hopefully the spring clean-up and citywide pick-up will encourage people to do most of the clean up on their own.  Tour D’Kota bicycle ride will be going through Beresford on June 6th and stopping at the Fire Station for breakfast.  The 125th Anniversary Committee will be serving the breakfast.  Jerry is also trying to work with Millennium Recycling from Sioux Falls to schedule an electronics pick-up during the citywide clean up.  He is hoping to get more information from them tomorrow and can report back at the next meeting.

Pete Womack – Baseball Update: Councilman Womack reported that for the past 3 weeks volunteers have been cleaning up the ball fields for the season.  They have sold 15 ad signs for the fence around the south field, and volunteers are expanding the concession stand.

Mayor Reports: Mayor Fedderson reported that he attended a Tri-State Economic Development Seminar which emphasized concentrating on your city’s assets and working with other groups and cities to meet your goals.  He also visited with people from Sheldon, Iowa, about the new pool they put in a few years ago.  They worked with Holiday Inn to build a hotel and include an Olympic size indoor pool that is accessible to the city’s residents.  He reported that he, Councilman Cotton, and Jerry Zeimetz attended the GOED Conference in Pierre and that the seminars there were very informative.  The 125th Anniversary preparations are moving forward and there is still room on various committees for more volunteers.

Unfinished Business:

Consider Full-Time Hire for Police Department: Chief Christensen reported that his committee interviewed 4 applicants for the police officer position and have recommended hiring Mike Schurch.  Officer Schurch currently works for the Beresford Police Department on a part-time basis and is a resident of Beresford.  He is also currently going through police training and will graduate in May, and then will go on to Pierre for 2 weeks of final training.   A motion to hire Mike Schurch prior to his certification for the full-time position of police officer at $13.38/hour was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Chief Christensen would like to hire John Phaler as a part-time police officer.  Officer Phaler currently works as a deputy sheriff in Union County.  A motion to approve hiring John Phaler as a part-time police officer at $10.50/hour was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.

Larry stated that Lyle Savey will continue to work part-time in the police department but those hours will be limited.  The Council feels that his pay for part-time officer should be changed from $18.34 to the top of the part-time scale, which is $13.81.  A motion to change Lyle Savey’s part-time wage to $13.81/hour was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

New Business:

Resolution 2009-06 – Canvas Results of 2009 Election: After review of the poll books, a motion was made by Spaans, second by Cotton, to adopt Resolution 2009-06, motion carried.

Discussion & Information items:

DOT Transportation Enhancement Stimulus Funds: The SD DOT just announced funding for the Transportation Enhancement Stimulus Program, which Jerry feels may help fund the bike path – 81.95% would be a federal grant and 18.05% would come from the City.  A motion giving City Administrator Zeimetz authority to work with SEACOG to put the grant together was made by Lambert, second by Womack, motion carried.

Swimming Pool: Jerry announced that the City Swimming Pool WILL be open this summer.  Apparently there is a rumor around town that the pool will be closed, which is not true.  He also stated that Kelly Knutson is working on getting prices for the drain guard and the guard will be installed prior to the opening of the pool.

Mosquito Control Grant Approved: The City was awarded a grant for mosquito control chemicals.  The chemicals will be picked up on April 30th.

Lewis & Clark Stimulus Funding & Request for Payment: Lewis & Clark has been awarded an additional $56.5 million in stimulus funding, which should accelerate construction by two years.  On a different note, the City just received a bill from Lewis & Clark for $165,256.70 for 2007 and 2008 indexing, which was news to both Kathy and Jerry.  Jerry spoke with Troy Larson, Executive Director of L & C and told him that the City has nothing budgeted for this in 2009 and we will have to look at our options in 2010.  Councilman Cotton stated that this additional payment does not have to be paid until everything is done and then L & C will see what is actually owed.  Jerry will ask Troy Larson to attend the next Council Meeting to explain this to the Council and give an update on Lewis & Clark.

City of Beresford 2008 Drinking Water Certificate of Achievement Award: The Beresford Water System has been awarded a Certificate of Achievement Award for 2008.  Congratulations to all of the water treatment staff!
