May 17, 2010

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, May 17, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Tom Erickson and Troy Doeden.

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Teresa Kaltenbach & Gary Lambert.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Cotton, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Doeden made the motion to approve the minutes from the Special Meeting held on May 13, 2010, second by Akland, motion carried.  Akland made the motion to approve the minutes from the Special Meeting on May 14, 2010, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Public Works Committee: Council members Erickson, Kaltenbach and Cotton met with the Street Department.  Councilman Erickson reported that things are working out well at the present time.  The members of the Street Department did question why the issue of hiring a replacement for Superintendent Andre wasn’t taken care of prior to his retirement.  At this time the Council did authorize advertising for a Street/Water/Sewer Superintendent in a motion by Erickson, second by Cotton, motion carried.  Councilman Cotton also reported that Jay Nordquist, Electric Department Superintendent would like to hire an intern from one of the area votech schools for approximately 1,000 hours.  A motion to hire an electric lineman student for summer employment for the electric department was approved in a motion by Cotton, second by Akland, motion carried.

At 7:40 p.m. City Attorney, Tom Frieberg joined the meeting.

Mayor Fedderson assigned the Education & Transportation Committee to meet with their departments and report at the next Council Meeting.

Old Business

2010 Subsidy Drawn Down Request – Community Bus: Councilman Cotton spoke with Winnie Jo with the Rural Office of Community Services in Lake Andes about funding for the community bus for 2010 and was told that the program is currently in good financial condition so the subsidy isn’t needed.  She did, however, request that the City keep them in mind for a 2011 subsidy.  The 2010 Subsidy Draw Down Request by the Community Bus was turned down in a motion by Erickson, second by Doeden, motion carried.

Authorize Mayor to Sign Small Community Planning Grant Applications for Water & Wastewater Systems: A motion was made by Erickson, second by Akland, authorizing the Mayor to sign the Small Community Planning Grant Application for Water & Wastewater Systems, motion carried.

Authorize Mayor to Sign Administrative Services Agreement with SECOG for EECBG Grant: A motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the Administrative Services Agreement with SECOG for the EECBG Grant was made by Erickson, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Step Pay Increase for Patti Bickett: Patti is due for a step pay increase effective 5/17/10 and Kathy Moller reported that she is doing an excellent job at City Hall and recommends the increase.  A motion for a step pay increase for Patti Bickett to $15.60/hour was made by Akland, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Request to Close Portion of East Main St. in front of Karmazin Family Dentistry, July 9th: The new owners of the dental office, Neighborhood Dental, have requested closing a portion of E. Main St. on July 9th for a grand opening celebration.  A motion approving the closing of E. Main St. on July 9, 2010 was made by Erickson, second by Akland, motion carried.

Drinking Water Achievement Award to City of Beresford: City Administrator Zeimetz said the City has again received the Drinking Water Achievement Award thanks to the excellent work by the Water Department.
