Beresford City Council

March 21, 2005
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on March 21, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Larry Bork, Merlyn Brosz, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert. 

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made Spaans, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on March 7, 2005, were approved on a motion by Brosz, second by Womack, motion carried.

Public Hearing:

Rezoning request from Len & Diane Hofer: There was no one present to object to Len & Diane Hofer’s request to rezone their property from residential to general business for the purpose of a seasonal nursery business.  They are also going to construct a greenhouse on the premises.  On a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, approval was given to rezone the Hofer property to general business, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Susie Macklem – Beresford Saddle Club: Susie was present to inform the council of what is happening at the Saddle Club for the year.  She also wanted to thank the City for the restrooms that were provided last year.  

She stated that with the improvements that have been made over the past few years have made the grounds more in-demand for rodeo and tractor pulling events.  She distributed pictures of the improvements and changes that have been made.  

Susie also requested the City’s help in obtaining portable toilets for the Tractor Pull.  The saddle club would like to pour cement for a shaded picnic area; the council waived the fee for the building permit.  

A new sign has been constructed but the poles on the current sign are broken and need to be replaced.  Jay Nordquist will check on getting poles and putting them in the ground.

On a motion by Bork, second by Lambert, approval was granted for purchase of the Tufco Top Dresser, motion carried.

On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Bork, approval was granted for purchase of the Toro Workhorse Utility Vehicle, motion carried.

Advertising for bids for the sprayer will be published and the bid will be awarded at the next Council Meeting.

Kelly Knutson – Addition to Bridges Maintenance Shed, Bridges Golf Course Update:  There was discussion on city employees building a 30’ x 30’ addition on the west side of the existing golf course shed to house the irrigation computer system, office space, chemical storage and restroom.  The new addition would be heated and the other side will be cold storage.  Kelly estimates that the cost of this should be around $9,000.00.  Approval for the golf course maintenance shed addition was granted on a motion by Bork, second by Womack, motion carried.

Kelly is currently working on getting prices from various tree movers to move approximately 25-30 trees around the golf course.  He is also working on securing donations for tee markers on each hold.  These tee markers will be sponsored by various businesses and will list the business name, the hole number, the distance, and the layout of the hole.  The business’s logo and individual colors will be on each plaque.

Unfinished Business:

Consider Bids for Sub-Base: The City advertised for bids for Sub-Base and received 2, as follows:

On a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, the bid from Rechnagel Construction in the amount of $5.40/ton was approved, motion carried.

Approve purchase of street sweeper: The City of Hot Springs accepted competitive bids for the purchase of three-wheel broom street sweeper with belt conveyor on January 18, 2005.  The lowest responsible bid they received was from Sanitation Products, Inc., Sioux Falls, SD, in the amount of $122,035 for a Pelican SE Street Sweeper with a single gutter broom, mechanically driven.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Bork, purchase of the Pelican SE Street Sweeper, using the bid secured by the City of Hot Springs in the amount of $122,035 was approved.  Motion carried.  After a $26,000.00 down payment, the remainder of the purchase will be financed on a 4-year lease purchase.  We will surplus out our old sweeper and hope to get $20,000 - $25,000 for it.  

Council Members Gary Lambert, Chuck Von Eschen, and Pete Womack were appointed as the Board of Appraisers to determine a value for the 1990 Elgin Street Sweeper.  On a motion by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, the sweeper surplus price was set at a minimum of $15,000.00 and approval was granted to advertise for bids.  Motion carried.

New Business: 

Emergency Purchase of Underground Wire: Jay Nordquist has been working on ordering 4/0 wire for the Bridges Housing Development Project.  Jay received quotes from 3 suppliers, WESCO, Border States Electric, and Resco.  The wire is needed within 4 weeks and WESCO was the only one that could guarantee delivery by  mid-April.  Border States was 24 weeks from delivery and Resco was 16 weeks from delivery.  Request was 
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made to declare an emergency purchase of the underground wire.   On a motion by Bork, second by Von Eschen, an emergency purchase was declared and approval to purchase the wire from WESCO for $1.864 per foot was granted, motion carried. 

Request from Lincoln County to remove assessment for Oris & Susan Hove: Lincoln County has requested to remove the assessment for Hove’s as they had the structure removed from their property.  On a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, approval to remove the structure assessment on Lots 1 & 2, Blk 13, Armours Add., (parcel #260.20.12.002) Lincoln County was given, motion carried.

DGR Final Documents on Sub-Station: We have received the final documentation and pay request #11 (final) for the Electric Sub-Station in the amount of $90,111.61.  On a motion by Bork, second by Womack, pay request #11 in the amount of $90,111.61 was approved for payment and final documents were approved for the Mayor’s signature, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:
Jerry informed the Council members that the Lincoln County Planning & Zoning Board will be meeting on March 29th at 7:00 p.m. in Canton for the purpose of receiving public input on the updated Lincoln County Comprehensive Plan, and that all Council Members are invited to attend.  

Keith Kropuenske & Larry Christensen - Crosswalk at Bright Beginnings Daycare: Keith Kropuenske, Bright Beginnings board member, and Larry Christensen were present to discuss the children from Bright Beginnings crossing the street from their building to the Elementary School building.   As there is a lot of traffic on that street in the morning and after school, plus a lot of cars parked along both sides of the street, it is very dangerous for the children crossing the street.

All Council Members were in agreement that a crosswalk should be added between Bright Beginnings Daycare Buildings and the Elementary School.  Police Chief Christensen will have the painting done and get the appropriate signs installed.

Goal Setting Session Chamber/City/BEDCO/ Schools/Ministerial Association: Jerry and Mayor Palmer recently attended a joint meeting with the Chamber, BEDCO & Schools, sponsored by the Chamber of Commerce.  The goal was to discuss working together to market our community.  Each group will be asked to contribute financially to the marketing plan.  The exact marketing plan has not been determined yet.  When more plans and cost estimates are established, Jerry will bring that information to the Council for approval.  

Set Meeting of Local Review Board: The City Council and School Board will sit as the local review board to review 38 parcels of land in the city.  The meeting will begin at 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, March 22, 2005, at the Library, and each landowner will have approximately 5 minutes.  

Jerry stated that almost all land values in the community have increased, but this has nothing to do with the Bridges lot sales.  Land assessment is determined by previous property sales, not anticipated sales.

Beresford CATV Board Meeting: The Beresford CATV Board Meeting will be held prior to the next Council Meeting on Monday, April 4th, at 6:30 p.m.  The purpose for the meeting is to review the rate study information.
