Beresford City Council

September 4, 2007

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on September 4, 2007, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent:  Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Womack, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on August 20th and August 29th, 2007 were approved on a motion by Spaans, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Darlene Zweifel: Since the last council meeting, each member has viewed Darlene’s property to determine if a sidewalk should be required. According to the ordinance, any waiver to the requirement that sidewalks be installed on new construction requires approval from the City Council. After much discussion a motion was made by Akland to grant a waiver to the sidewalk requirement for Darlene Zweifel on the grounds that there are no other sidewalks in the area, however if future growth in her neighborhood or within the City of Beresford requires sidewalks she may be required to install one, second by Womack, motion carried.    

Unfinished Business:

2nd Reading Ordinance 05-2007: Ordinance 05-2007, an ordinance rezoning and amending the zoning regulations for the City of Beresford was given its second reading and adopted on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Intersection of N. 1st St. and East Short St.: The plat is completed, once signed by Bill Dolan & Terry Dolan, it will be sent to Lincoln County Courthouse, and transferred over to the City.   

Additional Storage at Community Center: The City Administrator commented that he is waiting on 2 more quotes for the storage construction. No action was taken. 

New Business:

First Reading Fiscal year 2008 Appropriation Ordinance: Ordinance 01-2008, Fiscal Year 2008 Appropriation Ordinance, was given its first reading and placed on file.

Gas Quote: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less tax. A motion was made by Womack to accept the quote, second by Spaans, motion carried.  

Request to open union negotiations with IBEW Local 426: Mayor Palmer received a letter from the IBEW Local 426 requesting to open union negotiations. Council Members Von Eschen, Akland, Cotton along with Jerry Zeimetz and Tom Frieberg will get together and review the contract. 

Request from Beresford School District to use Community Center as an evacuation site: The Beresford School District Superintendent Brian Field sent a letter to the council requesting to use the Community Center as an evacuation site. Von Eschen made the motion to grant the request, second by Akland, motion carried.  

Step Pay Increase: A motion to approve a step pay increase for Greg Bates effective September 6, 2007, from $12.10/hour to $12.46/hour was made by Spaans, second by Womack, motion carried.
Authorize Mayor to sign Project and Environmental Certifying Officer Resolution: A motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland to authorize the Mayor as the Project and Environmental Certifying Officer, motion carried.
