The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, July 20, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.
Minutes: Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on July 6, 2009, second by Erickson, motion carried.  At this time, Finance Officer Kathy Moller reported that there should be a correction made in the June 15th Minutes: under the Payment of Bills for the payment to Asphalt Surfacing, it was written as $43,500 but it should have been $3,500.

Department Head Reports:

Todd Hansen – CATV Rates: Todd came to the meeting to discuss the possibility of raising the cable TV rates.  At this time the Council recessed and met as the Cablevision Board.

At 7:47 the Council reconvened.

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Education and Transportation Committee: Councilman Cotton, speaking for the Education & Transportation Committee, said he talked with some of the Community Bus employees.  They asked him to find out who is on their board as there have not been any board meetings in quite some time.  The Committee, consisting of Akland, Spaans, and Cotton, will find this information for the Community Bus employees and get that to them and see if the meetings can be reinstated.

Unfinished Business:
Request for Draw down from Community Education – Director, Brent Palmer: Community Education Director Brent Palmer presented a detailed financial report for the City Council as they had requested, showing the net expenses and profits for the program.  A motion to approve the $10,000 draw down request for Community Education was made by Erickson, second by Lambert, motion carried.

115 KV Loop Project with City of Vermillion – Resolution to Authorize Financing: Jay Nordquist, Jerry Zeimetz, Dan Cotton, Jim Fedderson and City Attorney Tom Frieberg met with some members of the Vermillion City Council, engineers, and electric department to discuss the possible 115 KV Loop project between Beresford & Vermillion.  This project is to be tied in with the T-1 project with Missouri River Energy.  At this time there are a lot of unknowns making it hard to proceed.  Vermillion needs an answer ASAP but Missouri River is not looking favorably at the Beresford/Vermillion merger in terms of leasing the facilities.  Missouri River won’t be able to give us an answer until mid-September at the earliest, which may be too late for Vermillion.  Tom Frieberg said for now the Council could approve the publishing of the Bond Resolution and fill out the application for the Missouri River project and then meet again with Missouri River Energy to see if any decisions have been made, and then go from there.  A motion to approve Resolution 2009-11, A Resolution Authorizing the Issuance of Electric Revenue Bonds; Pledging Certain Revenues of the City to the Payment of Said Bonds; Authorizing Officers of the City to Approve, Execute and Deliver Certain Agreements and Documents Relating to the Bonds, was made by Cotton, second by Akland, with all councilmembers present voting yes.  Motion carried.

New Business:

Step Pay Increase for Aaron Jurgensen: A motion to approve a step pay increase for Police Officer Aaron Jurgensen to $15.88/hour effective July 24, 2009, was made by Erickson, second by Spaans, motion carried.

City Farm Land – Set Value: City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz reported that there is a business currently interested in purchasing some land here and opening a business that would employ approximately 20 people.  They are looking for possibly up to 10 acres.  Attorney Frieberg recommended the Council go into executive session at the end of the meeting to set the land value.

Beresford Telephone & Cablevision Open House: BMTC & Beresford Cablevision will be having a Customer Appreciation Open House on August 13 and all City Council members are invited to attend.
