March 21, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, March 21, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, and Teresa Kaltenbach  

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson questioned the minutes regarding the annual appointment of City officer’s and employees. The concurrence of the Council at the March 7, 2011 meeting was that only those officers as required by South Dakota Law and or Beresford’s Home Rule Charter will be appointed at the 1st City Council meeting in May. The March 7, 2011 minutes will be changed to reflect that. Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on March 7, 2011 second by Lambert, motion carried.

Local Board of Equalization meets: At 7:34 p.m. Council recessed to meet as the 2011 Board of Equalization Hearing. Union County had one appeal. There were no appeals from Lincoln County. At 7:39 p.m. the council reconvened in regular session.

Wheels and Squeals Event: Eric VanderStouwe and Gerald Dahlin, representing Wheels and Squeals, were present to request permission to move the burn out contest downtown. They are looking to install a concrete pad approximately 15 x 25 ft. They feel downtown is more suitable for parking and will keep the crowd downtown by the other events. After discussing, the Council asked them to talk with Street Superintendent Don Hubert for a suggestion on a site.

Council member Cotton made the motion to accept the report, Akland second. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.
