Beresford City Council

November 6, 2006

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on November 6, 2006, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer, presiding, Wayne Akland, Gary Lambert, Chuck Von Eschen, Rich Spaans.

Members absent: Pete Womack, Dan Cotton.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on October 16, 2006 were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.   

Public Hearing:

Proposed Resolution of Necessity on N. 1st Street Improvements: The residents of North 1st Street were present to discuss the Resolution of Necessity for N. 1st Street.  Since the proposed Resolution of Necessity has been published, we can now go forward with the final Resolution.  All the property owners received an estimate of the costs.  It was stated that the costs received are the city engineers estimate based on comparable projects they have done; the actual costs won’t be known until the bids are received.  The property owners were advised if costs come in higher than expected, those bids could be rejected.  The property owners stated that they are ready to proceed.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland, to adopt Resolution 2006-19 a Resolution of Necessity for N. 1st Street Improvements using 7% as the interest rate over five years.  Motion carried.  This project will be bid in spring 2007.

Public Forum & Visitors: 

Bob Andrews – Hog Nursery: Mr. Andrews stated that he feels he is fighting a losing battle because people are not educated in this area and automatically think it will be bad for the community.  There were several area farmers in attendance at the meeting.  Larry Andrews asked if the City is interested in supporting the farmers and working together or driving them away.  He feels that the City would gain revenue from a business like this.  Councilman Lambert reported that most of the Council members have had numerous phone calls regarding the hog nursery and feels that it is more emotion vs. facts.  Technology has really changed these structures for the better and the odor is significantly less than it was in the 70’s & 80’s.  We need to look at the scientific side before making any decision.  Gary had also visited with someone who owns a hog unit 1 mile south of Palisades State Park.  This gentleman visits the park regularly to see if there is any problem with odor from his hog unit, and has been told that they have only been able to smell it one or two days in the 7 years it has been there.  Bob Andrews was asked if he thought there was a chance he would switch to large hogs in the future and he said no as he would have to go through the same process to make any changes.  He also stated that the location for the hog nursery is on the other side of a hill and can’t even be seen from the City.  

Mayor Palmer suggested that we hold a public meeting to give Bob Andrews the opportunity to educate the City residents about this proposal.  The City will advertise the meeting in the Beresford Republic and possibly have it at the Elementary Gym, if possible, on December 18th.  Jerry Zeimetz will contact Mr. Andrews when the arrangements have been made.

Brian Clausen & Pat Cleberg Representing Community Foundation – Community Assessment:  Mr. Clausen & Mr. Cleberg presented the Resource Assessment Program, which they feel would be very beneficial to the Beresford community.  The program consists of 5-7 professionals in the areas of community economic development, affordable housing, health care, tourism, just to name a few, who would come to Beresford to hold meetings and visit with residents to get an idea of where we’re headed as a community.  They would then put together a report showing the priorities for the City, along with quality of life issues.  The fees to participate in the program would be paid through the Beresford Community Foundation.  They also stated that the program is just in the beginning stages and a still a ways off, but they need to know if cities are interested in participating in order to proceed.  Mayor Palmer feels that a lot of benefits could come from this program and stated that the City Council will help in any way possible.

Pastor Bob Hansen, Representing Lutheran Social Services – Disposal of the old Bethesda Nursing Home:  Pastor Hansen is on the Lutheran Social Services Board of Directors and was asked to approach the Council about their plans to tear down the old Bethesda Nursing Home.  They feel the building is a danger due to the roof caving in and the floor is sagging in several areas.  As LSS is non-profit, they are asking that they be allowed to bring the rubble from the building to the City Landfill at no charge.  They are also requesting fill dirt to fill in the hole left from the building.  They would like to start this project as soon as possible this winter.  The asbestos has been removed.  It was reported that in the past when the Methodist Church was torn down, they paid $2.00/cubic yard to bring the debris to the Landfill.  The City Council would like to work with LSS.  Pat Carey from Banner Engineering will be in town on Wednesday; Jerry will have him look at the landfill to see if there is room for that amount of debris, and then Jerry will bring a recommendation to the next Council Meeting.  Pastor Hansen was asked to find out from LSS how soon they would like to get started.

Woody Woodsend – Dougherty & Co., Financing Options for Lewis & Clark Rural Water Payoff: Mr. Woodsend was present tonight to discuss financing options to payoff the City’s share of the Lewis & Clark water project.  The payoff as of today is $1,793,452.00.  There are also back dues of $31,342.00 for the excess capacity that the City purchased that need to be paid.  Jerry had asked Woody to figure several options using the $1,793,452.00 amount.  As the City does not have a Lewis & Clark payment due until 2008, there will be enough revenue by the end of the year to pay the back dues of $31,342.00.  Woody recommends that the Council consider general obligation bonds as they carry a better interest rate.  A special election would be required to issue a general obligation bond.   Existing Lewis & Clark water fees would be used to pay back the bond.  It is anticipated that the fee in place now would be sufficient to cover the bond payments.  The council will consider setting an election date of January 23, 2007 at their next meeting.

New Business:

13th Street Bike Path Safety Concerns: Jerry visited with Banner Engineering and they stated that rumble strips would probably not be the best option as they could cause bikers to lose control of their bikes.  Jay Nordquist has ordered 4 yellow flashing lights and Kelly Knutson ordered additional signs that will be installed under the flashing lights to further identify the bike path.  It was also stated that the paint dividing the street from the bike path needs to be brighter.

Gas Quotes: One gas quote was received from Total Stop for $2.03 unleaded and $1.99 ethanol.  A motion to accept the bid from Total Stop was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Appointments to Lincoln County Economic Development Board: A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Akland, nominating Dan Cotton to a position on the Lincoln County Economic Development Board, motion carried.

Pay Request #2, Community Center/Clubhouse: Pay Request #2 to Daniels Construction in the amount of $19,880.50 was approved in a motion by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, motion carried.  Jerry did deduct the cost of the kitchen equipment since it won’t be needed for 4-5 months. 

Change Order #2, Community Center/Clubhouse: Change Order #2 to Daniels Construction a reduction in the contract cost by $425 was approved in a motion by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.  

SDMEA Mutual Aid Agreement: The South Dakota Municipal Electric Association recently sent a blanket Mutual Aid Agreement for Power Outage Assistance to all its members in the case of any power outage emergencies.  Remembering past storms, such as the ice storm last year and the tornadoes in 2003, the Council feels this would be beneficial for Beresford to be included in.  A motion was made by Spaans, second by Von Eschen, giving approval for the Mayor to sign the agreement, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Council/Employee Christmas Party: In the past, all Council Members and City Employees have been given $30 Beresford scrip money in lieu of a Christmas party, which has been very well received.  Everyone agreed to continue that again this year.

Missouri River Legislative Meeting: Jerry Zeimetz reminded all Council Members of the Legislative Meeting to be held on Friday, November 10 at 11:30 a.m. at Stone Hearth Café with Senator Ken Albers, Rep. Joel Dykstra, Rep. Maggie Gillespie, Missouri River Energy Services, and Beresford Municipal Utilities.  The purpose of the meeting is to update these people on changes in the electric industry.
