The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, November 2, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton, Teresa Kaltenbach.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.
Minutes: Spaans made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on October 19, 2009, second by Erickson, voting aye Akland, Erickson, Lambert, Kaltenbach and Spaans, voting nay, Cotton. Motion carried.   

Public Hearings:

Application for location transfer of Malt Beverage license: Council member Cotton made the motion to transfer the malt beverage license for Casey’s Retail Company from 803 W Cedar to 910 W Cedar. Akland second the motion, all council member present voted aye, motion carried.

Committee / Mayor Reports

Mayor Reports: Mayor Fedderson reported on the 911 Commission Meeting that Chief Larry Christensen, council member Dan Cotton and himself attended. The Commission is stating the City of Beresford is an illegal 911-service provider. Council member Akland stated that in 1988 the City spent $300,000 to update the telephone switch for 911 calls. The Commission is looking to shut down numerous centers if they don’t follow certain guidelines. Mayor Fedderson stated that we are following all federal guidelines, and asked City attorney Frieberg to write a letter to the Commission. 

Unfinished Business:

Recreational Vehicle Parking Ordinance – 1st Reading: City Attorney Frieberg along with the Planning & Zoning board reviewed the recreational vehicle parking ordinance. Erickson asked to define and add property-zoned areas to the ordinance. It was also stated that Campgrounds and Mobile Home Parks would be exempt from this ordinance. Ordinance #4-2009 was given its first reading and placed on file. 

Rubble Site Winter Hours & Staffing Levels: Mayor Fedderson stated that he met with Landfill Attendant Jim Wiese. Jim is requesting the winter off.  The Council discussed options and hours. Council member Lambert made the motion, starting December 1, 2009 until April 1, 2010 to be open on Saturdays only from 9 am to 12 noon and 1 pm to 4 pm. Erickson second the motion, all present council members voted aye, motion carried. Dan Cotton made the motion to advertise for a Landfill Attendant for the winter hours, Erickson seconded the motion. Motion carried.

New Business:

Gas Quotes: Only one gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes. A motion was made by Lambert to accept the bid, second by Akland. All council members present voted aye, motion carried.
Part-time hire for dispatch: Council member Akland made the motion to hire Garrett Hamersma at $10.50/hr. for part-time dispatch. Erickson second the motion, all council members present voted aye, motion carried. 

Discussion & Information Items:

Energy Efficiency Conservation Block Grants Available: Jerry Zeimetz explained to the council an energy efficiency grant that will cover up to 100% of the cost is available to improve City buildings and structures. Mayor Fedderson and Zeimetz met with Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist about the grant. They discussed possible street light improvements and the savings it would provide. The Library and City Hall furnace and air conditioning systems were also discussed along with the lighting and windows at City Hall. The deadline for the grant is December 1, 2009. Jerry Zeimetz will do a follow up report at the November 16, 2009 council meeting. 

Groundwater rules for Drinking Water Systems: Street/Water/Sewer Superintendent Dan Andre asked Jerry Zeimetz to discuss information with the council on new groundwater rules for drinking water. A more thorough investigation will be performed than has in the past. If the council has any questions, they were asked to contact Dan Andre. 

Beresford Economic Development Corporation: The annual meeting of the members of the Beresford Economic Development Corporation will be held at the November 16, 2009 City Council meeting.
