The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, February 1, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, and Rich Spaans.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Cotton, motion carried.
Minutes: Akland made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on January 19, 2010 second by Erickson. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.   

Committee/Mayor Reports:

Finance and Utility Committee: Tabled to the February 16, 2010 council meeting.

Unfinished Business:

Appointment to HRC board: Council member Lambert made the motion to appoint Woody Houser to the Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission, with his term expiring November 2012. Akland seconded the motion, all present council members vote aye, motion carried.

New Business:

Gas Quotes: One gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes. A motion was made by Erickson to accept the bid, second by Lambert. All council members present voted aye, motion carried.
Sub-base and asphalt surfacing: Council member Spaans made the motion to advertise for sub- base and asphalt surfacing. Cotton seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Wage Increase: Beresford Municipal Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist sent a statement to the council recommending Joe Knutson for his step pay increase. Mr. Nordquist stated that Joe is a good employee and is currently working on his 3rd year journeyman book. Council member Erickson made the motion to approve the wage increase from $23.71 to $24.32 an hour, effective February 6, 2010. Kaltenbach seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.   

Discussion & Information Items:
Update on E-911: On January 29, 2010 Jerry Zeimetz, Dan Cotton, Todd Hanson, and Larry Christensen met with Qwest representatives to work on a way around the required 2 men on duty at all times in the dispatch office. SD Senator Maggie Gillespie recently introduced a bill to the house to look at the population of the city rather than a required 2 men on duty at all times requirement. Jerry Zeimetz, Dan Cotton and Jim Fedderson will be going to Pierre on February 2, 2010 to discuss the E-911 rules. Council member Cotton asked all the council members to write a letter to the legislature, expressing your concern over this new rule. No action taken.  

Request to remove mulch at rubble site: Donnie Weiland recently requested permission to remove mulch from the City rubble site. The State of SD stated that they have no problem with this request, and Street/Water/Sewer Superintendent Dan Andre stated that he is okay with the request. City Attorney Frieberg will work on an agreement with Weiland.  

Thank you letter: The City Council received a Thank-you letter from Beresford Faith In Action for the $5,600 subsidy that they received. 

Request for City crews to pick up branches after winter storm: City residences have requested assistance with fallen tree branches from the recent snow/ice storm. After the council discussed different options, it was decided to wait until the City wide clean up in the spring. 

Reschedule Council Meeting: Due to the President’s Day holiday, Council member Akland made the motion to move the Monday February 15, 2010 council meeting to Tuesday February 16, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. Erickson seconded the motion, all present council members voted aye, motion carried.
