Beresford City Council

October 17, 2005
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on October 17, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on October 3, 2005, were approved on a motion by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Larry Nelson – Lewis & Clark Commitment Agreement: Attorney Larry Nelson was present to brief the Council on the 2006 Lewis & Clark Commitment Agreement.  The main change to the agreement is that the City will only be billed for water we use.  Any community can bid on unused water each month (if any).   Once the water gets to the meter, it is ours.  We can do whatever we want with it except we cannot use the Lewis & Clark water line to transport water elsewhere.   A motion to authorize Mayor Palmer to sign the Commitment Agreement was made by Cotton, second by Akland, motion carried.  A motion to allow Larry Nelson to enter an opinion letter for the City was made on a motion by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:

Water Heater Rebate Program: A new Water Heater Rebate Program has been established with the following requirements:

1. The electric water heater must be new and be of a 40-gallon capacity or larger.

2. The customer must allow the utility company to install and maintain a load management controller on each water heater, which would allow 100% control during peak demand periods.

3. The rebate is good for the replacement of an existing gas hot water heater as well as for new construction.  The new water heater must be purchased from a Beresford retailer or licensed plumber.  The existing gas water heater must be removed from the premises.  An inspection will be completed by the Beresford Municipal Electric Department.

4. Only one rebate is allowed per household.  

5. The replacement of an existing electric water heater does not qualify for the rebate.

The maximum rebate amount is $150.00, with an additional $50.00 rebate available if additional electrical work is requirement for the installation.  A motion to approve the updated Water Heater Rebate Program was made by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Garbage Contract: Fischer Disposal’s contract with the City is up 12/31/05.  We have been contacted by 3 different companies that would like to bid.  Jerry is hoping to have the contract out to possible bidders by October 24th and open them for the 2nd meeting in November.

New Business: 

Appointment of 2006 Representative to SECOG Board: Earlier in the year Bruce Odson was appointed to fill out a term for 2005.  It is now time to appoint a new member for the 2006-year or reappoint Mr. Odson.  Rich Spaans made a motion to appoint Jay Frink to the SECOG Board for the year 2006, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Hire part-time bartender for Liquor Store: Dee has requested hiring Hannah Baily as a part-time bartender as she is always in need of part-time help.  Approval to hire Hannah Baily at $7.00/hour for the Beresford Municipal Liquor Store was made on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, motion carried.  Larry Christensen will conduct a background check.

 Hearing Date for Total Stop On-Off Sale Malt Beverage License:  Total Stop Convenience Store has applied for an on-off sale malt beverage license.  They plan to add video lottery at a later date and will add on-sale malt beverage at that time.  The hearing date for Total Stop’s on-off malt beverage license has been set for November 7 on a motion by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:
Bridges Golf Course Project Update: Pay Wyss of Wyss Associates did a final walk-through of the Bridges Golf Course today.  He stated that he is very happy with the construction to date.  The practice facilities are coming along well and the tee boxes should be ready soon.  Bethesda has donated 115 trees which will be moved in next week.  The Bridges Advisory Board is working on golf fees, trying to keep the rates affordable for the community.  Mayor Palmer stated that the Board has done a lot of good work in the last two months.  Six housing lots have been sold to date.  We will work on planting grass on the bare lots before winter so they won’t be full of weeds in the spring.  

Nuisance Properties: Wayne Akland pointed out that the old Laundromat located next to First Insurance is in bad shape – there is a large hole in the roof of the building.  Jerry will ask the City Building Inspector, Thure Swanson, to look into this.

Nudity Ordinance Update:  Tom is still waiting for McCook County to finalize their ordinance so we can see what they are doing.  He will check with the McCook County authorities again to see what they have decided there.
