January 22, 2008

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Tuesday, 

January 22, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer, presiding, Chuck Von Eschen. Dan Cotton, Pete Womack, Gary Lambert.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent:  Wayne Akland, Rich Spaans.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Womack, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on January 7, 2008, were approved on a motion by Womack, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Public Hearing:
Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. – 1-Day Malt Beverage License: Finance Officer, Kathy Moller, reported that the Fire Department has paid the fee for the 1-Day Malt Beverage License and there has been no opposition to their application.  A motion was made by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, to approve the application for the Beresford Fire Department for a 1-Day Malt Beverage License for January 26, 2008, motion carried.

Department Head Reports:

Finance Officer, Kathy Moller:

. 2006 Audit Report: Kathy distributed a copy of the 2006 Audit Report to the Council Members with a brief explanation of the findings contained in the report.  Many other area towns are now having CPA’s prepare their annual GASB reports so she is looking into having this done by a CPA in the future.  

. District 3 Annual Meeting in Beresford: Kathy also reported that the District 3 Annual Meeting will be held in Beresford at the Bridges at Beresford Community Center on Thursday, April 3rd.  There will be approximately 155 people in attendance.  She is working on the arrangements for the meeting, which includes a social hour, meal, and meeting.  

Unfinished Business: 

Swimming Pool Request for Proposals – Agreement with Burbach Aquatics: Esther Zoss was present to represent the Swimming Pool Committee.  She stated that after reviewing the updated agreement with Burbach Aquatics, the committee would like to recommend hiring Burbach for Phase I, Step 1 & 2 at a cost of $8,500 for Phase I, Step 1, and $35,000 for Phase I, Step 2.  In the event the City would like Burbach Aquatics to continue with Phase II & Phase III, Burbach will credit back to the City 80% of the stipulated amounts for Phase I, Step1 & 2, which will be applied against Phase II basic compensation.  Step 1 consists of an evaluation of the existing swimming pool facility and Step 2 consists of an evaluation of the proposed site to determine the size, needs, construction and operating costs, and development of a conceptual design of an aquatic facility to best meet the community’s needs.

A motion was made by Womack, second by Von Eschen, to accept the proposal from Burbach Aquatics, with a nay vote from Cotton the motion did not carry.  The topic will be reconsidered at the next council meeting when the full Council is present.

Purchase of M & M Building: The owner of the former M & M building has agreed to a purchase price of $10,000.00.  He would like to close on the sale by the end of January.  Approval to purchase the building for $10,000 was given in a motion by Womack, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Declare ’92 Digger Derrick Truck Surplus: City Attorney, Tom Frieberg, said that state law allows the City to sell surplus property to another municipality upon such terms and conditions that may be determined and agreed upon by each of the governing bodies.  Jay Nordquist has said that the city of Wessington Springs would like to purchase the truck for $16,000.  The trade-in price given at the time the new truck was ordered was $8,000.00.  A motion was made by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, giving approval to negotiate directly with Wessington Springs for the sale of the ’92 Digger Derrick truck, motion carried.

Update on Hyperion Project – Resolution of Welcome & Support: Jerry reported that in addition to BEDCO adopting a Resolution of Welcome and Support to Hyperion, the Beresford Chamber has also adopted a Resolution.  Does the Council want to publicly adopt a resolution of support on behalf of the City?  The Council would like to address this at the next meeting when all the Council Members are present.

New Business: 

Community Education Subsidy – Request for Draw Down: Beresford Community Education has submitted their Municipal Subsidy Draw Down Request form in the amount of $30,000.00 for 2008.  This subsidy will be taken from the general budget.

Golf Course Rates 2008:  A motion to approve Resolution 2008-01 Bridges Golf Course Fees was made by Womack, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

The Council also suggested implementing some “fall specials” on weekdays when the course is less busy.  Kelly Knutson, GC Superintendent, said he would work with Mike on this.

2008 Swimming Pool Fees:  Swimming pool fees have not been raised in six years.  Kelly Knutson submitted a proposal to raise the family season pass from $45 to $60 and the pool party fee from $50 to $100.  A motion to approve swimming pool fees increase was made by Womack, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

2008 Agreement with SDDOT for Sweeping SD Hwy 46: Jerry distributed a lease with the South Dakota Department of Transportation for 2008 for sweeping Highway 46.  A motion to approve the 2008 lease was made by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Step Pay Increase Per Union Agreement: Aaron Jurgensen is due for a step pay increase from $13.32 to $13.71 on 1/24/08 per the union agreement.  A motion to approve the pay increase for Police Officer Aaron Jurgensen was made by Von Eschen, second by Womack, motion carried.

Power for Rubble Site: In order to power the camper at the Rubble Site, a generator has to be used.  Jay Nordquist received the following quote from Southeastern Electric to run power from SD Highway 46 north to the first entrance to the rubble site: $300.00 for the first 1,200 feet and anything over that is $2.00/foot.  The total cost to get the power to the site is estimated to cost $1,500.00, and the minimum charge would be $10-$15 per month plus usage.  At a later date, we may want to look at installing a security light at the Rubble Site.  A motion to approve putting electrical service to the Rubble Site was made by Lambert, second by Womack, motion carried.

Updated Equipment Rental Fees: A review of rates and fees for city owned equipment was submitted to the Council for review.  These rates have not been adjusted since 2001.  It was noted that most equipment is only used on an emergency basis.

RESOLUTION NO. 2008-03

 RESOLUTION OPPOSING SENATE BILL 151 AS INTRODUCED IN THE 2008 SOUTH DAKOTA LEGISLATURE
BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council for the City of Beresford, Lincoln and Union Counties, South Dakota, 

WHEREAS, the City of Beresford owns and operates a municipal electric system for its customers; and 

WHEREAS, the municipal electric system provides the city and its customers with reasonably priced electricity and outstanding service; and 

WHEREAS, the South Dakota Legislature has proposed Senate Bill 151 which modifies the manner in which municipal electric systems must compensate others for areas that are annexed into the City; and 

WHEREAS, Senate Bill 151 as introduced penalizes cities for annexation and unfairly compensates others for customers that don’t exist at the time of annexation; and 

WHEREAS, the City believes that SDCL Chapter 49-34A is not in need of amendment and the proposed amendments contained in Senate Bill 151 as introduced are detrimental to the municipal electric systems in South Dakota;

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the City Council for the City of Beresford that the South Dakota Legislature defeat the amendments proposed to SDCL 49-34A as introduced and that the manner in which municipal electric systems compensate other utilities when annexing territory remain the same.
